In ar, open letter to the citizens of 
Chicago, the municipal voters' league 
of that city mentions the fight which 
h a s been waged for ten years against 
•'graft and grafters, big and little." 
and then makes this statement: 

"The grafters a re no longer the 
chief- menace to the public -welfare. 
Today is is t h e paralyzing hand of In­
efficiency that most hinders munici­
pal progress. There are in public too 
few men of first ra te ability: medi-
ocri ty. jor worse, is the rule rather 
than tnfyexeeption The fight for 
honesty h a s been measureably suc­
cessful: t ha t for efficiency, less- so." 

These words are t rue ones. It is 
important tha t citizens should under­
stand them. It is important t ha t they 
should realize that honesty in munici­
pal government is merely ore s tep for 
ward. It is important tha t they 
should comprehend that no govern­
ment is go«3. no government is wor­
thy of the name, no government does 
or can serve its true purpose, unless it 
is* efficient. Graft has cost American 
cities stupendous sums of money, but 
these sums are quite insignificant as 
compared to what inefficier.cy has cost 
them. Graft takes some of the tax­
payers' money.. Inefficiency wastes a 
great deal morf^of^Ifc - * MilKUik**. 
Journal. 

How the people of the United 
Btates may have saved for them mil­
lions of dollars annually In the ope­
ration of their governmental machin­
ery was outlined by President Taft In 
a message to Congress on "economy 

•and efficiency in the government ser­
vice." 

"What the government does with 
nearly $1,000.nnn.non each year." he 
said, "is as of much concern to the 
average citizen as is the manner of 
obtaining this amount of money for 
the public use." 

Probably the most striking propo­
sal advanced by the President Is that 
al l administrative officers of the gov­
ernment in the departments at Wash 
ingtnn and in the field be put under 
t h e civil service; and their te rms of 
cfliee he no longer limited to four 
years. Such officers should not be 

"Trppninted by the President with the 
"necessity of Senate confirmation, he 
says, but upon merit. 

The President does not attempt to 
explain in detnil the -work of the econ­
omy and efficiency commission crea­
ted hy act of Congress a year and a 
rialf ago. He sketched the outlines 
of improvements t h a t he said could 
be made In government service: de­
clares that they would effect a sav­
ing of many millions of dollars and 
nsks that Congress continue t h e com­
mission by granting an appropriation 
*>1 J200'.000 with $50,000 for printing 
i ts reports.

and it is ,such Ideas as these that 
make nim the fittest man in th i s conn 
try for another term in the White 
House. 

That peculiar charm of personal 
conduct somewhat vaguely designated 
"good manners" seems sometimes to 
be passing away as one of ' the lost ac­
complishments.

"It is s t range that fashion should

One does not like *o be too critical of 
their easy freedom in talk, too obser­
vant of the i r flippant pose, because 
they are subscribing to what they con 
sider constitutes the much vaunted, 
chicness and piquancy of the Ameri­
can girl. 

"It must be fashion: it cannot be 
bad manners that a re responsible for 
t h e awful pose one sometimes sees..It 
is not easy to characterize it—un­
graceful, mannish, rakish, indifferent, 
'sporty' or indelicate? One thinks it 
is all in one. And the manner of the 
speech is quite in harmony, seemingly 
an effort to be racy, up to the moment 
and in touch with life as it is lived At 
high tension. There is something pit 
iable. in it all, and one car, only hope 
the fashion is a fleeting one."

road t rack in time ito get s t ruck by a 
passing train or car.

•will only use his senses, but still the

To "give back to the child his 
youth" by securing laws to prevent 
and prohibit child labor, is a work in 
which many devoted people are earn­
estly engaging. But that the question 
h a s two sides seems to be indicated 
by the opinions of judges of the New 
Tork City criminal courts -who state 
tha t the city is infested by gangs of 
young outlaws, mere boys in fact, 
whose idleness turns them easily im-> 
lives of crime. The enforced educa­
tion they get at the public schools 
leaves them much time on the streets 
and seems to have practically no ef­
fect in the way of developing good 
character. It would be far bet ter for 
them and for society if 'they were 
compelled to work at some trade. A 
fair amount of labor, providing it be 
under healthful conditions, never in­
jured any boy. 

senator Kllhu Root. In an address 
staunchly defended both the state and 
federal courts of the country' and de­
nounced trie principle underlying th* 
recall of judges. 

Speaking of the increasing tenden­
cy among Americans towards impa-' 
tience with the courts whenever judi­
cial decisions do not agree with their 
wishes Senator Root said the provis­
ions for the recall of judges already 
adopted in some s ta tes and widely ad 
vocated in others, a re an exhibition of 
this impatience and a demand for 
more unchecked opportunity to make 
the judges feel its effects. 

With these t endene ies the speaker 
declared he had no isympiathy. "A 
sovereign people, which declares that 
all men have certain Inalienable rights 
and Imposes upon itself the great im­
personal rules of conduct deemed 'ne­
cessary for the preservation of those 
rights, and at the same time declares 
that It will disregard those rules when 
ever, in any particular case", it is the 
wish of a majority of Its voters to do 
so; established as complete a contra­
diction of the fundamental principles 
of our government a s it is possible to 
conceive. I t abandons absolutely the 
conception of a justice which is ab­
ove majorities, of a right in t h e weak 
which the strong a r e bound to respect 
It denies the vital t ru th taught by re­
ligion and realized in the hard experi­
ences of mankind, and which has in­
spired every constitution America has 
produced and every great declaration 
for human freedom since Magna Char 
ta—the t ru th that human nature 

'needs to distrust its own Impulses and 
passions and to establish for its own 
control t h e restraining and guiding in 
fluenee of declared principles of ac­
tion." 

Yes. this is an age 'of problems, new-
strange ar.d perplexing. The solution 
will be far reaching. Such an age 
gives an . opportunity for the untried 
and unthinking to work great mis­
chief. "A little learning is a danger­
ous thing." and- a host of illiterates 
are posing a s masters of men and tell 
ing us what to do. Are these masters 
of men s tudents of our probleins? 
Are the yellow press and the muck­
raking magazines patiently and labo­
riously searching into the depths of 
the burning questions of today? Not 
for a minute. They have not the pa­
tience. They are noisemakers, not 
problem solvers. 

The greatest of all our problems 
bears on the question of socialism.,, 
The word means far more than is gen 
erally understood. It comprehends 
the problems of all problems in the 
•new century. There is a t rue and a 
false socialism—one that means_ im-
porvement of the masses and one that 
points the way to anarchy. 

~» Tho<KhMU-*c»»i t nrpK bear tfaii 
fact in 'mind and be prepared to meet 
the outcome. If they do not solve 
the problem rightly, some one will 
solve it wrongly. If they do ro t or­
ganize and use their tremendous in­
fluence and all the power of contrib­
uted wealth toward educating the peo 
pie on r ight lines, the yellow pres^ 
and the muck raking magazines wp.1 
continue to educate them on wron^t 
lines. Eet ter than the hospitals, the 
librarles and the universities Is an 
endowment of t ru th tellir.g newsp-
pers that shall deal with facts, study 
problems and teach the people the 
fundamentals of right living and right 
thinking."—Leslies Weekly. 

GAME LAW CHANGES. 

Provisions of the Law Proposed by 
Conservation Commission. 

Early in the spring the State Con­
servation Commission will place -a 
large number of t rees especially adap 
ted for reforesting lands on sale at a 
very low "price. White pin« t rans­
plants will be sold a t $3.50 a thousand 
and nearly all t h e trees suitable for 
reforestation will h e Sold a t prices 
ranging from one t o two dollars lower 
than in previous seasons. This re ­
duction is made possible by the In­
creased efficiency of the t ree nurser­
ies of t h e State. I t is t h e intention 
of the commissiori to do everything 
possible t o encourage reforestation on 
private l ands which are not suitable 

A report from the State Conserva­
tion Commission in the form of a bill, 
revising and consolidating fish . and 
game law was introduced ir, the Sen­
ate by Senator Roosevelt. 

"It shouldd insure more fishing and 
hunting and larger catches for the 
people of New York." the commission 
says. There are many changes in the 
law. the most important bein^ as fol-
low-s: 

Increase in number of game pro­
tectors from 95 to 125. 

Grant ing permission to a citizen to 
bring into the state u'hder certain re­
striction game lawfully taken by him 
in an'other state or country. 

Granting permission to a non-resi­
dent to t ake out of the state the num­
ber of game he may lawfully take !r, 
one day. 

Trapper 's llcerse incorporated in 
the hunt ing license. 

Non-resident fishing license, fee $2 
but not applying to persons under 16. 
and $10 noh-resident trapper 's llcens---

Killlng of deer limited to bucks two 
deer as before, and season changed 
to Oct. 1 to Nov. 15. 

Bag limit of five on squirrels. 
Use of ferrets in taking rabbits pro 

hlbited, b u t owners of farm lands are 
permitted to fake rabbits at any time 
in any manner. 

Bag limit of 25 to a person and 35 
to a blind or battery placed on wild 
fowl. 

Season on certain up-land game-
birds advanced to Sept. 16. closing on 
Oct. 31. 

Close season on quail, except on 
Long Island. 

Law made general on pheasants, 
open season Thursdays only in Oct. 

Season on woodcock advanced to 
Sept. 18 u p state arid Oct. 15 Long I s ­
land. 

Persons permitted to take minnows 
for bait for their own personal use. 
but not for sale without procuring li­
cense. 

Trout season made general, open­
ing date May 1. except Lo-g Island, 
where it remains unchanged; size 11m 
It increased to seven inches minimum. 

Sale of black basa prohibited.

in the world, which winds i t s way 
from Canon City to Colorado Springs 
and not one convict b roke his -tford— 
simply because Governor Shafroth 
and Warden Tynan a r e men among ' 
men. They say tha t in the convict 
camp of over one hundred only one 

-to-an carries a gun; a n d he is a con­
vict armed by the warden to keep off ', 
coyotes. Bu t even volumes pf such 
evidence could never argue a w a y a 
feeling against the character of pris­
oners so widespread a s to amount al­
most to an Instinct."
