MORBID BLUSHING. 
A Terrible Affliction That May Be 

Helped by Convex Glasses. 
The essential cause of morbid blush­

ing is a morbid tempertiment. says Dr. 
H. Campbell. M. R. C. P.. in the Prac­
titioner. A normal person may blush, 
but lie is not fireatly disturbed by it. 
He uuiy he disconcerted for the time; 
but. the storm over, he soon forgets 
all about It. The morbid blusher, on 
the other hand, suffers mental torture. 
Tiie blush throws him into a -state of 
pnriic such as in the normal person 
can only be excited by some desper­
ate experience. The anguish is so great 
that he lives in constant dread of be­
ing exposed to the conditions which 
excite it. This dread colors his entire 
life. He wiikes up with it: he falls 
asleep with it. It haunts his dreams. 

Morbid blushing is, in truth, a ter­
rible affliction. In its severe forms. Dr. 
Campbell says, it always calls up 
thoughts of suicide and ffot infrequent­
ly actually prompts it. 

The female sex is more apt to blush 
than the male sex. although more men 
than women seek medical help for 
morbid blushing. Those who suffer 
from the complaint may gain some con­
fidence by using strong convex glasses. 
The artificial myopia thus induced by 
blurring the surroundings tends to di­
minish self consciousness."

Fire Destroys the Equitable, 
New York 's First Skyscraper 

The Octopus, Soon to Be 
Known as C 1, In Drydock

N EW YORK'S Hrst skyscraper, the Equitable building, in the heart of 
the financial section, believed by its buiiders to be fireproof, is a heap 
of ruins, the result of the fire which swept it on the morning of Jan 
0. A death list of at least nine and a,property loss of about $2,000,000. 

exclusive of the building, which cost Sl§.00i>,obf}. are to be charged to the blaze 
which started In a heap of rubbish in the basement. The building toolf its 
name from the Equitable Life Assurance society, which was the owner and 
principal tenant. It was also occupied by a great number of law arms; some 
of the offices of the Union and Southern Pacific railroads were located there, 
and securities to the value of several billions of dollars were stored in its safe 
deposit vaults. So sure vjere the owners and tenants that the building was 
fireproof that few of the latter carried any insurance: the former none at all. 
The structure, completed in May. 1870, was eight stories high, and when1 re­
modeled In 1S88 occupied almost an entire city block. It was the first office 
building in the business, section to be equipped with passenger elevators, and 
In its time was regarded as huge and one of the sights of New York. In the 
illustration the Equitable building Is indicated by an arrow.
