Mark Twain the boy was leader ol 
a band of young incbrriglbles, accord­
ing to Albert Blgelqw Paine, Twain's 
secretary and biographer, who in Har­
per's tells something of their Juvenile 
goings on: 

His mother declared that he gave her 
more trouble than all the other chil­
dren put together. 
. "He drives me crazy with his didoes 
when be is In the house," she used to 
say, "and when he is out of it 1 am 
expecting every minute, that some-one 
will bring him home half dead." 

He did. in fact, achieve the Srst of his 
"nine narrow escapes from drowning" 
about this time and was pulled out of 
the river one afternoon and Drought 
home in a limp and unpromising con­
dition. When with mullein tea and cas­
tor loll she hnd restored him to activ­
ity she said: 

"I guess there wasn't much danger. 
People born to be hanged are safe in 
water." 

She declared she was'willlng to pay 
somebody to take him off her hands 
for a part of each day and try to teach 
bim manners. 

Besides bis mother, who had to con­
tend with the bad boy. was his school­
teacher, a certain Miss Horr. Mr. 
Paine tells how unlike to a bed of roses 
was her lot. 

Miss Horr received 25. cents a week 
for each pupil and opened ber school 
with prayer, after which came a chap­
ter of the Bible, with explanations and 
the rules of conduct. Tben.tbe A B O 
class was called, because its .recital 
was a band to band struggle, requir­
ing no preparation. 

The rules of conduct that first day 
interested little Sam. He calculated 
bow much be would need to trim In to 
sail close to the danger line and still 
avoid disaster. However, he made a 
miscalculation during the forenoon and 
received warning. A second offense 
would mean punishment. He did not 
mean, to be caught the second time, 
but be bad not learned Miss Horr yet 
and was presently startled by. being 
commanded to go out and bring a stick 
for his own correction. 

This was certainly disturbing. It 
was sudden, and tben he did not know 
much about the selection of sticks. 
Jane Clemens had usually used her 
band. It required a second command 
to get him headed in the right direc­
tion, and be was a trifle dazed when 
he got outside. He had the forests of 
Missouri to select from, but choice was 
difficult. Everything looked too •••big 
and competent. Even the smallest 
switch bad a wiry, dlsconragmg kss*. 
Across the way was a cooper shop 
with a good many shavings outside. 
One bad blown across and lay just in 
front of him. It was an inspiration. 
He picked it up and, solemnly enter­
ing the schoolroom, meekly banded it 
to Miss Horr. 

Perhaps- Miss Horr's sense of humor 
prompted forgiveness, but discipline 
must be maintained. 

"Samuel Langhorne Clemens," she 
said (he. had never heard it all strung 
together in that ominous way), "T am 
ashamed of you! Jimmy. Dunlap, go 
bring in a switch for. Sammy." And 
Jimmy Dunlap went, and the switch 
was of n sort to give the little boy an 
immediate and permanent distaste for 
school. He informed his mother when 
he went. Home at noon that be did not 
care for school; that he had no desire 
to be a'great man; that he preferred 
to be a pirate or an Indian and scalp 
or-drow'n siicb 'people as* Miss Horr. 

Young Sam conceived the notion that 
a pirate's life would be joyous and, 
with a couple of pals, cruised the Mis­
sissippi. 

Some of their expeditions were Inno­
cent enough. They often cruised up to 
Turtle island, about two miles above 
Hannibal, and spent the day feasting. 
You could have loaded a car with tur­
tles and their eggs up there and there 
were quantities of mussels and plenty 
of : fish. Fishing-and swimming were 
their, chief pastimes^ with general ma­
rauding for adventure. Where the rail-
road bridge now end's on the Missouri 
side was their favorite swimming hoje 
—that and along Bear creek, a seclud­
ed, limpid water with special, interests 
of its own. Sometimes at evening they 
swam across to Glasscock's island, the 
rendezvous of Tom Sawyer's "Black 
Avengers" and Jthe hiding place of 
Huck and Nigger Jim. Once, though 
this was considerably later, when he 
was sixteen. SanTClemen's swam across 
to the Illinois side "and then* turned 
and swam back again without' land­
ing, a distance of at least two miles as 
he had to go. He was seized with a 
cramp on the return trip. His legs 
became useless, and he was obliged to 
make the remaining distance with his 
arms. It was n hardy life they, led, 
and it is not recorded that they ever 
did any serious damage, though they 
narrowly missed it sometime*,

THE POLE .STAR. 

Soma of tH« Wonder, of This Great 
B.aeon of t h . North. 

Most people, if they know nothing 
else of astronomy, nt any rate know 
the pole Star, the one star which seems 
to keep' Its place in the heavens with­
out movement of any kind. There are 
a great many, however, who do not 
know what a wonderful thing it is. In 
the first place, it can be seen when' 
looked nt through a good telescope to 
be two stars and not one. There is one 
fairly bright one, of what is known as 
the second magnitude, and another of 
the ninth magnitude close to i t 

But that is not all. The brighter of 
the two Is really three stars revolving 
round one another, or rather round 
their common center of gravity, like 
three children playing "ring a ring o' 
roses." This secret is revealed to us 
by what is perhaps the most astonish­
ing of all scientific instruments, the 
spectroscope. It not only tells us what 

, the stars -are w a d , f t . bat whether 
they are moving toward us or away 
from us. " • _ 

When you stand facing the star, you 
are nlwayB facing north. * The reason 
that it does not appear to move as the 
others; do is because it i s nearly in line 
with the axis of the earth. Its distance 
from us is enormous. This can be 
Judged from the fact that although'the 
earth In its journey round the sun Is 
today about 190/OOftQOO miles -from 
where it waa six months, ago, that 
makes no appreciable difference to its 
distance from the pole star. It must 
therefore be many times 190,000,000 
miles away.

His enthusiasm was contagious 
and young Emma's mother sent her to Paris to study. The death of her father 
made it necessary for her to turn her singing into money. Those were bitter, 
hard days for her in Paris, and one day uncer the scourge of need she sought a 
position to sing iota cafe chantant. She could not sleep the night she -made this 
resolution, andjpsipg early in the morning she went alone to see the conductor. 
To her diSauyand disapointment she was rejected, though s h e sang her choicest 
arias in her sweetest ways and she went away sorrowing with the sad wojds 
ringing in her ears: "You'll never do for a cafe chantant It takes'great talent 
to succeed here". But she recovered from this cruel shock and continued her 
studies heroically with serene confidence in the final outcome. 

In 18S2 she made her debut in Brussels as Marguerite in "Faust". It was 
not a triumph, for her acting was cold and amateurish; but she secured other, 
engagements iu Paris. She was then nineteen, unhappy, ill in mind and body, 
and went back to her native mountains to recuperate or to die. Here she read 
Balzac, saw through the pages of the great.author the pulsing heart of hunianitv 
with its sufferings and joys, hopes and fears, successes and failures yshe sounded 
new depths in her own soul and as she says: " From a child I became a woman" 
—then she became a real actress; . / ""\ 

Her Suxer. iu "ISA-mico Fritz." in Rome in 1891 and Santuzza in "flfavalleria 
Rusticana" a "year later placed her high among the stars of contemporary singers, 
and after ten years of tireless effort she received her reward, but, she says whh 
a tearful sigh of regret: "it came so late".
