Monday— Weather just a l iul* 
warmer but >this has been a very d i s ­
agreeable day, snowed m-ore or less, 
accompanied "by a very cold vvin.l 
frcyn the northeast. The government 
repor ts show tha t the potato crop of 
th i s year is 56,000,00(1 bushels- less 
than it iwas last year. As a. result 
prices are ruling higher. Congress 
is entertaining a proposition to sus­
pend the tariff duty of 25 cents a 
bushel until the new c rop is ready 
for market next summer. Xew York 
recently received 100,000 sacks of po 
tatoes from Scotland on which a duty 
or 70 cents a eack was paid, JL sack 
contains a little less t han 3 bushels. 
Pota toes are now selling in New York 

> and throughout the east for $1.50 a 
bushel, -which is about twic* the price 
they usually bring. If the duty is 

• not removed, the price is certain to 
go much higher before Si ne-w crop 
comes in. There to not much nutr i ­
m e n t irf a potato, hut the re is just 
enough Irish in most of us that iwe 
th ink we cannot get a long without 
them. As a rule farmers a re satisfi­
ed to grow them at from 40 to 50 cts. 
a bushel. This year they have re­
ceived, from ,60 cents to one dollar a 
bushel. White we rejoice* in the pros 
perl ty of the farmers, t h e consumers 
tehould certainly be entitled to the 
relief from higher prices that is now-
promised if the tariff is removed. 

Tuesday—Snowed several Inches 
last night and the weather is a little 
warmer today. It is hoped that this 
cold spell is now broken. Secretary 
of War JStimson is. in favor of abol­
ishing all small army posts and con­
centrat ing the a rmy in a feiw posts 
nea r some large social centers in 
order to save expense. We are all in 
*avor of economy in governmental ' 
affairs but what ia the a rmy for? We 
are in n o danger of .foreign invasion 
and it is not probeible t ha t the army 
will ever be needed again to suppress 
an Indian uprising and it would seem 
t h e better policy to keep the soldiers 
Scattered all. over the country where 
they can be used to check riots or 
political disturbances. The posts a t 
Oswego and Sackets H a r b o r cost the 
government a grea t deal of money 
and they ore very valuable and it 
would seem a great waste to abandon 
them, besides they are located on our 
nor thern frontier just ivhere iwt 
should need them in case of a foreign 
invasion, Twit there is no danger of 
one. Xo, Mr. Stimson, I voted for 
you for governor and I admire you. 
bu t I cannot approve of your plan to 
concenti"ate the army. If you w a n t 
to curtail expenses stop enlistments 
and reduce the size 'of t h e army, bu t , 
do not concentrate it into a few large 
camps. We all want a chance to see 

'a? real live soldier once in a while. 
Wednesday—This is the. last day of 

the month and I am glad . January 
Was been a Very inclement month e-ni 
much of the time the temperature h a s 
been below zero. The weather today 
is very comfortable. T h e weather 
bureau reports tha t this h a s been the 
coldest January in ten years, only two 
clear days during the month . The 
snow fall has not been excessive h u t 
the re is now some 15 to 18 inches on 
t h e ground on the level. In the 
lumber woods there is more, proba­
bly some 2 or 3 feet, jus t about en­
ough for doing good business. Where 
a re the guys of yesterday, those pro-
phets~wise~ and ' bold, W h o swore in 
accents Wythe and gay T h a t it would 
not >be cold? Where a re the guys 
who up and said The winter would be 
mild. Without a snow cloud overhead 
Without a tempest wild? The bliz­
zard rages fierce intense. And beats 
upon my brow. I 'd gladly give up thi r 
ty cents. To meet that prophet now. 
The legislature met today at 11:00 
o'clock, the Senate adjourned in just 
eight minutes, and t h e Assembly in 
just seventeen minutes. A great days 
work: and yet the legislators think 
they a r e not paid enough for their 
s t renuous labors. 

^Thursday—February comes in very 
bright and smiling, bu t it is a sort of 
cold and sickly smile, for the mer­
cury is below zero.. I t is a short 
month, bu t I thank the Lord tha t 
i t is no longer. I t h a s 'stretched It­
self out this year just as long as it 
could. I t is the only month that ev­
er varies in length. Once in 4 years 
i t has 29 days and this is one of them 
The Arquit.sheds have changed hands 
again. William Barclay Jr . has ren­
ted them for 5 years and has taken 
possession today. . T h e str ike a t Law 
rence. Mass., still continues with 
more or less rioting. The troops 
have been called out and they are on 
fluty day and night. I t seems as 
though laboring men and women will 
never learn wisdom. If they want to 
str ike why don't they choose a season 
of the year when they can exist with­
out so .much expense and suffering. 
I t is about all that laboring people 
con do to live in the winter even if 
they have good wages and steady em­
ployment. About a dozen girls w e n t 
on a strike a t Water town a couple of 
days ago, but today they have ail 
gone back to work, glad to get the i r 
old places at former prices. T h e 
manager told them they were at ,per-
fect liberty to quit at any time when 
they were dissatisfied. 

Friday—This is Candlemas Day. 
"Half the wood and half the hay." I 
t h ink I should choose t h e last half 
in this climate. The sun came u p 
bright and clear th i s morning but 
the tempera ture was down about zero 
Th i s is the day the woodchuck is sup 
posed t o take a peep out of his hole. 
One would suppose tha t the weather 
today would be quite satisfactory but 
tradi t ion has . i t t ha t if h § can see his 
shadow he goes back to h is warm nest 
n n d sleeps six weeks longer . He cer­
ta inly «an see his shadow-.today. As­
t ronomers insist t ha t t h e earth is 
3,000,000 miles nearer t h e sun tha t it 
w a s last June , but if s u c h Is the case 
h o w will they explain why we a r e 
(shoveling snow off t h e s Idewalks? 
Speaker Merrl t t announced when h e 
w a s chosen tha t he was In favor o* 
nn early ad journmen t The legisla­
t u r e is working hard fo r one and is 
micoeedlng most admirab ly . The 
fen •>!< to>lov arUoiirnert after n toti 
m inu te session nnd tin.'

just three minutes. Can you ask for 
anything earlier than t h a t ? Gover­
nor Dix is about half sick and Boss 
Murphy' is keeping very quiet . Taken 
altogether as the boys say, they a r e 
doing nothing much. 

Saturday—Snowed a couple of in­
ches last night a n d is snowing a little 
this morning. The Are a la rm sound­
ed about 2 o'clock this afternoon and 
the fire team made a quick r u n down 
to St. Francis street. The fire w a s in 
a dwelling house occupied by James 
Ritchie. The house was practically 
ruined and the family will have to 
look up other, quar ters until spring. 
Most of the household goods were 
saved. We have had a good many 
fires this winter but so far the dam­
age' has been light. I t pays to keep 
up a good fire depar tment . For a 
long time our firemen have done ex-
cellen work. People cannot be too 
careful about nre. Judge Swann says 
that it is his opinion that t h e major­
ity of the 17.000 fires in New York 
last year were of incendiary origin. 
The weather is growing colder and 
we are probably s tar t ing in for an­
other very cold night. The moon is 

.full and it looks as big as a cartwheel 
How bright the stars shine these clear 
cold nights. I have no desire to 
stand out of doors in the cold' to 
watch them. 

Snnday—This is a bright, pleasant 
day but the mercury was 14 below 
zero this morning. Fortunately while 
the thermometer has continued about 
zero for some weeks, there is a good, 
blanket of about 15 inches of snow 
which will keep the earth warm be­
neath It and insure good crops next 
summer. Snow is said to be the poor 
man's manure. I t not only keeps the 
roots of vegetation from freezing, hut 
it is a valuable fertilizer, and when 
it melts sinks deep into the ground 
and is a safeguard against drouths 
in summer. I t -blocks railroads and 
rnak.es a good deal of shoveling, but 
considering how cold the winter is. 
it is a blessing. Without it shorter 
crops and still h igher cost of living 
might be faced another year. Whil* 
the cold pinches us we may as well 
look oil the bright side of it. For 
one thing it gives us the needed ice 
crop. Wha t would we do next sum­
mer if it was not for the supply of 
ice? A steady snug winter is bet ter 
for the farmers and what would the 
lumbermen do if they did not have 
snow to draw their logs on? . 

YANKING T H E HELM. 

Conservative Statesmen nitta Fixed 
Policies Now Extinct. 

Supreme Court Justice, Wesley O. 
Howard, in a recent speech said some 
things worth thinking about, among 
them being the following: 

"Nobody except lawyers, and very 
few of them, ever read the constitu­
tion. The two documents which con­
cern us .most we read least—the bible 
and the constitution. 

"Ought not the lesson of the Stan-
aardL-OiMsaUIe teach-na to pause and 
mijuire before *!«->'espouse o ther new 
doctrines." 

Justice Howard urged the necessi­
ty of carefully considering "innova­
tions" irr government, and suggested 
that u s t h e present constitution had 
bridged the country over many years 
successfully _ without the initiative, 
referendum and recall, it might con­
tinue to do so without Itheir adoption. 

"New projects and propositions 
come sometimes from unKKown as 
well as well known characterc^^We 
are asked to absorb them into our 
system of government without any 
definite knowledge concerning them. 
Pending the i r submission ,to a chem­
ical examination, however, it is well 
to hesitate, as, while some of them 
are, perhaps, wholesome a n d sound, 
many -of them a r e a s innutri t ious as 
a drink of dishwater and many of 
them are as fatal as arsenic. 

"These various individuals who so 
frantically propose these unknown 
innovations do so because they are 
candidates for office and seek to coin 
such words and phrases and suggest 
such schemes as well be catchy, at­
tractive and politic. They themselv­
es are Interested witnesses. They 
speak not so much because they are 
solicitous for the welfare of the peo­
ple as because they are eager for 
their own promotion; for it is ambi­
tion, not patriotism, which impels the 
public character headlong on in his 
career. 

"In the midst of quiet and in the 
absence of danger, patriotism lies al­
most dormant and1 operates bu t feebly 
on human action: and therefore, in 
these days of profound peace and un-
paralelled prosperity, it. is to ambi­
tion, (that force which never sleeps, 
that must be ascribed the violent ac­
tivity of those men whose voices so 
loudly rouse us. 

"These performers on the political 
stage emerge and disappear so rapid­
ly, and shift their positions so deftly 
thait they may, without offense, per­
haps, be compared to a troop of aero 
bats where each performer seems to 
endeavor to pull off a s tunt which he 
believes, because of its novelty and 
danger, no other acrobat can surpass. 
The plaudits of the audience keep the 
acrobat in his position. 

"As persons are led sometimes 'o 
emulate .prize fighters, who make 
more .money in a single combat than 
the annual salary of the President of 
the Tnlted States, so a quiet, studious 
gentleman, occasionally, noticing the 
quick fame and easy money acquired 
by the political performer, appears 
himself, suddenly, in tights or bells 
on the s tage before" the people. I can 
not br ing myself to th ink of Hamil­
ton. Jefferson, Washington and Lin­
coln indulging in these s tun t s and 
antics which some of our more mod­
ern and dextrous .public men.so clev­
erly execute. 

"Of course In these days of news­
papers and press dispatches, a great 
principle can as well be enunciated in 
one speech a s in a trip ac ross the 
continent; b u t a fboom Is not a great 
principle: it is a g rea t noise and is 
made to a t t rac t at tent ion t o the can­
didate. The mountebank for the 
same reason pounds a d r a m no that 
people will see him a s h e h a w k s med 
Iclne a t the s treet corner. Like relig­
ious fanatics who s t a r t up year ly with 
new schisms the boomers ut ter ly dls-
iiSftrr with ..'uc'.i othtjr and absolutely 

despise each other. 
. "After years of menacing and of 
threatening, the United States govern 
men t finally attacks the greatest mon­
s ter of t h e m all, the Standard' Oil 
company. The joy of the people is so 
grea t t h a t they rise up and acclaim. 
Housewives believe t h e price of oil 
will drop to a cent a gallon. What 
follows? A great legal battle is 
fought—it looked as great in the 
newspapers as the battle of Bull Run 
The result «sf the battle is that Stan­
dard Oil is beaten, and the price of 
oil goes up . 

"But ought not the k«son of 'the 
Standard Oil battle teach us to pause 
and- inquire before we espouse other 
new doctrines? They may also be 
only whims and vagaries—sounds and 
pdtrases without substance—and those 
who are advocating them today may 
be repudiating them tomorrow: for 
one of those -who has always most 
vigorously denounced the trusts 
switches around suddenly and now 
most loudly deprecates the i r dis mem 
berment. , 

"And one of those who most earn­
estly denounced the initiative, refer­
endum and recall while a teacher, 
now as a campaigner, most frantical­
ly commends them. This nimble shif 
t ing of position is puzzling—even the 
laws themselves a re puzzling. The 
United States government enacts a 
law to foster industries, then brings 
lawsuits to wreck [them; the State 
Legislature outlaws horseracing. then 
legalizes prize fighting. These shift­
ing inconsistencies bewilder us, and 
we pause to inquire 'where we are 
a t . ' " 

Justice Howard referred to the in­
itiative, referendum and recall as— 
"unknown drugs, perhaps nutritious 
and good, perhaps disintegrative, poi­
sonous and deadly," which are "said 
to be closer t o the people and farther 
from the despot. 

"Despots are dangerous, so are the 
mobs." continued the judge. "A rep 
resentative government seems well 
poised between the two. 

"All the old type of statesmen like 
G'ladstone. Bismarck, Lincoln and 
others—conservative, stable and with 
fixed, seVt4ea^'"p6Ticfes^?eeinv to have 
become extinct. If a s ta tesman like 
one of those would only make his a p ­
pearance. ' or. if, after all the noise, 
another William t h e Silent could be 
found, these imaginary evils would 
disappear, or at least be adjusted 
carefully, and the country Messed by 
another yea r of quietude. Our ship 
of state is a giant craft, sailing some­
t imes in a troubled sea. The helm 
should not be yanked first one way 
and then the o ther by eccentric 
pilots."

W E A T H E R R E P O R T F O R JANY. 

For fresh cuts wet the wound oc­
casionally with Hanford's Balsam of 
Myrrh. 

This was t h e coldest month on rec­
ord for. this s tat ion. The mean tem­
perature was 4.S deg. above zero, and 
the mean of t h e daily lowest temper 
a tures was 4.9 deg. below zero, There 
were 18 days during the month with 
the lowest t empera ture 'below zero. 
10 days with the mean daily tempera­
ture below zero, and 4. days with the 
highest tempera ture below zero. The 
mean for th is month. 4.8 deg. was. 
11.5 deg. below normal, and 11.3 deg 
below Janua ry 1911. I t was 2.4 deg. 
below the coldest previous January, 
1875. T h e ' l o w temperature of this 
month were especially noticeable as 
following an unusually warm Decem­
ber. The December 1911 average 
was 7,7 deg. above normal. The low 
est t empera ture recorded this Jany. 
was 30 deg. below zerO on the 26th. 
and the highes t 43 deg. above zero 
on the 18th, making the absolute 
monthly range in temperature 73 deg. 
The greatest daily range was 38 deg. 
on the 8th, and the least dally1 range 
was 6 deg. on the 21st. 

The total precipitation from rain 
and melted snow was 2.89 Inches, 0.57 
below normal , and 0.22 above Jany. 
1911. Of this, all but 0.12 was in 
the form of snow. The total depth 
of snowfall for the rnonth was 2*.1 
inches. The depth on the ground a t 
the end of t h e month was 11.4 In. 

The average relative .humidity at 8 
a. m. was 92 per cent, 6 per cent ab­
ove normal. The average sunshine 
for the month was 44 per cent of the 
possible, which was 9 per cent above 
normal. The average wind velocity 
was 9.9 miles per hour, this being 2.5 
below norma]. The prevailing win! 
direction was from the west. The 
highest wind velocity for any five min 
ute period was a t the ra te of 56 miles 
per hour from the west on the 1st. 
There were 6 clear days during the 
month, 9 par t ly cloudy, 16 cloudy, 21 
with a measurable amount of rain or 
snow, and 21 days with snow. Faint 
auroral "displays were observed on 
11th and 12th. Solar .halos were noted 
the 10th, 16th and lunar halos on the 
26th and 28th. Sleet occurred on the 
early morning of the 30th. The 
Grass river a t Canton remained froz­
en over the entire month.
