A comaniittee, consisting of Dr. J. 
M. Thompson, Superintendents H. H. 
Sou'thwlck and W. T. Clark, was a p ­
pointed to ascertain t h e number of 
teachers who would attend such a 
summer school. This committee will 
confer .with Dr. Gunnison of St. Law­
rence University and Dean H. E. 
Cook of the Agrlcultuiral School.

Legislature. 

Most important highway legislation 
affeatlnig, .the counties of St. (Law­
rence and1 Franklin and providing iter 
connecting routes through Northern 
New York from west to east and from 
month to south is he :ng introduced in 
the legislature iby Senator H. P . 
Coats, of Saramac Lake. The meas­
u r e upon which Senator Coats has 
been working is in Importance equal 
to any highway legislation which has 
crame ibefore the-s ta te legislature for 
a numhor of years. 

I t provides for t h e completion of 
Route 32 through St. Lawrence to 
the nor thern end of Franklin county 
which follow lines of highway already 
established, some portion of which 
have been built, but which are not 
connected nor completed. 

The plan of Senator Coats for con­
necting highways through St. Law­
rence fund Franklin counties from the 
west to east, and for the trunk Vine 
extending southward f w m Malone, al 
so for t h e new highway between Tup­
pe r Lake and Lonjr LHke will give to 
FnnnWln amd St. Lawrence counties 
nn Important connecting link, which 
WIM open » new country to touring 
ctars hndi carriages, iespeclally a long 
Big Tupper and Low? Lakes. 'and #flvc 
these counties and thoir varied inter-
eat* great (benefit of tourist travel and 
development .that cam scarcely be es­
timated a t this thne. The people of 
the eountlea of Frankl in and.
