Concerning direct nominations. Mr.

The Democratic committee of five 
senators, appointed by Senator Rob­
er t P . Wagner to revise the Levy el-

. ectlon law, expects to have the amend 
ments ready this week. The first 
changes to be made in the law will 
be the elimination of the provisions 
declared nneonstitutiona! by the court 
of appeals. The Levy law tried to 
prohibit the use of a candidate's 
name more than once on a ballot.

I t is intended to 
restore the old law with additiona' 
safeguard? to prevent fraudulen-
names or: th^ register. 

Members of the committee are un­
derstood to be very much in favor of 
reducing the expense connected with 
the administration of the law. Th* 
law left it optional with boards of en 
pervisnrs all over the State to ap­
point either two or four commission-
era of election in each county. In 
most of the counties they appointed 
four even where two would be ample 
to do the work, Albany county ap­
pointed four. 

That we are a careless, heedless, 
reckless, unintelligent bunch of hu­
manity In this country is shown by 
the appalling destruction by fire each 
year and by the horrifying cheapness 
In which we hold h u m a n lives. The 
bureau of vital statistics reports that 
nearly fifty thousand persons were 
Slain In .the United States in 1910 as 
the result of accidents: and homicides, 
and the sum total of 1911 will far 
exceed the figures 0* 1910. Homicide 
caused 3190 of the violent deaths in 
tha t year : railroads slaughtered 7878; 
automobiles killed oft 980 and drown 
lngs vied with the railroads to see 
which could claim the most victims. 
Possibly life and property would In­
crease too fast on this earth if we 
took the proper precautions to pre­
serve them.

Last week President Taft made one 
of the most aggressive speeches he 
has delivered in many months .

H e de­
clared tha t the old line Republicans 
were progressive: progressive enough 
to adopt all the legislation tha t pro­
gress demanded, but he said he wa= 
not the sort of man to prom'se to 
"make a heaven on ear th" or to re­
form the world in a day. 
. Mr. Taft said tha t in his mind 
t h e r e were three reasons why the 
par ty should be restored to power in 
November. One was that it had 
"done reasonably and fairly well" in 
its administration of the government 
in the last four years: the second was 
that it was "progressing and would 
put in operation all the necessary leg 
islation that is progressive:" and the 
third was that the party was "not 
chasing chimeras and not unsettlin-t 
the foundations of government me-e-
ly to indulge in the fancies of hope."

The only time tha t the people exhibit 
real signs of ' human intelligence is 
when they adopt a constitution or se­
cure a law which prevents themselves 
from doing something they would 
otherwise do. President Taft hit it 
off with, t rue wisdom in some re­
marks he m a d e to the ba r association 
last week, a s follows: 

"Popular government we all be­
lieve in. There are those of us, how­
ever, who believe that not al l people 
are fitted for popular self-government 
The fact is t ha t they a r e n o t Some 
of us don't dare say so. But I do. 
The question of whether a people is 
fitted for popular self-«c.vernment is 
determined by the ability of that peo­
ple to place on Itself the restraints , 
6 y wBIeh the minority sha l l receive" 
justice despite the majority. It is 
the question of self-imp.0?ed' restraint 
that determines whether a people is 
fit to govern i t se l f" 

Gov. Dix made a serious mistake 
in interfering with the .efficiency of 
the administration of the quarantine 
department, by Dr. Doty, a n d he has 
not yet found a man capable enough 
to be his successor. The Governor^ 
however, has some good ideas con­
cerning a subject int imately associa­
ted with the quarantine department, 
which should be carried Into effect.' 
He said recently: 

"We have in our state hospitals 
about 34,000 patients and the re is an 
increase of about 100 a month , which 
is out of all proportion- to the in­
crease In the population of the.s tate . 
This abnormal increase in the num­
ber of Insane is due to t h e large v.nmt 

ber of foreign born who develop in­
sanity soon after being admitted to 
this country- The annual cost t o 
New York State of maintaining the 
insane is about IS.000,000 and 46 per 
cent of the inmates of insane hospi­
tals a re of foreign birth. I have be­
come convinced that something 
should be done to make more effec­
tive the examination of persons ab ­
out to enter the country, so that we 
may be protected from t h e entrance 
of those who a re likely to become pub 
He burden-. I believe t h a t not on y 
should the immlgarnts b e examined 
at the time of their arrival, but that 
they should be examined at the for­
eign ports from which they sail to 
this country. This does not mean 
that I favor the restriction of immi­
gration. We are glad to have good 
citizens of other countries join our 
population. 

"We have work for them to do a^d 
we have work for them he re , but Ne?,-
York must be protected from the un­
desirable." 

Marse Henry Watterson. who was 
once an admirer of Oov. Woodronv 
Wilson, certainly has experienced a 
change of hear t since Wilson's base 
act of Ingratitude to Col. Harvey was 
made public.
