He w*s lined MO and paid M. R Is 
the understanding of the authorities 
that, this eonvlotloti .forfeits his liq­

uor tax certificate. Robert S. Water­
man appeared for him, 
- Edgar Martin, a 17 year old boy 
and Arthur Powell, a young man, 
both of Ogdensburg, pleaded guilty 
to grand larceny committed at the 
city of Ogdensburg in November 1910 
There are numerous other indiet-
men*s against both, and the case was 
one which for a time had the author­
ities of Ogdensburg entirely at sea. 
Mrs. Catharine Ames of the only city 
keeps a liquor store and had a store 
house lp which she kept considerable 
liquor. She suddenly discovered that 
about a thousand dollars worth of It 
had 'mysteriously disappeared. Final 
ly a reward of $100 dollars was, offer­
ed, and finally young Martin, who ts 
her nephew, confessed that he and 
Powell were the guilty parties. The 
mother of Powell keeps a liquor 
store, and It appears that from time 
to time in the evening young Powell 
would take a wagon to ,the store­
house and .get a load of liquor, Mar­
tin obtaining access by the skylight. 
Martin received *112 for the liquor 
taken. Et. J. Donavin represented 
Martin and John C. Tulloch, Powell. 
Neither case <was at the time disposed 
of. 

John Malqney of Ogdensburg was 
Placed on trial, charged with grand 
Jvueny in the second degree. He 
was Jointly Indicted with Harold Mar 
shall who pleaded guilty Monday. It 
is charged that on the evening of the 
16th of last November the two young 
men entered a cloakroom of _the_Og-
densburg Business College and took 
two sets of furs. The loss of the furs 
was shown, several witnesses said 
they saw the two young men on the 
evening in question start to go up the 
stairs leading to the cloakroom, and 
two wltneBses-^who were at the house 
of Marshall that evening testified 
that the two men came in together 
and Marshall threw down a set of 
furs, and that the defendant had furs 
under his coat,, a jportlon protruding. 
The furs were afterward procured by 
the authorities from the Marshall 
house. The defendant denied t h a t 
he took any furs, that h e went into 
the stairway the evening in question, 
and that he. had under his coat any 
furs, though admitting that he went 
Into-the (Marshall house. F. K. More 
land defended h i m and the iurjt con-, 
victed him as indicted, 

Henry Rappeleye, one of the Oswe­
go boys who held up'the Hannon of­
fice, w a s brought in and committed 
to the Etaura. Reformatory. His fa­
tter, w b a Is a reapwted teacher a t 

In court. 
There were no more criminal cases 

for trial, and a jury was drawn in 
the only civil case so marked, its ti­
tle being Jason J. Elliott, respondent 
v. Cecil Loucks Arqultt, appellant. 
The /parties reside in Potsdam, where 
the action Was originally tried hefore 
a jury In justice court, the plaintiff 
being awarded the full amount of his 
claim-. He sues to recover for cut­
ting 63 tons of hay at $2.50 per ton, 
and for about six tons and a half of 
straw at $6.00 per ton. Considerable 
ancient history Is Involved In the 
.case.—Back in_the_year _1899„an_old_ 
gentleman named Loucks owned a 
large fawn In Potsdam, being the 
farm on which the hay and straw In 
question grew. In the fall of that 
year the plaintiff took the place un-
der><reribal lease. Mr. Loucks died 
within a few months, leaving a will 
under the terms of which his widow 
had the entire use of his property un 
til this defendant, his grand-daughter 
attained her majority, which occur­
red last yeaT. Meantime, plaintiff 
continued to carry on the farm until 
the last of October, 1910. Mrs. 
Loucks, widow of Mr. Loucks, lived 
until the winter of 1S11 after plain­
tiff left the farm. The plaintiff con­
tended, and his wife swore, that the 
verbal ibargam with Mr. Loucks was 
to the effect that the -place was rent­
ed on halves, save that Loucks had 
all the hay, but was to pay $2.50 a 
ton for cutting the surplus left over 
after wintering through the stock. 
The hay and straw in question was 
left over In the spring of 1911. There-
was also evidence that one Cuyler, an 
agent1 of Mrs. Loucks, agreed that 
plaintiff might stay Under his arrange 
ment with Mr. Loucks, with some 
slight modifications of the same. At 
the close of the plaintiff's onse the 
defense moved to dismiss the com­
plaint upon several grounds, and of- j 
ter some discussion the Court grant' 

ceived a sentence of not less than a 
year or more than a year and six 
months at Dannemora, Martin w a s 
sentenced to the Elmlra Reformatory 
and his sentence suspended during 
good behavior. 

Earl Como, Lawrence Ladouceur 
and Alfred J. 'BlakelJV the three Og­
densburg^ youths who "burglarized the 
Surprise Store and who had pleaded 
guilty to burglary in the third degree 
and grand larceny in the second, 
were disposed of by giving Laaouceur 
who has not made good on a former 
suspended sentence, one year at Dan­
nemora, and sending the other two' 
to Elmlra Reformatory and suspend­
ing the sentence. There was an un­
derstanding that Blakely is to enlist 
In the United States Navy within 30 
days. 

Stanley Johnson, Pete'r Brennet, 
and Henry Helmer, three Ogdensburg 
young men whose fondness for poul­
try caused them to plead guilty to 
burglary in the third degree and to 
grand larceny in the second, were 
more fortunate than the other trio. 
Helmer was sent to the Elmlra Re­
formatory and the two others receiv­
ed'suspended sentences. 

Harold Marshall and John Malon-
ey of Ogdensburg, grand larceny In 
the second degree, were both sent to 
Dannemora. Maloney was given an 
indeterminate sentence o f not less 
than a year nor more than a year and 
six months, while Marshall, who has 
been convicted before, was given a 
^ear_and_a half. 

John J. Snyder, alias John Wendell 
the Oswego youth who admits that 
he planned the Hannon hold-up, was 
questioned closely by the Court, who 
evidently 'believed that this was not 
his first criminal experience. The 
sentence imposed 'was two years and 
eight months at Dannemora. 

Edward LaPoint of Ogdensburg, 
who ipleaded guilty to burglary in the 
third degree and petit larceny, has 
twice hefore been to Dannemora. H e 
goes again, with a three year sen­
tence-

Edward .Wither* of Ogdensburg, 
criminally receiving stolen property, 
has also been, before, and h i s trip to 
Dannemora this, time mill continue 
for one year and six months, lesa 
such commutation as he may earn. 

Arthur Downey and Lawrence La-

TEACH FARMING IN SCHOOLS. 

Farmers Institute Work ShouIdV, Be 
Farther Developed. <ty. 

That the State should withhold 
from establishing any more special 
secondary schools of agriculture and 
let the public hlgh^Schools of -the 
State take care of elementary edMfc* 
tion in'agriculture, is urged b y ^ h e 
State Agricultural Advisory Board. 
The report says that by providing 
expert advice to be available at cen­
tral points throughout the State, the 
development of farmers' institute 
work will be facilitated. !;. 

The board which was cr'eated'iby 
the last legislature says It Interprets 
Its duty as outlined In Its organiza­
tion law, to be to shape up underly­
ing policies, for the promotion-and di­
rection of agricultural education and 
advancement of interest in coutitry-
life. " 4 

The report contains a comprehen­
sive statement showing the present 
status of national legislation In refer­
ence to agricultural development and 
points out that, if congress shouldj£en 
act into law any one of several dif­
ferent measures now pending, "new 
and Important relations would have 
to be established between federal" î nd 
State authorities in the conduct' of 
educational "enterprises, heretofore 
administered wholly by the State." 

'^Biils pending in congress carry 
appropriations approximating $12,000 
000 per year, to be apportioned am­
ong the States," says the report. Some 
of these bills would require States to 
make appropriations before being 
able to avail themselves of federal 
money. It Is recommended that In 
the development of federal efforts to 
promote agricultural education, the 
autonomy of states should be pre­
served, thatje.stablished State policies 
should not be^reversed ]by' -federal 
legislation, that a uniform\education­
al scheme throughout the different 
states should not he adopted, until 
its practicability and value, have been 
proven, that co-operation- with the 
national government la desirable oaly 
when work, to he done Is tnraaiar In 
scope or more extensive than, cam o» 
handled by the State, and that a "In­
gle centralized, control tot all states 
which would lead to bureaucratic reg 
jitations should be avoided."

FARMING PROBLEMS. 

Engineering Questions and Rural 
Architecture. -

PTans are under way for the organ­
ization of an association the.purpose 
Bf which shall be to bring together 
the farmers of the state in meetings 
for the discussion of the engineering 
problems that confront them. 

On the subject of farm mechanics 
very little reliable Information is av­
ailable for the man who wants to 

experts In each county to give expert, 
up-to-date advice on agriculture. 
"These experts," says the board, 
"should be well qualified along two 
or three of the principal lines of ag­
riculture iprac'Hoed where they are l o ­
cated, and competent to secure spe­
cial expert advice from recognised 
authorities when this may be neces­
sary." ' 

Concerning special secondary insti­
tutions of agriculture, the .board cecils 
attention to the fact that the State 
has appropriated money for four of 
these schools and that three of them 
are now practically working out proh 
lems In connection with the success­
ful prosecution of their work, f h e 
board believes that much of the ele­
mentary agricultural educational la­
bor done In these special schools 

been a reversal of the incidents of I 
mortality.

Cancer has reached- a mortality of 
.8000 and deaths from this disease are 
Increasing .rapidly. 

The lowest death rate ever record­
ed from typhoid fever was shown 
.this year—14 per 100,000 population, 
a total of 131Q deaths. • , • 
• About 1000.more deathsfrom acci­
dents, and 42 less deaths from sui­
cide, than in 1910, are recorded. The 
principal causes of violent • deaths 
were: Railroad accidents and Injuries 
1683, drowning 1037, burns 950, heat 
and sunstroke 738, injuries at" birth 
667, inhalation of .poisonous gases 
442, poisons 277, homicide 448, the 
total deaths from suicide were 1437. 

Referring to the fight against pre­
ventable diseases, Commissioner Por­
ter says: 

"The search for the cure of dis­
ease is giving way to the discovery 
of the cause of disease. We know 
now that disease is yery__largely_aL.p_re_ 
veritable evil. Four deathsjn-oyery 
ten in New Tork State; might be pre­
vented. If the ravages of typhoid 
diphtheria, scarlet fever and small­
pox may be checked, then why should 
not the state advance at once to this 
tremendously important work? No 
duty of society is superior to this ob­
ligation. Public health today may be 
bought at a 'reasonable price. The 
public realizes this, and it Is for this 
great work of the removal of the 
cause of disease that the Department 
of Health ask for a sufficient appro­
priation."

Statistics Show State Is Growing 
Healthier.

The death rate In New Tork State 
for 1911 was the lowest ever record­
ed, while the mimtoer of births and 
marriages increased substantially, ao 
cording to the annual report; of DA 
Eugene H. Porter, state commission* 
er of health, which .was transmitted to 
Governor Dlx. 

There were 2092 less deaths re­
ported throughout the Mate thAn duf 
ing 1910, and the urban rate was j>ttt 
a little more than the rural, the deatk 
rate being 16.B per 1000 populatjon 
as against 1S.1 for 1910. j 

The* births exceeded the deathsjby 
7B.2S8, the total registration In tti« 
stats being 220, 826 births and HB> 
GS7 deaths. '

"It would dp-
pear from reading the papers that the 
world is more interested in saving 
dogs than children, but the time Is 
close at hand when the importance of 
this conservation is to be realized. 
Taken as a money investment, every 
cMld that dies is just so much taken 
out of the value of the country, and 
Increased health Is going to make in­
creased wealth. 

"The strength of a nation depends 
on the strength of its men and wom­
en, and mental and moral .strength of 
men and women depends on their 
physical health. National • health is 
a great national asset. There Is no 
aspect of national growth that does 
not depend on individual growth and 
the longevity and comfort of the hu­
man race depends on the food It eats. 
Statistics show that only four per cent 
of the people who die die of old age, 
I wonder how many of the other 96 
per, cent die of bad food." 

Dr. Darlington told of the inspec­
tion of food 'Of various sorts. He said 
In New Tork there is a system, but 
that outside that city, there Is really 
very little done. 

"There Is a lot of talk but very lit­
tle real work,'" he said. "I do not 
mean to convey the Impression that 
there is a great deal of adulteration 
of food practiced, but the guaranty 
on the lalbel means absolutely noth­
ing; Maybe the label is true and may 
be it Isn't, but It shouldn't be taken 
as law. The thing to do Is to find out 
If it Is true, and If It Isn't, send tho 
man to prison. There Is no wrong­
doing which so vttally concerns all 
persons as tampering with fond and 
drugs, and T have no svmpsthy with 
the law which punishes a man for 
such an offense by flntne him $100. 
A few examples would make a great 
difference In the prevalence of the 
practice."

PRESERVING NIAGARA FALLS. 

Its Splendid Scenic Grandeur Should 
Be Protected. 

Five and a half y.eara ago Congress 
decreed that the Imposing spectacle 
of Niagara Falls is a National posses­
sion which must be preserved, and 
that the preservation of it is a func­
tion of the Federal Government. Four 
years later the Governments of Great 
Britadn and the United States agreed 
that the preservation of Niagara Is 
not only a National duty but ah In­
ternational one. By treaty each gov­
ernment agreed not to permit the di­
version from the river aibove the falls 
of watej^ln exsess. of certain definite 
amounts. With the promulgation of 
the .treaty, therefore, the waters of 
Niagara Falls, In. so far as the United 
States was concerned, came under 
double protection—the lntaroattaMal: 
protection of the treaty and th« Nat­
ional protection of the Burton Act.

The Carlln contract was awarded 
by the first commission on new pris­
ons and called for the erection of the 
greater part of the prison plant at a 
cost of *2,19«,000.
