And the 
expense is borne by organized society 
In addition the brunt is borne by the 
unoffending members of society who 
are made victims of misplaced clem­
ency. The same rule holds when to'. 
much mercy is shown to the murder­
er. That I? to say, when on the ben-
eftt of too slight a doubt he is ac­
quitted, he kills someone else. When 
h e is put in prison, where h e always 
hopes for pardon and often gets a 
pardon, he and criminals outside are 
encouraged. And. the weakness of 
criminals is not. in its ill results, con 
fined to the weak. It Infringes the 
rights of persons who have no pen­
chant for wickedness."

H e redeemed 
that country of natural riches from 
a con-dition of poverty, chaos and an­
archy and with, relentless determina­
tion and an iron hand he made of it 
a country of peace, prosperity, indus­
try, railways, telegraphs, manufac­
tures and progress. H e w a s a dista-
tor, a czar, a tyrant—anyth ing one 
may choose to call him. bu t he was 
the only man who could keep his tur­
bulent country in order. A band of 
adventurers aided and encouraged by 
muck rakers, demagogues and the 
yellow press of the ITnited States, 
overthrew h fm and put one Francisco 
I. Madero ot t h e head of t h e alleged 
government. As a result the coun­
try is a seething mass of corruption 
and disorder. Life, law and property 
are disregarded and instead of a step-
forward the country has taken a big 
jump backward. The future of the 
country Is problematical because it Is 
too much to hope that another Diaz 
can ever be found. 

When Gov. D'x pardoned one of the 
most vicious murderers in this state. 
Peter C. Hains, we had a right to 
believe that t h e limit of reprehensi­
ble condonement of crime had been 
achieved. But now a United States 
Senator, one Isidor Raynor of Mary-

the str ictest union, t h e closest corres­
pondence, and the roost unreserved 
communicatiori with his constituents. 
Thei r wishes ought t o have grea t

You 
choose a representative indeed, but. 
when he is chosen he is not a member 
of Bristol, but a member of parlia­
ment ."—Thomas Burke . 

T h e danger in this country is not 
t ha t a representat ive will refuse to 
give heed t o the .demands of his con­
st i tuents bu t that he will give too 
roach heed to those demands. If an 
architect who was erecting a splendid 
Public edifice should change his plans 
every t ime the varying mlmds of a 
few people should suggest some alter 
atlon, the building would be a failure. 
t h i s Idea that a public man should 
keep his ear fo the ground to catch 
e re ry temporary spasm of a variable 
people is ail moonshine, and the peo­
ple themselves don't believe in it. The 
puhlic official who is afraid to do his 
duty through fear of the opinions of 
the people makes the poorest kind of 
a pilfhJSc servant .

The adverse criticism and t h e con­
demnation tha t ne-A>papens a r e get-
t 'r/g from all side^ is mak 'ng Journal­
ists very h o t under the collar. . Mr. J . 
I. Wyer, director of the State Library, 
recently told aome wholesome, ,lf un ­
complimentary, t ru ths about t h e 
press tSxi'cu Mjovru the Aiuuuy iwuivk 
erbocker t o tears, B S follow*: . 

"I t is n o t the a i m of a n y decent 
newspaper t o ' m a k e sensations' of 
t h e gruesome features of t h e news. 
I t la t h e du ty of every honest news­
paper to present daily a truthful 
chronicle of t h e good and t h e evil of 
the day's happenings, and were news­
papers to cease t o do this t h e r e would 
be no fur ther need for newspapers. 
Mr. Wyer does not understand news­
papers or the i r motives. T h a t Is h i s 
mental misfortune." 
- I t may %e the du ty of papers t o 
give a t ru thfu l chronicle of happen­
ings, but anyone who knows how t h e 
correspondents toy with t h e t ru th 
in making the i r s tories fit t h e policy 
of their papers , h a s to. smile a t t h e 
indignation of the KnicV. SCr. Wyer 
unders tands the newspapers enough 
to know t h a t they -will sacrifice the , 
good any d a y in order f o play up t h e 
evIL and therein l ies the s t i ng of hia 
cheif criticism. 

But the most amus ing exhibition 
of injured innocence that h a a occur­
red yet w a s the •wrathful explosion 
of Mr. Don C. Seitz of the New York 
World. Mr . Seitx was toastmaater 
a t a d inner given by the Magazine 
Makers, a n d was obliged t o s i t and 
listen to a t w o hour s speech b y Sen­
a tor Bob La Follette. The Senator 
roasted t h e newspapers In good a n d 
proper s h a p e as follows: 

"Sa longer are the editorial col­
umns of newspapers a potent force in 
educating public opinion. T h e news­
papers, of course, a r e still patronized 
for news. But even as to news, t h e 
public is fas t coming to unders tand 
tha t wherever news Items b e a r In any 
way upon t h e control of government 
by business, the news is colored; so 
confidence In the newspaper as a 
newspaper Is being undermined. Cul­
tured and able m e n are sti l l to be 
found upon the editorial etaffs of a l l 
great dailies, but t h e public under­
stands t h e m to be hired men who no 
longer express hones t judgments a n d 
sincere conviction, -who wr i t e wha t 
they are to ld to wr i te and whoae Judg 
ments a r e salar ied." . 

When L a Follette got t h rough Mr. 
Seitz was so mad h e wanted to bi te 
him. H e -was s tr icken with a r u s h 

aeterized t h e speech by s u c h terms 
as "unkind," "unjust," "wilfully m a -
licious," " infamous s lander ," a n d 
other sizzling words of moulten 
wrath, winding n p with t h e predic­
tion that t h e speech was a "tragedy 
for Mr. L a Follette 's hope a s he h a s 
simply wiped himself off t h e m a p . " 
To know t h a t the hardened h i d e of a 
World h i re l ing -was punctured, and 
La Follette wiped off the map , all in 
one fell erwoop. Is sure glad tidings 
of great joy . '
