POLICE OF BERLIN. « » _ « « » * Et 

Each One Is a Sort of Czar on 
His Own Limited Beat. 

EVERY PERSON IS WATCHED. 

Where a Man Work*, How He Amusos 
Hinw.lf and the Way He Behaves It 
It the C "car's Butinttt to Know. 
The Civil Service Syrtem. 

"When you arrive at a railwnv sta­
tion In Berlin," said a professional man 
who spent a year in Berlin, "you are 
not surrounded by a clamoring crowd 
of cab drivers, some of whom a stran­
ger would be foolish to trust. You tell 
a policeman what you want-whether 
a cab or a porter-and he gives you a 
number. When you emerge from the 
station a uniformed governmental em­
ployee, either cab driver or porter, 
stands at attention and salutes you in 
a military manner. He has been or­
dered,for you by the policeman inside, 
and when he presents bis number, cor­
responding to the one the policeman 
gave you, you can trust him to take 
you or your luggage wherever it Is to 
go. The government is responsible for 
the safe arrival of yourself and your 
luggage at hotel or other destination. 
If the porter should run away with 
your belongings the government would 
reimburse you. 

"The police system is wonderful. 
The officers carry no revolvers or clubs, 
only swords. Each one has only a 
small beat to cover—a couple of blocks 
or so—that he has time to be the moni­
tor of the moral conduct of every per­
son in his district. He knows exactly 
What each person is doing, where he is 
working, how he is spending his leisure 
time and whether he is behaving him­
self. There is very little crime, and 
the police courts hove little business. 

"If you commit an offense you are 
not dragged on* to a pblice station- In­
stead, your name and "address are tak­
en by the officer in the district, and the 
next day a*letter informs you that you 
have been fined an amount in keeping 
with the character of your offense. 
You are told that you eithei can send 
the money by messenger or appear at 
the prefect's office for trial at a certain 

"time. It doesn't pay to give a police­
man a#wrong address either,-because 
the system is so perfect that they will 
find you anyway and fine you more. 

"The policemen are instructed to 
prevent infractions of the law, not to 
wait for persons to get into trouble and 
then arrest them. Each policeman has 
such a small district to cover that you 
can find one whenever you want one. 
He sees that his district is kept clean, 
that each house In it is sanitary and 
that each resident gets fair treatment 
from his neighbor. Disputes are settled 
with no thought of appeal before they 
ever get to the police station. 

"Soon after I arrived I was on my 
way to the university one morning and 
saw a policeman at a cab stand e i -

^aqtbibu; fhe hoafs and hackly of the 
"horses, the harness and the cushions 

and wheels of the cabs. 
" 'What are you doing?' I asked him 

politely. 
" 'As a representative of my govern­

ment,' he' replied, 'I am inspecting to 
£ee that the passengers of these cab­
men are assured'a safe journey with 
tbem. The government Is responsible, 
you know, and it is my duty to see 
that all dangers and possibilities of 
discomforts are eliminated.' 

"His answer was given in a most 
. courteous manner. 

"There are no paupers in Germany. 
Everybody pays as he goes. You can 
see the result in the independent man­
ner of even the street sweeper. He 
knows he shall be provided for in case 
he encounters adversity. 

"For instance, suppose a lamplighter 
or a bootblack becomes ill or suffers 
an accident. By the way, the boot­
blacks of Berlin do a thriving business 
because not a man, from street sweep­
er up to banker, would think of ap­
pearing on the street of a morning 
without having his shoes shined. If 
such a lowly worker becomes disabled 
the government association of his dis­
trict gives him a certificate to any 
physician for whom he may have a 
preference. It is good for two weeks, 
and the physician is assured, through 
the association, that the government 
will pay him. If more than two weeks' 
medlcai attention is required the as­
sociation Issues a new certificate. The 
disabled worker pays for his medicines 
in the same way. The physician gives 
him a certificate on the druggist, and 
the latter is not allowed- to charge 
more than the customer's station in 
life justifies. 

"A ride on the governmental rail­
ways assures you absolute comfort 
and safety. They laugh at our 'spread­
ing rail' and 'washout* accidents over 
here. The construction of German rail­
ways won't permit the rails to spread. 
And after a train passes over a certain 
stretch of track a walker follows.along 
behind to see that all is safe before 
another train Is allowed to use it. 

"There is no political graft.' The mo­
ment tv man goes to work for the gov­
ernment ho is disfranchised. He is 
under civil service, and he has a life 
time job if he gives good service, but 
the others do the voting. 

"I met an American lawyer who re­
sides there and rather marveled at his 
ability to mnke a living. I told, bim 
about it. , , , 

" 'I make a good living.' he explained, 
'bv telling Americans how to keep out 
of trouble. And I tell them if they 
take their cases to court they must 
expect exact juBtice. There is no 
chnnce for political influence and pull 
In the courts, as in America.* "-Knn-
s s s City Star.

I cannot find that quickness is an 
American characteristic. What is mis­
taken for quickness is a kind of nerv­
ous fidgets, for the American is in­
finitely restless and nervous. It is 
Bhown in his passion for doing many 
things at once. The' barber shop, a 
thing characteristically American, af­
fords a wonderful example of this sub­
stitution -of restlessness and circum­
stance for real rapidity and economy 
of time. The business man, still in 
his dramatic character of a locomotive 
pressed for time, hurries into the bar­
ber shop and extends himself in a 
chair, feet and hands outspread; a 
bootblack engaged on each boot, a 
manicurist on each hand and the bar­
ber himself operating on his head. 
But such are the seductions of the 
barber shop that he probably spends 
twenty minutes or half an hour there, 
as against the Englishman's four or 
five minutes. 

It is time simply wasted, from » 
business point of view; that is to say, 
it is spent in sheer luxury. For the 
Americans, being among the cleanest 
•people In the world, have a Rottiim 
sense of luxury in everything that up-, 
pertains to washing and care of the 
body; and their lavatories and barber 
shops are like temples raised to some 
goddess of health and cleanliness. And, 
finally, it was America that invented 
that triumph in the achievement of 
two opposite things at once—the rock­
ing chair. So restless is the Ameri­
can that even when he is resting he 
wants to be moving, and consequently 
he has achieved this infernal engine; 
the rocking chair, in which (when he 
Is obliged to remain in one place for a 
time) he can indulge in a continuous 
movement which yet does not advance 
him an incb. He can thus be busy 
even while he is at rest—Filson Young 
In English Review.

Kangaroos Art Pond of Using Thtlr 
Fort Feat In Faading. 

Kangaroos use their hands very read­
ily to bold food In and to put it into 
their mouths. As their fore legs are so 
short that they have to browse in a 
stooping position, they seem pleased 
when able to secure a large bunch of 
cabbage or other vegetable provender 
and to hold it in their hands to eat. 
Sometimes the young kangaroo, look­
ing opt of i ts mother's pouch, catches 
one or two of the leaves which the old 
one drops, and the pair may be seen 
each nibbling at the salad held in their 
hands, one, so to speak, "one floor" 
above the other. 

The slow, deliberate clasping and 
unclasping of a chameleon's feet look 
like the movements which the bands of 
a sleep walker might make were he 
trying to creep downstairs. The cha­
meleon's are almost deformed bands, 
yet they have, a superficial resemblance 
to the feet of parrots, which more than 
other birds use their feet for many of 
the purposes of a hand when feeding. 
To see many of the smaller rodents— 
ground squirrels, prairie flogs-and mar­
mots—hold food, usually In both paws, 
is to learn a lesson in the dextrous use 
of hands without thumbs. 

Nothing more readily suggests the 
momentary impression that a pretty 
little monkey is "a man and a brother" 
than when he stretches out his neat lit­
tle palm, fingers and thumb and, with 
all the movements proper to the civi­
lized mode of greeting, insists on shak­
ing hands.—London Graphic.

Peculiar power to resist disease Is a

Out of ten children born in China about 
eight are doomed to die in infancy. 
The difference is due to the hardships 
that infant life meets with among (be 
Chinese, and with such rigorous selec­
tion .there results a stock displaying a 
peculiar hanfilness. Living in the su­
persaturated, man stifled land, pro­
foundly ignorant of the principles of 
hygiene, the masses have developed an 
immunity to- noxious microbes whl<h 
exi itestbe wonder and envy of the for­
eigner. . 

','They are not affected by a mosquito 
bite that will raise a large lump on tbe 
lately come foreigner," says Profensor 
Boss. "They can use contaminated 
water from canals without incurring 
dysentery. There is very little typhoid, 
and what there is is so attenuated It 
waB long doubted to be typhoid. All 
physicians agree that among tbe Chi­
nese smallpox is a mild disease. The 
chibf of the ufmy medical staff points 
out that during the autumn maneuvers 
the soldiers sleep on damp ground 
with a little straw under them without 
any ill effects. 

"Coolies, after two hours of burden 
bearing at a dog trot, will shovel them­
selves full of hot rice with scarcely 
any mastication and hurry on for an­
other two hours. A white man would 
writhe with indigestion. The Chinese 
seem able to sleep in any position. I 
have seen them sleeping on piles of 
bricks or stones' or poles, with a block 
or a brick for a pillow and with tbe 
hot sun shining full into the face.

The sign of addition Is derived from 
the initial letter of the worjd "plus." 
In making the capital letter it was 
made more and more carelessly until 
the top part of the "p" was .placed 
near the center; hence the plus sign 
was finally reached. 

Tbe sign of subtraction was derived 
from the word "minus." The word 
was first contracted into mus, with a 
horizontal line above to indicate the] 
contraction, which was a printer's1 

freak that may be found In almost any 
book bearing a date earlier than the 
beginning of the eighteenth century. 
After the lapse bf a long period of rime 
the letters were omitted altogether, 
leaving only the short line so welt 
known to nil. 

The multiplication sign was obtained 
by changing tbe plus sign into a char­
acter resembling 'the letter x. This 
was done simply because multiplica­
tion is but n-jraorter form of addition. 

Division was formerly indicated by 
placing tbe dividend above n horizontal 
line and the divisor below.- In order to 
save space in printing the dividend 
was placed to the left and the divisor 
to the right, with a simple dot in place 
of each. 

The radical sign was derived from 
the Initial letter of the word "radix." 

The sign of equality is said to have 
first been used in the year 1507 by a 
sharp mathematician, who adopted it 
as a substitute for the words "equal 
to."

THE WONDERFUL LIFE-STOBX OF DELES'KELLER. -

' T ' H E life of Helen Keller has been a miracle in education; a living sermon 
* of inspiration and protest to those who dare to murmur at their Jack of-, 

opportunity and weakly surrender to an environment which they accept as final. 
Nature herself seems to have stepped aside for this girl with a purpose. One' 
of the most beautiful phases of her Wonderful autobiography recently pub­
lished, is the steadfastness, wisdom and consecration of her teacher, counselor 
and friend, Miss Annie M. Sullivan. Helen Keller's conquest has not been a 
solo of triumph,, it has beea a beautiful duo of effort of two faithful souls. 

It was in the little town of Tuscumbia, Ala., where her widowed mother 
still resides, that Miss Keller was born in 1880. Her father, who' had been a 
Captain in the Confederate Army, was a man of marked mental ability, the 
proprietor and editor of the local paper. At the age of nineteen months. 
Helen was stricken with a severe stomach trouble which left- her deaf, dumb 
and blind—a grim trio of afflictions that seemed to close forever the door of 
light and hope—the only avenue of the mind to reach the world through the 
senses being touch. 

When she was seven y'ears old, through the kindly influence of Dr. 
Alexander Graham Bell, Mr. Aqagnos, director of the Perkins school 
for the blind, sent Miss Sullivan to Tuscumbia as her teacher. Helen 
was then a perverse, rebellious child, intolerant of discipline; but as her 
mind became illuminated by the sunlight of truth, her life was gradually 
transformed into one df sweetness, calmness and gracious humility. 

The long-series of patient trials and ingenious ways by which Helen 
learned to read with her little index finger placed on the lips of her teaeher. 
the words spoken and then to translate the vibrations into ideas, makes a 
wondrous story. Slowly, step by step, was the progress made, until toda-
Miss Keller, a graduate of Radcliffe College, has passed examinations i:i 
Latin, Greek, French and German, and writing all these languages on her 
typewriter, mastering higher mathematics, chemistry: and all the other 
prescribed studies, through the sense of touch, which contains all her memor­
ies in ont. She can row. swim, play chess and cards and do many other 
things that challenge credence. Her nature seems to have been chastened 
and sweetened by her sorrow and she is as happy as a woman whose sky has 
never had a cloud.
