, While It Is true, as Mr. Lincoln said 
tJhalt it is not possible to fool all the .

that It is quite possible to fool a 
great many people a part of the time. 
By taking different groups of people 
at different times the "fooling" busi­
ness is conducted In this country with 
profit by groups of scoundrels who 
are reinforced year after year foy 
fresh and Inventive spirits. The re­
port of the .Chief Inspector of the 
Post Office Department sheds a lurid 
light on the extensive and profitable 
"fooling" of the people carried on in 
this country last year. In spite of 
what are generally regarded as hard 
times and the feeling of extreme cau 
tlon which prevails in business circles 
the Post Office Department put ' an 
end-to frauds which had already ex­
tracted in one way or another about 
$79,000,000. Many events In recent 
years have gone a long way to shake 
tihe Impression that Americans, tho' 
lacking in artistic impulse, are also 
shrewd business people. It seems to 
be only necessary to hold out soma 
alluring promise of impossible results 
to secure a good living through the 
malls. Mining shafts which were .ne­
ver sunk, ore which was never bro't 
to the surface, enormous plants that 
are purely imaginary, form an at­
traction which to many good, honest, 
but dull-minded people seem irresis­
tible. Any clever scoundrel who will 
promise thirty per cent In six months 
or a hundred and twenty per cent in 
a year, has only to hire a small room, 
put in a desk, and open his morning 
mall In order to live like a million-' 
alrer with a limousine In the street 
waiting to.take him to an expensive 
restaurant for a Roman feast. Of 
course it may be said that in a coun­
try in which such colossal fortumes 
have been made In such short time 
and in which the advance of prices, 
with occasional Intermissions, is so 
steady, there Is bred an optimistic 
temper and a desire to "get rich 
quick" which seems to deprive many 
people, temporarily, of their reason. 
But so many swindles have been ex­
posed that even people i n the remot­
est part of the country ought now to 
be on guard. "He didn't know it 
was loaded" Is no longer accepted as 
a defense; and after the wide public­
ity given to thieves and scoundrels 
who publish alluring advertisements 
there Is no longer any excuse for a 
man who invests In enterprises ahout 
which he knows nothing and with 
which he makes no intelligent endeav­
or to acquaint himself.

LIGHTING THE HIGHWAYS. 

A Splendid Proposal For Illuminat­
ing Our Good Roads. 

Henry Wells Co's. 

Senator "White of Schenectady 
whose bill appropriating $25,000 for 
the experimental lighting of a strip 
of 10 miles of the state highways wtlth 
a view to testing the feasibility of 
lighting the entire highway system, 
is now in the hands of the Senate fin­
ance committee, has been coltottng 
some data as to the approximate cost 
involved in this project An eminent 
illuminating engineer who handled 
this problem for the government al­
ong the Panama canal has figured 
that the cost of erecting poles, string 
ing wires, furnishing lamps and put-
ing the system in shape to turn on 
the lights for the entire distance from 
New Tork to Buffalo, v ia Albany, 
thence by a loop along the southern 
tier back to Albany, would not ex­
ceed $400,000. This scheme contem­
plates the erection of reinforced con­
crete poles 46 feet high at Intervals 
of albowt 300 feet. Such poles are 
practically indestructible. 

No estlmaites have as yet been 
made aa to the cost of furnishing the 
power. This would greatly vary ac­
cording to whether it was purchased 
(ram power companies along the 
route or drawn from the power sup­
ply that will be developed by the 
state's barss canal system. The
