In 
view of the fact that the sugar season 
will soon be here, it is important for 
farmers to know that a syrup can 
must measure 231 cubic inches. Some 
of the cans on the market do not hold 
a full gallon, and the farmers when 
they purchase their cans should be 
very particular to see that tbey get 
the full size cans. Syrup should 
weigh 11 pounds, to the gallon" or 
more. Syrup that weighs less than 
11 pounds to the gallon is liable to 
spoil because the solution of the sug­
ar is not concentrated enough to pre­
vent fermentation. A passenger on a 
New York Central sleeper on awaken­
ing in the morning found under his 
berth one black and one brown shoe.

RURAL LIBRARIES. | 

County Superintendents Suggest 
Regulations^ —* 

At a meeting of the St. Lawrence 
Gounty Superintendents held at the 
Court House at Canton, N. Y., the 
10th day of February, 1912, the fol­
lowing resolutions were passed: 

Rural School Libraries. 

That heretofore there has been sold 
by agents to the trustees of rural dis­
tricts much that has been of little 
or doubtful value to the schools, and 
particularly is this true of the class 
of books placed in the rural school 
library, consequently it is therefore, 

Resolved, First, that the district Su­
perintendents hereby recommend that 
iv> books, in jsets be purchased for the 
rural Schools,-Hsu* trMt'etakiWfiSflf-
appropriate a small sum annually for 
the purchase of books to carry out 
the provisions of the elementary 
course of study. 

Second, The trustees are hereby 
urged not to purchase books for lib­
rary purposes until the list has been 
approved and signed by the superin­
tendent and it is particularly recom­
mended that under no circumstances 
should' the "trustee sign any order, ob­
ligation or note, until the superintend­
ent has been consulted in the matter 
or the proposed purchase first approv 
ed by him in Writing. 

Text Books. 
inasmuch as rural students are se­

riously handicapped by a lack of uni­
formity in text books, in use not' only 
in their own district but throughout 
the entire county, it is hereby 

Resolved, that the\ trustees are re­
quested to confer with the superin­
tendents with the purpose in view of 
adopting proper and uniform text­
books for use in the grades, and that 
all text books hereafter adopted in 
rural schools shall be such as are duly 
approved by the County Superintend* 
ents' Association. "'"" 

Agiicjjliaye~tna' Nature Study. 
^Ss the State of'New York strongly 

advocates the teaching of agriculture 
and natqre study in all schools, the 
county superintendents advise that 
teachers give instruction in nature 
study and agriculture and particularly 
in those branches of such work that 
reach and effect the local agricultu­
ral Interests in which the people of 
the district are engaged. 

Teachers should recognize the ne­
cessity for a full preparation in this 
subject, and since instruction will be 
given in a course in agriculture and 
nature study during the coming sum­
mer by the State Agricultural School 
at Canton, N. Y., teachers are there­
fore urged to attend such courses of 
study.
