Hendrickson was employed as 
millwright, and in endeavoring to 
change a carrier roil slipped, and to 
save himself, grabbed onto a press 
roll, which took, the index finger off 
at the knuckle, his second finger off 
the second Joint and his third finger 
was badly smashed. 

Lake Superior, for the first time in 
many years, is frozen from Eagle Riv­
er to Isle Royle, a' distance of forty 
miles, and it is the.belief of residents 
of Eagle River that the ice field ex­
tends clear across the big lake. Kew­
eenaw Point people report that moose 
have been seen In the Keweenaw wilds 
during the past few days. The ani­
mals must have orossed on the ice 
•from Canada, as there have been no 
moose on Keweenaw Point for many 
•years.

The mer 
cury was at a below zero point and 
there was a raw wind blowing. It is 
thought that the geese werei upset by 
the weather conditions and became 
confused upon the points of the com­
pass. Their flight in the late fall or 
<arly spring would have been natural.

The kitchen range at the residence 
of John Langstaff in Ogdensburg blew 
up Sunday morning while the break­
fast was being prepared. The explo­
sion was due to the water front be­
coming frozen. The top of the range 
was torn off, an'd Mrs. Langstaff was 
somewhat injured by the flying iron. 
The live coals scattered about the 
room set it on fire, but the blaze was 
quickly extinguished.

J. E. Bliss of Tupper Lake Junction 
has Just sold his patent for an improv­
ed rail tie to a Colorado concern for 
an amount in the neighborhood of 
$100,000. The invention consists of 
a steel tie weighing 160 pounds, hav­
ing an I-beam and an undercut to se­
cure the tie better in the roadbed. The 
Important part of the invention, how­
ever, consists of an opening in the top 
of each end of the tie, into1 which the 
rail slips and is held in place by a 
wedge plate which locks with a key. 
The lower part of the rails are there­
fore firmly fastened Into the tie itself, 
and thus cannot become detached or 
spread in the least. No bolts or 
spikes are used. For the Joining of 
rails the wedge plate is in one piece, 
with an angle Joint to which the ends 
of the rails are bolted, thus prevent­
ing all creeping of the rails.

WEAKNESSES OF UNIVERSITIES. 

Commiitiqn.r of Education it Work­
ing .Up. To Educational N«tdi. 

The better education that is, needed 
in this country may have an advocate 
in the, person of our State Commis­
sioner of Education, Hon. Andrew S. 
Draper, if his recent speech is a cor­
rect indication of his trend of thought. 

"The lust for riches and bigness 
and social influence and political pow­
er is a weakness in the American uni­
versities." declared Dr. Draper, in an 
address at Syracuse last week before 
the Associated Academic Principals. 

"The ambition of American univer­
sities is to secure gifts and appropria­
tions, to erect sumptuous buildings, 
and to, multiply teachers and matricu­
lants has become so common and pro­
nounced as to be a menace. The pres 
ident is often chosen because he can 
get money. The, potentiality of the 
organization goes into this quest for 
bigness, this consuming American .-de­
sire to be first in the race "or at the' 
top of the heap. The passion and the 
trend set up standards- thar'mlsleaa 
youth and confuse the comm6n think­
ing of the country. That is i decided 
weakness in our American universities 
and it is, in a considerable sense, per 
culiar to them. 

"Because universities know how un-, 
desirable it is to admit so many con­
ditional and special students, they 
would make all other schools prepar­
atory to-them-and thus assume to dom 
inafe the middle and lowfer school sys­
tem about which they are">oth0rwise in 
none too close relations. They tell 
the high, schools just what tfjey must 
do and leave undone- to. prepare" for 
college, and. when the lower schools 
try it they isay .within arrogance that 
paralyzes credulity that tlitir freshmen 
have been so badly taifght that the col­
lege must take several months' to clear 
out their heads before they can really 
commence the study of the subject at 
ail. 

"Gracious heavens, if the high 
schools cannot be saved from this, let 
them be saved from the burden of try 
irig to prepare for college altogether! 
Why do not the universities either ab­
olish requirements for admission or 
enforce them? 

"A year ago several of the college 
or university presidents in. this State, 
went so far as to say things jiublicly 
against vocational as compared with 
classical education. This was clearly 
caused by the force of our present 
movement for training workmen. Do 
they think the country exists for the 
universities for the country? Is there 
any real danger of too few educated 
unproductives or of too few candi­
dates for law and medicine and of too 
many trained in skill of hand and in 
the application of science to industries 
Is there any sense in resenting and re­
sisting the making of men and women 
happier and better through improving 
the work of their hands when the 
country needs their better work, and 
much more of it, very imperatively? 

"Is it wise for a university in an en­
vironment that is almost exclusively

is worn mtPanyway wfd—at the besl 
can only unsettle a faith that is both 
wise and good, and make many misfits 
in. the adjustment of people to work? 
A university that has conceived the 
idea that cultural and professional 
learning are all that are entitled to a 
full measure of support, that, its- mis­
sion is to settle the destinies of boys 
and girls instead of aiding them to do 
it intelligently and freely for them­
selves; or that assumes that all learn­
ing, the fullest happiness, or the saf­
est citizenship and the strength of the 
republic, are all within the limitations 
of classical and professional culture, 
is certain to be menaced by the ad­
vancing waves of common intelligence 
even to,the p.oint.when the honored 
lights of a hundred or thousand years 
most be submerged. 

"It is to be hoped that the weak­
nesses which are inevitable in new un­
iversities in such a new world, will not 
be enlarged by any serious support of 
such a fallacy as this. 

"If theSfc^structural weaknesses in 
American universities are cured, it will 
be upon the initiative and under the 
leadership of their presidents."
