EDITORIAL COMMENTS. 

The Legislature last week elected 
two Regents of the University, one of 
them being ex-Congressman Lucius N. 
Liti2"sr fro*n this district and the oth­
er being Adelbert Moot of the Buffalo 
district. The position of Regent of 
the University is a high honor and 
would undoubtedly have been tender­
ed to Gen. E. A. Merritt had he so de­
sired. Gen. .Merritt, however, prefer­
red to -continue his work on the 
Boards of the Normal Schtol and St. 
Lawrence University, to both of which 
institutions he has given splendid ser­
vice frr which this section owes him 
a large debt of gratitude. 

Mayer Lunn, the socialist mayor hi 
Schenectady is already having his 
troubles and there are many more 
ahead of him. If there is anything 
good in the ideas of the socialists most 
people would certainly like to see 
Mayor Lunn work them out in th j 

thriving city of Schenectady and no 
one is narrow minded enough to wish 
for the total failure Of his administra­
tion. But> the tenets of socialism are 
so impracticable, socialistic ideas are 
so visionary and their adherents so in­
tolerant of all those practices which 
have been tried and found good, that 
there is little possibility of any degree 
of success coming out of the Schenec­
tady experiment. The people of Mil­
waukee became senselessly aroused 
two years ago over imaginary evils 
and concluded to let the socialists run 
the city fQr awhile.- The sickest city 
in America today is Milwaukee and all 
parties have now agreed to act to­
gether, in, throwing out the socialist 
administration. None of the promis­
es of the socialists were kept in that 
misguided city and conditions have 
gone from bad to worse until they are 
becoming intolerable. The socialist 
administration has been one long orgy 
ef .blunders, and of-experiments with 
fads which proved, as- 'expensive* "as. 
they were impracticable until the pa­
tience of the people has been strained 
beyond endurance. The lesson of 
Milwaukee, however, is a good one for 
the rest of the country and may deter 
other municipalities from entering,up­
on any such foolish course. 

Perhaps we have been a little- too 
harsh in judging that peculiar breed 
of people who call themselves pro­
gressives. President Taft says th.u 
they are "neurotics," which, acevrd-
ing to the dictionary, means people 
who are suffering from a disease seat­
ed in the nerves, such as epilepsy or 
St. Vitus dance. This is certainly 
a charitable way to view these strange 
beings and is in line with that gener­
ous spirit which proclaims the drunk­
ard to be a sick man rather than a 
pervert. If in speaking of these pro­
gressives as neurotics we put a strong 
enough amphasis or accent ori the 
second syllable perhaps th'e term is 
even more applicable than it would 
seem at first glance. 

Success Magazine was started sev­
eral years ago to promulgate doctrines 
of right thinking. It was edited by 
Dr. Orison Swert Marden, whose upiift 
books have been really of great benefit 
to those who have been fortunate en­
ough to read them. It certainly seem 
ed as though there was a field in this 
country for just one publication which 
should be conducted en a high, toler­
ant, enlightened plane. But the man­
agement was unable to get the maga­
zine into the right hands or else there 
is not enough high minded intelligencr 
in this country tofsupport such a pe­
riodical. At. any rate in the'endeavor 
to increase its circulation and its re­
ceipts the magazine gradually ilcatet' 
down from its high estate until it lost 
all semblance of the Splendidly helpful 
publication it was in the beginning. 
It became simply one of the common 
herd of muckraking magazines and, as 
nearly the entire field of available sub­
jects, for calumny and abuse had been 
staked out by its rivals, it took what 
was left, Uncle Joe Cannon, then 
Speaker of the House of Representa­
tives, was singled out as being a shin­
ing mark for the barbed shafts of lib­
elous literature, and Success assailed 
him with a malevolent bitterness that 
outclassed most of its contemporaries. 
The tide of mental derangement that 
swept over the country about that 
time routed Cannonism, and much else 
that is good in government with it, 
and Success found itself without any 
further excuse for living. It went in­
to the bag along with several other 
muckers and the trusting investors 
who had put their good money into 
the company through the influence of 
Dr. Marden's teachings, found them­
selves wondering whether there is 

[•anything good or honest left in this 
wicked world. 

WATER STORAGE HEARING. 

CoauideraU* OppoaiUon To the Billa 
in Legislature. 

The most > cruel, damnable and in­
human conspiracy against life and 
property which this country has ever 
known is gradually being unraveled, 
and"the murderers brought before, the \ 
bar of the law." The McNamara bro-" 
thers are serving long sentences in the 
penitentiary for their share in. the per­
petration of the crimes, but it has 
now developed that they were but 
pawns in the game, the real criminals 
being the labor unions. Fifty-four 
prominent labor union men have been 
indicted by the government for com­
plicity In the great mass of outrages 
committed during the past five years, 
and government officers made a haul 
last week that resulted in the arrest 
of nearly all of the alleged perpetra­
tor! of the dynamite explosions. The 
commission of these crimes wascoin-
cident with the period when the muck 
raking magazines and the unprincipled 
demagogues were making their concer 
ted- attacks upon capital and corpora­
tions, and the attention of the coun­
try' being at that time focussed on the 
alleged malefactors of great wealth, 
the' criminals of the labor unions de­
cided that it was safe to get out their 
dynamite. Hundreds of thousands of 
dollars worth of property was blown 
up and many human beings were ruth­
lessly murdered during this carnival 
of crime. AH over the country these 
outrages were constantly occurring 
wherever employers were unfortunate 
enough to incur the enmity of organ­
ized labor. Finally the erectors asso­
ciation engaged the famous detective, 
Wm. J. Burns, and he succeeded in 
running the criminals down. With 
the conspiracy discovered, the conspir 
ators punished, the muckrakers dis­
credited and the demagogues defeated, 
there is now rising some faint hope 
that this country may have a brief pe­
riod of sanity and peace. 

Thomas Mott Osborne, ex-holder 
of many offices and would-be holder 
of many more, is still banging away 
at the democratic party because it does 
not yield to him the consideration he 
thinks he deserves. Mr. Osborne's 
Only office at present is thai of Pres­
ident of a little bunch of alleged re­
formers known as the democratic Lea­
gue.

Six.large^consigaments of potatoes, 
arrived in New York from abroad "last" 
week, bringing the total receipts for 
the season up to 1,000,000, sacks. The 
duty on the entire quantity will foot 
up to nearly $700,000. The arrivals 
will decrease from now on, as Germ­
any and France are both buying heavi­
ly in Ireland and England. This is the 
first 'year that America has gone ab­
road for potatoes since 190S. In the 
United States, growers raise about 75 
bushels of potatoes to the acre, while 
in England and Ireland the crops run 
from-JOO- t o 335 *a»h«hM^the xst*. 
The time is near at hand when the cost 
of living will be so high as to be ab­
ove our heads entirely unless we go to 
providing more food. People will be 
forced to go back to the land if thev 
want to live.' 

Dr. Darlington's remark that "ifthe 
milkman realized that when he neg­
lected the milk pails and sent impure 
milk to the city, he was causing the 
death o i » baby somewhere, he would 
riot do . iv ' has set a good many people 
to thinking. The remark is true, for 
of/the evil that"men do in this world, 
a' great part of it is done more, from 
c*reIelsT~than from vicious -reasons. If 

jthe^drug'gVst- realized that the stuff he 
puts into a prescription was impure 
and would do serious damage to tht 
victim, he would buy pure drugs, if 
the market man realized that his out­
spread goods were collecting germs 
which would spread disease in the fam 
ily of some innocent customer, he 
would take proper precautions. If 
those in charge of halls and meeting 
places realized that the lack of proper 
ventilation and the foul air in the 
room meant the sickness of some one, 
air would be let in. If the grocer re­
alized that he was selling adulterated 
articles that might permanently injure 
the health of the consumer, he would 
buy only pure foods. If people real­
ized that the manure piles and the re­
fuse heap bread the flies that would 
carry contagion to some innocent child 
they would clean up their premises. 
If the landlord realized that his un­
sanitary tenement was breeding dis 
ease and crime, he would renovate and 
repair it. And so on through all 
walks of life. Hardly any of "us are 
absolutely guiltless of doing those 
acts which are liable to injure some 
one. When we all wake up to the 
personal responsibility of each to the 
other, times will indeed be better. 

The first hearing on the Ferris con­
servation bills dealing, with the storage 
cf water in reservoirs at the head wa­
ters of streams in the State was held 
last week, before the judiciary commit 
tees of the senate and assembly. Rep­
resentatives of land owners, border­
ing the streams, and manufacturers, 
using water power, appeared to op­
pose the bills and the only supporter 
was Arthur J. Baldwin, counsel for 
the joint committee of senators and 
assemblymen, who investigated the 
subject for five months and prepared 
the measures now pending. 

Senator Howard R. Bayne, chair­
man, took occasion at the outset to 
administer a few jolts to the investi­
gating, committee for having ignored 
in its report the fact that Senator Geo. 
B. Burd of Buffalo last vear introduc­
ed and had passed an amendment to 
the constitution permitting the con­
struction cf reservoirs in the Adiron-
dacks. 

Fdward N. Smith, representing the 
chamber, of commerce cf Watertown. 

•said the amendment was satisfactory 
and he was unable to explain why the 
committee had ignored it. Senator T. 
Harvey Ferris hastened to say the rea­
son the cemmittee had introduced an­
other amendment was to make it broa 
der in meaning. It was brought out. 
however, that the Burd amendment 
limited the use of State land in th^ 
Adirondacks which could be used for 
feservoir purposes to three per cent 
of th'e forest preserves while in the 
Ferris bill there is no such restriction. 

Mr. Smith praised the report of the 
committee but objected- to the price 
proposed to be charged by the State 
to the owners of power sites. 

"We deny," he said, "the right, or 
ownership in the State of any power 
whatsoever, on the streams, except 
such power as may develop at the 
foot of the reservoir. We insist that 
riparian owners en these streams have 
a right to the use of the water as they 
may require it. There is no claim Io 
ownership by power companies to the 
water itself but to the use of the wa­
ter. We do not admit the right of 
the State to charge anything for the 
water, but if there is to be any charge 
at all the charge named by the com­
mittee is unjust." 

"All we ask from the State," he con 
tinued, "is the right of eminent .do­
main to take such lands as are neces­
sary to regulate the flow of streams. 
If the State will grant us that right. 
we can go ahead and regulate the flow 
ourselves. If we were to admit the 
f ighto f the State to the water, it could 
divert it into a canal or other channel 
and deprive us of its use." 

Daniel M. BeaclC counsel for the] 
Rochester Railway and Light Co., call­
ed the attention to the danger of* the J. 
quasi-public corporation purposed to 
be created by one of the bills, as an 
intermediary between the State and 
the power owners, selling electric pow 1 
er in a territory now occupied by pri-j. 
vate companies and putting them out 
of business. Senator Ferris said" this 
objection could he removed by pro-
hTbTtirig the fntermecftary corporation 
from selling power.

DR. H D. BROWN. 

One "of Potsdam's oldest and best 
known citizens, Dr. H. D. Brown, p u s -
ed away on Sunday morning, Feb. 18. 
after a brief illness. His health hail 
not been very, good for several years 
but' he had been about, the streets, 
and was up town Wednesday afternoon 
apparently, "feeling as well as usual. 
Uremia was given as the cause of his 
death. . , 

Dr. Brown was born. in Stansted, 
Canada, Sept. 21, 1833. His home 
was in sight of the Green Mountains 
and when a lad he came to this coun­
try, receiving his early education in 
the schools of Derby and Browning, 
Vt. The profession of medicine ap­
pealed to him and he entered one of 
the best known medical colleges. of 
that day, the Berkshire Medical Col­
lege of Pittsfield, Mass., from which 
he received the degree of M. D. in 
1S54. , He commenced the practice 
cf his profession in Moretown, Vt, 
where he remained until 1S63, coming, 
to Potsdam Dec. t2 of that year. For 
the first year and a half he lived in the 
small house belonging to Chas. Ccx 
on Market street, after which he pur­
chased the home at the corner of Mar­
ket and Elderkin streets where he ha.; 
since resided. Here he gradually 
worked up an extensive practice and 
became m e rf the best known phys­
icians of this section. 

Dr. Brown t.ok an active interest 
in whatever pertained to the health cf 
the village, and served on the Health 
Board and as Health Physician in lS'34 
and 1S95. In 1SC)0 he was honored 
by' being elected a member of the Am­
erican Public Health Association, an ] 

international organization covering 
the United States. Canada and Mexico, i 

He is survived by his wife and two J 
daughters, Mrs. Helen Brown Bridge 
and Mrs. George Faichney. 

Funeral services were held at the 
lite home Tuesday forenoon, Dr. 
Beach officiating, with interment at 
Bayside. '
