N IAGARA bus been the scene of many tragedies, but of few if any 
more thrilling than that ena 'ted there when the ice bridge-^vhica 
spanned the river below the ful i went to pieces and carried three 
sightseers to death in the Whirlpool rapids.

among the crowds which watched the scene from places of safety was the 
photographer who made the extraordinary pictures from which our illustra­
tions are reproduced. The two lonely figures inili ated by the arrows were 
Bldridge Stanton and his wife of Toronto, and the two views show them as 
the ice floes on which they were imprisoned moved slowly to destruction in the 
grinding maelstrom of the great whirlpool. Mr Siinton had an opportunity 
to save himself as the floe drifted under a br.dge from which would be res­
cuers had let down a rope which he caught and vainly tried to fasten about 
his wife. The third victim, Burrell Heacock of Cleveland, caught on another 
ice cake, succeeded in grasping n rope thrown to him, but could not keep his 
hold upon it and fell back into the river.

Pots of Glass. 
A process has recently been invented 

la France to produce glass flowerpots 
at <rery lew cost The pots are like or­
dinary towerpots both in size and 
shape. They are said to be more sub­
stantial and have proved te resist the 
pressure of ice or frozen earth better. 
Being handsome in appearance, they 
are «ne for potted plants, doing away 
with the paper coverings that soon get 
soiled. When sunk into the earth they 
remain clean, as neither dirt nor moss 
adheres. The Inside walls being smooth, 
plants can easily be slipped ont, and 
they are therefore excellent for pot­
ting plants with many roots. The 
thickness of the glass, with the conse­
quent lack of porosity, Is also said to 

' be an advantage, for the air remains 
sweet longer in n glass pot than in an 

• ordinary pot. and there Is less danger 
• of drying out While the initial cost of 
glass pots is somewhat higher, they are 

, really cheaper in the end because more 
durable.

Salads enn be made from 
njost of the ordinary winter vegetu-

Jjles—oauliCjwers. celery, beet root, to­
matoes, cubunges, etc., and there are 
also available corn salnd and the Ger­
man salad potatoes, the latter of 
Which are prepared ia the same way 
as a potato salnd. 

Corn salad is often eaten without 
any garnish, as it has a delicate flavor 
of its own. It is at its best, however, 
When prepared with beets, hut only a 
simple dressing should be used. 

The beet is a very valuable winter 
salad vegetable. It fs added as a gar­
nish to most salads and can itself 
form the basis of a most delicious 
salad. 

A favorite Krench beet salad is 
made as follows: Cut up a boiled beet 
into thin slices and steep in vinegar, 
pepper and salt for a little while. 
Frepsre in the same way some pota­
toes, a few celery roots and,. If liked, 
a few truffles. v 

Season the whale with salt, pepper, 
•11 and vinegar and a little chopped 
gherkin, cSevrll and tarragon. Before 
serving the salad should be well drain­
ed and a good mayonnaise poured over 

. i t * 

Colonial Apple Pio. 
' Sift one and one-fourth cupfuls of 
flour with one teaspoonfnl of baking 
powder and one of salt Place in a 
howl and put into the mixture one-half 
cupful of cold lard. Beat one egg 
and add it together with sufficient ice 
water to make a stiff dough. Chill, 
divide into two parts and line a deep 
pie pan with one part, allowing the 
paste to hang over the edge of the pan 
about an inch. Pill the. prepared pan 
with thinly sliced apples, heaping them 
up. Cover with a covering of pie paste 
cut. so ns just to reach the edge 
of the pan. Now fold the lower crust 
up over the top one and press firmly 
together. Prick with a fork and bake 
in a moderate oven an hour. When 
cool-cut around the edge with a sharp 
knife. Remove the upper crust, mash 
tie apples fine and season with but­
ter, sugar and cinnamon. Replace the 
top crust and serve with sweetened 
cream. 

Broiled Trips. 
Unless the tripe is very tender it 

should be boiled as soon as it comes 
-from the market. The pickled tripe is 
liable to. be very sour, and many peo-

jjple, prefer to use the fresh honeycomb 
"tripej.and add some acid condiment. 

Drain the tripe and wipe dry: brush 
.*!MiCrtnlfled surface, ^ h ^ l t e d Aut-
sttfltand' sprinkle fine cracker dust over 
the»jtop. If impossible to wipe dry, lay 
ltjlijif in the cracker dust. 
..jLajt it in a greased wire broiler and 
cook the plain surface until it is warm­
ed Ijtfrougn, about four minutes, then 
turn and cook the crumbled surface 
until a delicate brown. Be careful not 
t<» burn it as the crumbs scorch easily. 
Slip it off on a hot platter, crumb side 
up, and spread with maitre d'hotel 
butter. Garnish with lemon and wa­
tercress. , 

Escaloped Oysters, 
take two quarts of oysters. Wash 

them and drain off the liquor. Roll 
some crackers (not too fine), put a lay­
er of oysters into a pan, cover with a 
layer of crumbs, some bits of butter 
and a little pepper and salt then a 
ayer of oysters, and repeat until the 
oiih is full. Have cracker crumbs on 
the top. Turn a cupful of oyster liquor 
over it, add good sweet milk sufficient 
to saturate it thoroughly and bak*e 
three-quarters of an hour. 

Coffos Fruit Cako. 
One. cup of molasses, a cup of brown 

sugar, a cup of butter, a cup of raisins, 
a enp of English currants, an egg, a 
cop of coffee (left over), a teaspsonful 
of soda,- a teaspoonful each of ctores. 
cinnamon and allspice, four cups of 
•our. Mix well and bake an hour in a 
•low oven. This quantity makes one 
large cake or enough for six meals in 
a family of five. It Is improved by the 
addition of two eggs.
