Mr. Mitchell is a man of such wonderful executive ability, sach shrewd. bus­
iness sagacity and so magnetic in his strong personality that he could readily 
earn more than his present salary of $1800 a year were he to enter the business 
world. He has stood loyally and steadfastly by all contracts with Capital, feel­
ing that the one basis or the strength of organized labor must be its respect for 
the sacredness of the contracts and agreements, 'Which honor', not law, mutt 
make them fulfil in their battles with organiied capital.
