The Home Basketball Teams Wins 
From Canton. 

Edwin Horace Harvey, the subject 
of this sketch, was born in Lisbon, N. 
Y.,, March 5, 1849. When eight yrs. 
of age his parents moved to this town. 
He was educated in the district school, 
Potsdam Normal School and Canton 
Academy, after which he spent several 
years in teaching. After he attained 
his majority his father, Norman Har­
vey, who was then in trade here, took 
him into partnership which was not 
dissolved until'the sickness and death 
of the father, wjiich occurred 42 years 
igo. ,A, .fewfnjonths later -Edwin ag­
ain went into/trade! here oh his.ijwJi 
account, a business"-'Which* he main­
tained until the spring of 1903, when 
he took into ljis business as partner 
his brother-in-law, N.*\ W.. Jefferson. 
He had been a sufferer for years with 
bronchitis and finally decided to go 
South and he spent the winters of 
4905 and 1906 in Florida, returning in 
the. spring and sold out his business 
to* his brother-in-law and removed to 
the South, where with his wife he lo-
?ated on an orange ranch near Orlan­
do-, which he had purchased. The 
fi'rs.t year a fearful drought prevailed 
and destroyed the crops and but a 
smajl crop was yielded the second year 
failing in this he removed to Orlando 
and took up work at the carpenter 
trade which he followed as long as 
health permitted-. - Bronchitis devel­
oped into tuberculosis and after an 
illness of several months the end came 
Bearing all with great patience and res­
ignation until called home on Feby. 14. 
He experienced religion while a stud­
ent at the Normal School, and. united 
with the Colton M. E. Church, of 
which he has always been a faithful 
devoted member. In 187 7 he was un 
ited in marriage with Clara E. Irish'. 
Four children were born to bless this 
union, Roy, who is principal of a con­
servatory of music in Schenectady, 
Edith and Hazel who died over twenty 

. years ago, and Charles- who was with 
• his father* during the last months of 

his failing health and who accompan­
ied the remains from his home to this 
His former home for burial, arriving 
here on Sunday morning Feby. IS and 
the funeral service was held at the M. 
E. Church in the afternoon, Rev. A. E. 
Page of Parishville, a former' pastor 
and dear friend of the deceased, offi­
ciating. He spoke from the 39th 
Psalm, 4th, "Lord, make me to know 

" • mine end," depicting the real- life in 
the Christian character lived. Many 
eyes were filled with tears as the true 
life of the' Christian character lived 
so long among us was -brought forth. 
His testimony prepared by himself 
with the. expressed wish that it be car­
ried to his many old friends as a lov-
intt remembrance was read from tht 
pulpit with muchvfeeling. It has been 
justly said that E. H. Harvey had not 
a known enemy in the world, and the 
close harmony with which - he lived 
with 'his fellow townsmen during all 
the years of his business relations 
•with them and the large concourse of 
people who assembled to honor his 
memory at the last sad rites sufficient 
ly attented the truth of this state­
ment. He was laid to rest beside his 
daughters in Pleasant Mound Ceme­
tery.
