On the 4th of July 
next 48 stars .will be officially placed 
upon the. flag and there is no room for 
any more. AH the territories on the 
main land have now been converted in­
to states and there only remains ths 
outlying territorial possessions which 
will come into statehood slowly if 
they ever come in at all. In my judg­
ment it would be better to let them re­
main just as they are. Only 136 years 
ago .what is now the United States of 
America were colonies belonging to 
Great Britain and when independence 
was declared there were only 13 of 
them. The entire population was on­
ly about 9,000,000. Now we have 4S 
states-with a population of about 1,00,-
000,000. Our growth has been mar­
velous and at the same •time we have 
passed through the most bloody civil 
war that any nation has ever been call­
ed upon to encounter. We are in no 
danger of ever, having another civil 
war, but at every presidential election 
an outsider who knew nothing of the 
modus operandi of our government, 
would think that we were approaching 
a crisis. After election every things 
settles down and we move along as 
harmoniously as usual. 

Wednesday—Cloudy this morning, 
with the temperature 7 degrees above 
zero. The day has not proven very 
pleasant, snowed more or less with a 
strong wind from the northeast. This

for 40 days, t e n t comes a bit early 
this year. Easter will come April 7, 
when the season will close. Aside 
from its religious significance the sea­
son of Lent is a great sanitary insti­
tution.

I've seen him driving through 
the rain, but never knew him to com­
plain or read the riot act; he pushed 
his tired nag along and greeted with a 
cheerful song the cold wet cata.°<ut. 

^fl've seen him when the" blizzard blew; 
I've seen him when the snow storm 
snew, but never heard him swear; 
serene he drives along the trail and 
leaves the farmers goodly mail in -a 
mailbox by the door. I've seen him 
when the roads were roifgh, and when 
the raw winds were enough to make a 
mummy cuss; he jolted'"o'er the ruts 
and stones that nearly dislocated all 
his bones and never made a fuss. His 
wages make a paltry heap, and half of 
it must go to keep his wagon in- repair 
to manicure his trusty bay and keep 
his stomach full of hay, but he does 
not despair. I've seen no rural post­
man yet, who inade.it his life-work to 
fret and whine about his job; when 
duty calls him to the road, without 
.complaint he takes his. load and starts 
off on a trot. 

Soturd»y:—Cloudy, and the weather 
is moderate. The snow, begins to 
pack and fanners are coming to town. 
Most of them say that the roads are-
not so bad as they expected. I don't 
know what they expected but they cer 
tainly cartnot be very good when they 
have to drive in the fields much of the 
way. Trains are late but we are very 
thankful that they get through at all. 
They probably will run late for the 
next three months and use the snow 
blockade for an excuse. The storm 
seems to have been continental. It is 
reported from the Pacific to the At­
lantic coast and from the Great Lakes 
to the Gulf of Mexico and far out at 
sea. It is to be hoped that it is the 
final kick of winter and the procession 
of.the_ seasons will bring an early 
spring.

There 
are but few living now who participat­
ed in those battles. I can recall but 
three and they are Gilbert C. Smith of 
Long Beach, Calif:, Henry E. Warner 
of St. Paul, Minn., and James Burwell, 
now living at Ogdensburg. There 
jnay be xjUiers^and if so , l ,would .. be I 
glad to, near from them." THere were 
60 scholars in that district then and 
now I don't suppose they ean muster 
more than a baker's dozen.

I have been quite interested in the 
local news furnished us every week by 
the Courier and Freeman and have 
r<?ad- with much interest the proceed­
ings of the Board of Supervisors and 
was particularly impressed by the ar­
ticle which appeared in the Courier by 
Mr. Gale on the subject of State roads. 
According to his statements, the ques­
tion of future taxation does have an 
alarming look and 1 have no doubt his 
figures are correct. At the same time 
I am in favor o'f good roads, but I have 
an idea that the present system of se­
curing and maintaining them is quite 
liable to create a feeling of dissatis­
faction among the class of farming.pub 
lie who are struggling to make both 
ends meet and pay for their farms and 
who are not particularly interested in 
automobile pleasure riding. It m a y 
have the appearance to them of taxing 
the many for the pleasure of the few, 
and really it does have something of 
that look. Take for instance the state 
road from Canton to Ogdensburg 
which was worn quite badly last sea­
son and I think it is safe to .say that 
90 per cent of the travel over that 
road was for pleasure. Personally I 
have no kick coming. 1 like the roads 
and I am willing to., pay my share of 
the taxes, but I can see where such 
discrimination is liable in the future 
to make confusion' in the ranks and 
perhaps disturb our present political 
standing. It seems to me that some 
system should be devised whereby 
those who use the roads most should 
pay in proportion for their upkeep 
and maintenance. Perhaps the old 
system of toll gates could be brought 
into use again. I can recall now that 
expensive plank roads were built and 
maintained years ago by toll gates. I 
am not quite old enough to recall what 
the effect was or why they were aban­
doned, but I cannot help having an 
idea of my own that when there is so 
much joy riding (as it is called at the 
present time) which did not exist in 
the time of the toll gate that a system 
of toll gates would be a fair and satis­
factory solution of the question. As 
the old .saying .goes: "Let those who 
dance pay "the "fidler." And this 
brings to my mind an incident in my 
own life which is a little amusing and 
as 1 like to tell good jokes on myself, I 
will describe it. 

When I was a ; young lad going to 
school, wore cowhide boots and my 
mother cut my hair I recall now that 
I had picked up a little change which 1 
had saved from^time to time until I 
had accumulated' "about "75 cents. 
Along in mid-winter there came some 
sort of show to our little village and 1 
had money enough to pay my way into 
the show and 50 cents left. After the 
show was over, as was the custom in 
those days, they cleared the seats out 
of the hall and had a dance. I had 
never danced up to that time, but 1 
thought .it. would- -be a bright idea for 
me to remaur'after the show and see 
the thing out and after the dance was 
well under, way one of the girls came 
over where 1 was' located and urged me 
to go on and dance.

But I 
made up my mind right there and then 
that I would get the worth of my mon­
ey and the way 1 knocked the splinters 
from the lumber from that time until 
morning with my cowhide boots would 
indicate that I was accomplishing the 
feat with both feet. And 1 have 
learned the lesson since then that 
those who dance are usually expected 
to pay the fidler.

Arthur D. Dearf, Chief of the Divis­
ion of Vocational Schools, New York 
State Education Department, delivered 
an address in' Buffalo before the con­
vention of the New Yori State Branch 
of the National Society for the Promo­
tion of Industrial Education on the ne­
cessity of introducing a system of co­
operative schools, otherwise known as 
"continuation schools." 

Mr. Dean urged an amendment to 
the Compulsory Education Law which 
would meet the educational needs of 
children now employed in the indus­
tries arid at the same time not placing 
a hardship on parents. He believed 
the time was ripe for amending, devel­
oping and extending this law so as to 
include much more than age maturity. 
Children under sixteen, should not. be 
employed in trades and industries, un­
less their employer is ready and wilt­
ing to co-operate with the school sys­
tem so that pupils.may attend the day 
school for a few hours a week where 
they may receive further instruction In 
reading, arithmetic and citizenship, as 
well as receive vocational training. • 

The business of the co-operative 
school should be- to group its teaching 
around the pupil's vocation and to 
bring it into intimate relation to his 
daily task. The State should exercise 
the same right to oversee the mental 
conditions under.which immature chil­
dren work and to apply co-operative 
measures that it now exercises over 
hours of labor, factory sanitation and 
uses of dangerous machinery. This 
can be economically done by having 
the local school join with the local in - ! 
dustries in such a way that boys and 
girls may earn money in shops and in 
stores, thus receiving practical instruc 
tion, while in the schools they would 
receive for a few hours a week such 
book work as relates to their vocation.
