Mr. Roosevelt's declaration, that he 
Is a candidate for the Presidency again 
lias deeply wounded President Taft, 
who is so honest and sincere himself 
that it is difficult for him to under­
stand such an act of treachery and 
perfidy on the part of a man who was 
once big enough to be the Chief Exec­
utive of the United States.

If not they will 
rally to his support and again save the 
unwise from the penalties of their fol­
ly. This is tjjje culmination of our 
long period of muck raking, dynamit­
ing, demagogy, demoralization and 
general degradation.

One of the best 
suggestions is that under carefully 
guarded provisions the judges and not 
the counsel shall examine and approve 
juries. This system would certainly 
do away with the ridiculous wrangling 
and the too frequent miscarriages of 
justice. The judge himself should 
see to it that each case has an Intelli­
gent and an honest jury and the law­
yers should be told to go away, back 
and sit down until the jury is chosen. 
Under the present conditions a man 
who has education enough to have 
read about a case, intelligence enough 
to have any opinions whatever of his 
own, or honesty enough to admit that 
he has either of the above qualifica­
tions, is thrown out of the jury box 
in all big cases. Such a condition is 
manifestly conducive to a wrong ver­
dict.

In a sermon on the life of George 
Washington, Rev. George Dugan of 
Albany declared that men of nobility 
are not occupying positions of respon­
sibility and honor in the nation's polit­
ical assemblies today. He said that 
while there are some very good men 
ill the public service many lack in abil­
ity which is the first requisite in public 
positions. 

This is trufr to a certain extent and 
unless the public changes its attitude 
toward public men, it will soon be true 
to a much greater extent. There is 
very little incentive for the man of 
ability to enter the 'public service. If 
h* has brains and efficiency the money 
reward does not tempt him at all, be­
cause he can earn more in private-life, 
and the petty modicum of honor that 
a big man gets from serving the people 
Ts- hsrdly worth mentioning. Repub­
lics are proverbially ungrateful" and 
good, efficient, conscientious work in 
public affairs rarely gains even -per­
functory recognition, to say nothing of 
appreciation or gratitude. And at the 
end of a long, faithful life in public af­
fairs the newspapers and the muck-
rakers find their most shining marks 
in such great men as Speaker Cannon 
and Senator Aldrich. Why should any 
man of real ability care to subject him­
self to the annoyances incident to a 
public career?

"Parcels post is a pet scheme of 
catalogue houses, advocated covertly, 
to secure cheaper transportation, that 
trSey may more easily separate the gul­
lible from their money, to the lasting 
injury of rural village merchants, who 
are the mainstay of all financial, social, 
educational and religious movement:: 
in their communities. My home town 
of 3000 population is typical of thou­
sands of villages throughout the states 
— a good cash market for every farm 
and garden product, three banks, en­
terprising merchants in sufficient num 
bers to preclude excessive profits, yet 
many near-by farmers whose misguid­
ed ambition to be independent of their 
best friends causes them to take the 
money received for their . products 
from the home dealer—who often'los­
es in the transaction—and remit in ad­
vance to catalogue houses for merch­
andise. 

"If these conditions continue, and 
become more tense through the Gov­
ernment's fostering aid, thousands of 
rural merphants, with heavy expenses 
incurred to meet modern demands, 
must of necessity turn- to some more-

remunerative occupation; then, when 
our home markets are destroyed, the 
farms and their products must inevita­
bly depreciate. Co-operation between 
home business men and the buying 
and selling public is absolutely neces­
sary to a prosperous community of va­
ried vocations." ^
