Tunneling Under the Hudson 
For N e w York Water Supply

IN a cavern 1,100 feet below the bed of the'Hudson river Mayor Gaynor re­
cently pressed" a key and fired by electricity the blast which united the 
two bores—one from each side of the river—of the great tunnel through 
which the water supply of New York will be conducted from the Catskills 

to the city. So well had the engineers done their work that the two ends of 
the bores were less than an inch from coinciding exactly when joined. The 
Hudson river crossing is one of the connecting links of the Catskill aqueduct 
system which when completed will have cost about $175,000,000. The tunnel 
is really a U shaped siphon, the water dropping down through a shaft 1.101) 
feet deep at the foot of Storm King mountain, crossing the river to rise to the 
same elevation on the east shore. The lower photograph shows the mayor 
and other city officials in the tunnel. He is the central figure In the upper 
picture, which was taken in the open air.

: A MILITARY PROBLEM. 

Caring For the Wounded Under Mod­
ern Condition* of Wcrfare. 

How to care for and remove the 
wounded under modern conditions of 
warfare is a problem that has not yet 
been worked out satisfactorily by any 
medical staff, largely because there 
has been a lack of data on which to 
base theories. 

The only w a r . that has furnished 
much basis for speculation was the 
Busso-Japanese war, and in that the 
Eussians found that the average loss 
was 20 per cent of an army corps, with 
a maximum of 30 per cent in any di­
vision of 15,000 men. This 4,500 was 
made np of 500 killed and 4,000 
wounded. 

It is interesting to note that S3 per 
cent of the casualties came from rifle 
bullets, S per cent from artillery Are 
and 7 per cent from saber and bayonet 
wounds. This last shows the fierceness 
of the fighting when armies eouhtcome 
to hand to hand conflict, although rifle 
fire begins to be effective when two 
miles separate them. 

Of those wounded nearly half were 
able to wall; and only 10 to 15 per cent 
were so badly hurt that they could not 
be transported. To provide for the 
withdrawal of the rest Is beyond the 
capacity of any ordinary ambulance
