The Beneficial Influence of Good 
Literature in the Home. 

Samuel Johnson has said- that the 
diminutive chains of habit are seldom 
felt until too strong to be broken. 
Psychologists also tell us that every 
act we perform, every impression we 
get through the senses leaves its im­
print on the brain never to be effaced. 
If the same act is performed over and 
over it becomes fixed and we have for­
med a habit. At first- the chains of 
this habit are very frail, but before we 
are aware they are nearly unbreakable. 
If the habit is good then so much the 
better that the chains are strong, but 
if otherwise the quicker they are serv­
ed the better for us. 

}t is the same with, reading as in ev­
erything e'lse; if a'taste for good read­
ing has been acquired in youth, the 
habit will grow stronger with age, and 
only good clean literature of the day 
will satisfy. There is so much good 
literature to be had at the present time 
and at such a nominal cost, it. is un­
necessary to have anything in the 
home but the best reading. If par­
ents and teachers would co-operate 
and work to inculcate in the children 
i desire for good reading, by having in 
the homes and schools only books that 
would be a benefit to them it would 
,not be necessary for the boys,and the 
girls to be filling their minds with the 
exploits of Nick Carter or the love af­
fair of Laura Jean Libby. . 

Have in the home books of history, 
travel,^ biography, poetry, and also of 
fiction^, but let trie fieTiiJh be'true Ku-
man nature, with high ideals that can­
not fail to make a child or person who 
reads it better for the reading. 

The writings of Thomas Gray, a po­
et of the 18th century, cannot fail to 
have a beneficial influence on all who 
read -them.- Lowell, in speaking of 
his.English, says It is a well of Eng­
lish undefiied. Johnson, a-severe crit­
ic of those days, in criticising his poem 
Elegy, written in a county churchyard, 
says. The church yard abounds with 
images which find a mirror in every 
mind and with sentiments io which 
every bosom returns an echo. Gray 
was seven years writing this poem and 
it is considered one- of the most per­
fect in our language. Who. after read 
ing such a poem has hot formed better 
and nobler Weals of life? V)n that 
memorable night in the French and 
Indian yar, when the English troops 
silently floated down the St. Lawrence 
to. reach the pass to scale the heights 
of Abraham, Wolfe in a low voice re­
peated "one stanza of that poem and 
impressed all who heard it with its 
-wonderful beauty:. . 
"The boast of heraldry, the 'pomp of 

power, 

All that beauty, all that wealth e'er 
gave, 

Awaits alike the inevitable hour. 
The paths of glory lead but to the 

grave." 

When he finished he said, I would 
rather.be the author of that poem 
than take Quebec tomorrow. 
". Tennyson also h i s written many 
beautiful poems. He reflects so per­
fectly 19th century thought and emo­
tion that little help is needed to get 
his meaning. A critic in writing of 
his poem, Crossing the Bar, written in 
his 81st year, says: "It is a perfect 
poem which IS'above'criticism. It has 
been translated into Greek and Latin 
and se;t to music." 

There are many other poets who 
are an influence for good in the home 
where they _are, Among them are our 
beloved American poets, Longfellow 
and Whittier. No home where they 
are found and read but what in some 
sense is better for their being there. 
Whittier's Snowbound is a gem in it­
self. Telling In picturesque language 
of that snow storm in a little New Eng­
land town of long ago. In regard to 
Longfellow and his works, the words 
of Motley quoted in a letter to Long­
fellow in 1856 were appropriate to 
the lasts "1 heard a brother poet of 
yours, for .whom. I_ hope you have as 
much regard as I.have, say th* other 
day. that you-had not only -written no 
line which dying jou would wish to 
blot, but not one which Jiving, you 
had not A. tight-.to-be proud of, His 
life was. blameless and his .works are 
pure- as crystal. - His short poems are 
valuabls- for-thslr, pathos- *nd, senti­
ment." : • "The, Brldge.'i written soon 
aitar-th* .dMlh- of h i s . M o v e d wife. 
whft jw» .fatally-burned, .Is very paths* 
ic -and. the foilojving.sttnzas show that 
th* sotrows of 4ils own life only help­
ed him to be more ready to help bear 
the burdens of others: 

"How often, Oh, how often, 
I had wished that the ebbing tide 

Would bear me away on its bosom, 
O'er the ocean wild and wide; 

For my heart was hot and reitless, 

His longer poems "The Spanish 
Student," "Hiawatha," "Courtship of 
Miles Standish," and "Evangeline," 
are all worthy of reading, but in Evan­
geline we see Longfellow at his best, 
and in her character is a, beautiful ex­
ample of womanhood. 

Then there are own books of prose, 
countless numbers of them that broad 
en the intellect as well as giving en­
tertainment in lonely hours. Books 
are among our truest friends. Gold­
smith said: "The first time I read an 
excellent book it was to me as if I had 
gained a new friend." The works of 
Scott, Dickens, Thackery and George 
Elliot, will always find a warm place in 
the hearts of all lovers of books. 
Much of English history can be learned 

-from Scott's novels, while Dickens pof 
trayed the. life and character of the 
poorer class of people of England. 
Although the 7th day of February was 
the tooth anniversary of his birth^f 
Dickens still lives. There are also 
our modern authors, many of them 
writing-strong wholesome stories that 
treat of the social and political life .if 
America. Churchill, Chambers,, Park­
er, Conner and Harold Bell Wright, as 

.well as others, give us descriptions of 
the lives of others and bring us in 
contact with characters of modem 
times that are forceful, sincere and 
true, if we never read any books but 
these three stories of Wright, "That 
Printer of Udells," "The Shepherd of 
the Hills," and "The Calling of Dan 
Mathews," we could not fail to be mor 
ally better for having read them. If 
you can read them without tears, your 
heart is hard, and if you do not laujjh 
at times, humor plays a small part in 
the drama of your life. 

But aside from the books let us not 
forget the newspapers and periodicals 
of the day, for they are in themselves 
the best of education, and no home 
should be destitute of this kind of 
reading. Through the papers we be­
come acquainted with a host of people 
that are accomplishing something in 
the world, and are brought in touch 
with all that is being accomplished. So 
Jet us all try to find some time to de­
vote to' both books and papers, even 
though we do not read many, for it is 
impossible in this age of hurry and 
care to.be thoroughly conversant with 
the writings of many authors; but 
there are none of us but what have 
some spare time to spend with our 
favorite author or reading the daily 
papers. 

A home that has in it books of in­
terest, papers and magazines, cannot 
fail to be a happier home for their be­
ing there. They help to bring con­
tentment. For if you give aperson a 
taste for good reading you can hardly 
fail to make him happy. 

Let us then be wise in the selection 
of our literature, choosing only that 
which will be a benefit to us, that ou-
homes may be happier and brighter for,| 
having in them books and papers that 
will have the best of influence pn us all.

The Farmer as a Citizen. 

The many inventions of the last cen­
tury have made great changes in in­
dustrial conditions. While formerly 
manufacturing was carried on in the 
different homes, and small shops, now 
capital is assembled by thousands and 
millions of dollars to build manufac­
turing plants and other millions are 
assembled to build railroads or operate 
mines. Laborers are congregated by 
hundreds and thousands to attend ma­
chines and do work that machines can 
not do. Capital is organized as a cor­
poration and laborers have formed 
themselves together in labor unions. 
Stockholders elect officers and demand 
them to make the corporation pay div 
idends, while the laborer looks to his 
union to gain for him belter labor 
conditions and higher wages. The in­
timate personal relations between em­
ployer and employe have gone and in­
stead there is a spirit of estrangement, 
suspicion and antagonism. 

Capital has made several demands 
upon -child labor, and of its own ac­
cord is slow to provide safe conditions 
for workers. While the militia has to 
be called out to protect property from 
destruction by lawless laborers when 
the strike is on and we are shocked at 
dynamite outrages perpetrated all ov­
er the country in the name of labor. 

What should be the relations be­
tween-capital and labor, and to what 
extent the State should supervise and 
regulate capital, constitutes the na­
tion's most urgent social and political 
problem. Industrial reform is the 
demand of the present. Cities have 
been built very rapidly and very large, 
caused to a great extent by the chang­
ed industrial conditions. In these cit­
ies there are striking inequalities. Ex­
tremes of wealth and poverty, immense 
and often demoralizing wealth and suf 
ferlng degrading poverty. 1 mention 
these things simply by -way of con­
trast, for upon the farms we find no 
such problems to be solved. Among 
farmers there is no millionaire club, 
neither is there any call for organized 
charity. In many cases the capitalist 
and laborer are one and the same fam­
ily, for the family is the unit upon the 
farm. There is suitable work for each 
member from the little boy who fills 
the woodbox, to the old man who 
cares for the garden. They not only 
work together, but plan together and 
live together, and I believe-are more 
true and devoted to each other than 
are the members of the average city 
family. 

Statistics tell us that one marriage 
in every twelve ends in the divorce 
court, but surely this cannot be true 
among farming families. The ladder 
of farm life is very broad but not very 
high, it has -but three rounds occupi­
ed respectively by wage earners, rent­
ers, and farm owners, and these three 
rounds are not so far apart but those 
at the top can associate with those at 
the bottom. 

Farming is not a kid glove profes­
sion and the young man who' Is afraid 
of work and soiled hands, better do 
something else. Vet the 'average 
young man who starts out as a wage-
earner upon the farm, and is careful

|,es, has good chances of some day be­

coming a farm owner. This is tile 
road that a great many have traveled, 
and it never could be traveled any 
easier or faster than it can today, i 

Some people are more or less dis­
turbed, about the help problem upon 
the farm. I think it is well that there 
is no permanent wage-earning clasj, 
for in the first place the lot of hired 
help upon the farm is not altogether 
desirable, and then it would destroy 
that equality- of citizenship which Js 
necessary for the best good of the 
largest number, ' 

The institution of slavery was not 
only inhuman to the slave, but it bru­
talized the master, and the relation Of 
master and servant would be but little 
better if that condition were perma­
nent. In urging the advantages of 
farming as a business a speaker may 
describe some large farm "containing 
several hundred acres of land and re­
quiring for its operation a great manV 
horses, and perhaps a hundred hired 
men, yielding an income of thousands 
of dollars. The owner going about 
from one gang of men t6 another on 
horse back. Would it not be better 
if this large farm could be cut up into 
seventy smaller ones with seventy 
owners instead of one and less than a 
third as many hired men? Wouldn't 
a church or Grange receive better sup­
port? However these large under.tak 
ings are not very numerous and are 
not always successful, and I think hap­
pily so. „ . 

There have always been more or 
less rented farms and perhaps it is well 
that it has been so, for they are often 
carried on with as much skill and ener­
gy as those carried on by the owners. 
Yet 1 think it would be very unfortu­
nate if some of our millionaires should 
turn landlords. A wide spread sys­
tem of landlord and tenant farming 
does not result in building up a pros­
perous and independent citizenship. 

Not large farms, but more farm own 
ers. Not the gentleman farmer, but 
the working farmer. The independ­
ent farmer is a reality. Let him glory 
in his independence.' The. fity.-feai 
her recreations, her society and fie?) 
dress. The farm too should "have her 
recreations, her society and a some­
what plainer dress. As farmers let us 
not long for city fashions and city 
ways of living, but let us rather build 
up our own fashions and a sane and 
wholesome way of living. If any oc­
cupation will inculcate honesty from 
its very nature, it is farming. " The 
voter sometimes repeats on election 
day, but neither bribing or buldozing 
can persuade the old hen to lay twice 
on the same day. 

Watered stock sometimes pays div­
idends, but the farmer never gathers 
figs from thistles. The speculator 
sometimes makes a fortune, but the 
farmer never reaps where he has not 
sown. The farmer is neither better 
nor worse than anyone else because he 
is a farmer, but it may be a source of 
moral as well as bodily strength to 
live close to nature and work in har­
mony with laws made by the Divine 
Lawmaker—laws that cannot be re­
pealed or changed in any way. 1 
once heard a speaker say that a per­
son had to leave the farm to gate 
wealth, and fame. But are these the 
chief ends in life? Let us follow them 
a little farther, let us all leave the 
farms and chase wealth and fame, but 
at the outset let us erect a tombstone 
and inscribe upon it two lines of 
Gray's Elegy: . 

"All that beauty, all that wealth ere 
gave, 

The paths of glory lead but to the 
grave." 

And ipto the -grave we should all go in 
a very short time.' ' ' 

Not fame and wealth but duty is the 
goal. We' canv all' be 'winners, - the far­
mer as well' as any one else can fight 
it out,, in faith, hope and charity, with 
fidelity. - ' - • _

JANE ADDAMS ASB HULL HOUSE. 
" y H E name of Jane Addams and Hull House, Chicago, are inseparable, so 
A interwoven are the strands of activity pf, the faithful worker and the noble 

work. For seventeen years 'Miss Addams has consecrated her life to the social 
settlement of Hull House which, with Miss Ellen Gates Starr, she opened with 
high hopes of usefulness and development in 1889. 

The institution is an oasis in the desert of South Halstead Street with its 
dull, prosaic atmosphere of tenement life in the close, hard, day-by-day struggle 
with the world. Hull House is an intellectual and social sun radiating help, 
strength and inspiration in a section that "William T. Stead denounces as " the 
foulest place on earth". It is not a charity; it is a broad-gauge scheme for 
bringing together those who desire to cooperate for mutual progress and com­
panionship. It is a large, practical solution of present-day social problems, by, 
earnest men and women. It means bringing larger opportunities for growth 
and self-development to those who need just this illumination of a broader, 
fuller, freer life and the helping hand of sympathy and fellowship, till they learn' 
to walk alone. It gives love, not theory; companionship, not condescension; an 
atmosphere of help to heart and head and hand. 

Hull House has a kindergarten, a day-nursery, a diet-kitchen, a gymnasium, 
library and reading room, an art_gallery, classes, clubs, concerts, lectures, and 
entertainment and instruction for boys, girls, young men and young' women of 
all tastes and all needs. 

Miss Addams was born in Cedarville, 111., in 1860, and after graduating from 
Rockford College in 1881 spent two years with Miss Starr in travelling through 
Europe for the sake of study and to get bearings on the choice of their future 
careers. Their close contact with the life of the poor in Continental cities 
impressed them with the narrowing, benumbing and crushing effect of poverty, 
where no sunlight of hope shows a broader, happier to-morrow of true living. 
The two young women earnest, strong and enthusiastic, determined to make 
their sorrow over the sin, suffering and privation of poverty, something more 
than a mere passing mood of regret, 

A few years after their return, the monument to their noble effort was begun 
at the now famous Hull House. The debt of this work to Miss Addams can 
never be measured. With the unselfish absorption of a great worker, she gently 
effaces herself as much as possible from publicity and retires modestly behind 
the work that is so cear to her heart
