Gen, Baden-Powell, the Founder, 
• Visits America. 

The grandest organization for boys 
in all the world is known as the Boy 
Scouts and was founded by a British 
General, Sir Robert Baden-Powell, soon 
after the close of the Boer war in 
South Africa, Gen. Baden-Powelf was. 
one of the most brilliant and efficient 
officers in the British army and his 
successful defense during the memora­
ble siege of Mafeklng made him one of 
the heroes of British history. He is 
now visiting America looking over the 
various organizations of Boy Scouts. 

"Many people misunderstand the 
scout movement," said the GeneraL 
"They think it a call for cadets, but 
there is no militarism about it. It is 
a movement to develop the character 
of boys through woodcraft and other 
things that appeal to them.' It is to 
bring about good citizenship, to teach 
a boy -to look after himself and devel­
op his sense of doing his duty, even 
though there is no reward." 

Like many other things showing per 
manence and power, the scout move­
ment can be traced back to widely sep 
arated sources where constructive id­
eas came to boy workers and were test 
ed with varying degrees of success. In 
America, however, there have been a 
number of organizations, methods, 
plans and principles that, have proved 
themselves effective. In Great Britain 
Baden-Powell became the organizing 
genius who took freely, as he himself 
says, the ideas and methods of Ameri­
can workers and compacted them to­
gether with his own conceptions into 
the scout scheme.. He did this so suc­
cessfully that the enrollment of British 
Boy Scouts soon grew into the hun­
dreds of thousands with the emphasis 
not on the military side, but on peace 
virtues and an interest in the trades. 
The movement spread to nearly every 
Other country, but in the United State? 
it took root more completely and was 
enthused over even more thoroughly 
than in Baden-Powell's own country. 

It is estimated "that throughout the 
world there are about two million Boy 
Scouts. If has, however, attained its 
greatest growth in this country. It was 
the desire in Philadelphia a year or two 
ago to have "that city known as the 
most prominent in the Boy Scout move 
ment, but the dearth of public spirited 
citizens to bring the movement to a 
high state of efficiency, caused the ef­
fort to result in utter failure. Troy 
has so far surpassed Philadelphia in 
the Boy Scout movement that there is 
no comparison. 

As an organization the scout move­
ment is neither military in thought, 
form or spirit, although it does instil 
in boys The mtntary^.vrrfttws Su'ch « 
honor, loyalty, obedience and patriot­
ism. The movement stands for pat­
riotism that causes a boy to love his 
Country, and instead of boasting about 
it, serve it by becoming a good and a 
useful citizen. The keynote of the 
movement is to teach boys to do,things 
for themselves and others. 

In Troy, as in ail other cities, the 
Boy Scouts, after meeting certain re­
quirements, are first enrolled as tend-
erfeet. .Other examinations must be 
passed before they can be promoted' 
to second class scouts, and still harder 
tests must be met before they can be 
graduated into first class scouts. No 
boy can be a scout, who is less than 
twelve years of age. When a boy be­
comes a scout he takes the following 
oath: 

"On my honor I will do my best to 
do my duty to God and my country, 
and to ohey the scout law. t wilt do 
my best * o help other people at all 
times and I will do my best to keep 
straight myself physically awake and 
morally straight." <? 

That the Boy Scout movement is 
non-sectarian is evidenced by the fact 
that on the hike from Troy to New 
York encampments were made on Sun 
day in the town where alt forms of rtr 
ligious denominations were represent­
ed. Each boy was asked what church 
he was in the habit of attending, and 
each boy was required to attend ser­
vice in the morning. The boy who, 
when at home, did not attend any 
church, was allowed to take his choice 
but it was Imperative that he attend 
some service.. They not only learn dis 
cipline, but are taught to realize the 
beauties of nature and to take advan­
tage of the opportunity to breathe 
pure air while at the same time they 
are studying a lesson from nature's 
open book.

and society, and women adapted to 
the performance of other functions. 

"One .question to be determined in

In politics there is 
struggle, stife, contention, bitterness, 
heart-burping, excitement, agitation, 
everything which is adverse to the 
true character of woman. « * * w o m ­
an in strife becomes hard,- harsh, un­
lovable, repulsive; * * * in my Judg­
ment, sir, this whole movement arises 
from a false conception of the duty 
and of the right of men and women 
Both,* * * It is a great mistake,,, sir, it 
is a fatal mistake that these women 
make when they conceive that the 
function of men are superior to theirs 
and seek to usurp them. The true 
government is in the family."

Th* Fundamental Argnaasnta Against 
Woman Suffrage. 

The ladies who are actively engaged 
in opposing the extension of the right 
to vote to women have recently out 
forth the speech of Hon. Elihu Root in 
the constitutional convention of 1394 
as being one of the best arguments 
ever presented against the proposition. 
At that time Mr. Root said: 

"1 am opposed to granting the suf­
frage to women, because I believe that 
it would be a loss to women, to all 
women, and to every woman; and be­
cause 1 believe it would be an injury 
to the State and to every man and ev­
ery woman in the State. It would be 
useless to argue this if the right of 
suffrage were a natural right. If it 
were a natural right, then women 
should have it though the heavens fall. 
But if there is any one thing settled In 
the long discussion of this subject, it 
Is that suffrage is not a natural right, 
but Is simply a means of government, 
and the sole question to be discussed 
is whether government by the suf­
frage of men and women will be better 
government than by the suffarge of 
men alone. * * * It is not that woman 
is inferior to man, but it Is that wom­
an It different from man; that in the dis 
trlbutton of powers, of capacities, of 
qualities, our maker has .created man 
adapted to the performance of certain
