GOLF BALL EXPLODES. 

Peculiar Accident To Potadam Boy. 

At the weekly convocation in Clark-
son Tech chapel recently Dr. D. Vf, 
Finnimore who addressed the students, 
related a peculiar phenomenon that 
had etim-e to his attention and asked 
for an explanation. 

John Crowe, a boy who has been 
confined to his home on Canton Ave., 
under Dr. Finnimore's care, was amus­
ing himself by cutting up a golf ball. 
He had removed the hard covering and 
was unwinding the rubber from 
the core when it exploded like a bomb, 
scatterlng-a liquid over the wall' and 
injuring the boy's eyes so that it was 
feared for a while that he would lose 
his sight. He is now out of danger 
but the explosion is vet to be explain­
ed. 

The general opinion held by tha 
chemical students, at the Tech is that 
some of the vulcanizing agent, either 
carbon disulphide or sulphur chloride, 
both of which are very xqlatite liquids, 
had become imprisoned In the core 
and .highly compressed in manufacture; 
and that as the boy removed the cov­
ering, the pressure was released until 
a part of the liquid vaporized, causing 
a violent expansion. This is a very 
plausible theory but there is no wiy 
of proving that It was the true cause. 

WEATHER REPORT FOR FEBY, 1912 

The month of February, 1912, was 
colder than usual, especially the first 
half of the month. Th* mean tem-
eratpre was 12.3 deg. which'is 5.8 de^ 
below normal and 0.8 deg. below Feb. 
1911. The highest temperature was 
44 deg. on the 19th, the lowest 28 deg 
below zero on the n t h , making the 
absolute monthly range 72 deg. The 
greatest daily range was 30 deg, on 
the 16th, and the least daily range 7 
deg. on the 21st. 

The total precipitation for the mo. 
rain and melted snow, was 2.68 inches 
0.03 in. above normal. The greatest 
precipitation in 24 consecutive hours 
was 1.23 inch on the 21-22. AH 
but about 0.62 in. of precipitation for 
the month was in the form of snow 
The total depth of snowfall was 20.4 
inches. The total depth on the 
ground at the end of the month was 
15.7 inches. 

The prevailing winds for the month 
were from southwest, and the average 
hourly velocity was 11.9 which is 6.6 
miles below normal. The highest ve­
locity for any 5 minute period was at 
the rate of 54 miles from the west on 
the 22d. The average relative humid 
ity at 8 a. m. was 94 per cent, 7 per 
cent above normal. The average un 
shine was 50 per cent of the total pos­
sible, which is 2 per cent above nor­
mal. There were 7 clear days, 12 
partly cloudy, 10 cloudy, and 11 with 
an appreciable amount of rain or snow 
A thunderstorm occurred in the early 
morning of the 22d, this being the 1st 
thunderstorm ever recorded at this 
station in the month of February. A 
lunar halo was observed on the 28th 
The lowest barometer reading ever 
made at this station was made on the 
morning of. the- 22nd, being' 28.78 in. 
reduced to sea level. . This marked 
the passage almost directly over this 
station of "the severest storm in recenf 
years. The rivers at Canton continu­
ed frozen during the month.
