In the past few weeks chemists 
have found a new use for wood waste. 
Sawdust can be made into alcohol; it 
can be made into acetic acid, wood 
naptha, oxalic acid and pine oil. These 
have-been in use sometime. Sawdust 
has even been turned into sugar. But 
the limit has been reached in making 
silk from wood waste. Europe, it is 
expected, will soon take up the propo­
sition of making silk from sawdust on 
a big scale. The wood is turned into 
vicose and spun into silk. The ma­
chines used to get the wood waste in 
form to be used are a mixing machine, 
molds and presses. It is claimed that-
an ordinary pine tree, valued at about 
$10 can be turned into 15000 worth 
of good quality silk.
