COURT OF CLAIMS LOSES*, 

Law Creating New Board la Constitu­
tional.

The Court of Appeals by a vote of 
four to three has declared constitu­
tional the law passed by the last Leg­
islature creating the State Board of 
Claims and legislating out of office 
the Court of Claims. 

The prevailing opinion was written 
by Chief Judge Cullen, in which 
Judges Haight, Bartlett and Collin con­
cur. The dissenting opinion was writ 
ten by Judge Gray, with Judges Chase 
and Vann concurring. 

"The question is," says Judge Cul­
len, "whether the Court of Claims, so 
denominated by the Legislature, was 
in reality a court within the constitu­
tional provision, or only an auditing 
board and- a quasi-judicial body. We 
think it was the latter. The Legisla­
ture is without power to create a 
court of State-wide jurisdiction." 

The Judge then goes on to show 
that the changing of the name from 
board into court in 1897 and then 
b.i--k acsin in 1911 was a matter of 
politics in which the political parties 
inupht to cr-ntrrl the member«h!n of 
the tribunal. It is said in conclusion 

"The Legislature can abolish a 
court and create amew' court in place 
therei f, though the effect if the leg­
islation is to remove judges from of­
fice.", 

The members of the Court of 
Claims which was abolished were 
Theodore H. Swift, Potsdam; Adolph 
J. Rodenbeck. Rochester, and Charles 
H. Murray, New York. The members 
of the State Board of Claims who were 
appointed by Gov. Dix are Robert L 
Luce, New York; William A. Gardner.

"The greatest curse of advertising 
for years has been superficiality," Mr. 

"Advertisements in 
many cases are written by persons 
who know nothing of the commodity 
they would advertise." 

There is much truth in the criticism 
Many of the better class of periodicals 
are refusing to. run advertisements 
which do not tell the truth, but there 
is a large class of publications which 
will print any kind of advertising mat­
ter. Thousands of dollars are stolen 
from the public every year through 
the medium of lying advertisements, 
and although the postal authorities at­
tempt to protect the too trusting pub­
lic there are no adequate laws sreainst 
the publication of this Class *f matter. 
The only remedy the puMic has Ts n«t 
to bite at ads which do net ay fear in 
reputable publications. A Strang pro­
test has recently been made against 
false advertisements which have induc­
ed many people to move t* Oregon. 
The home seekers, mechanics and la­
borers on arrival in Oregon "«uickly 
found that they had been duped, and 
large numbers of them are now desti­
tute, after having spent their savings 
in railroad fares and in vainly seeking^ 

work." . -

vertisement which have recently ap­
peared in the magazines and public 
press of the country, by which thou­
sands of men, women and children.

Oregon, lured thither by glowing ac­
counts about land and labor conditions 
If anybody in St. Lawrence county has 
read any advertisements which seek to 
lure him away from home or to induce 
him to part with his money in any get-
rich-quick-scheme, let him take warn­
ing.

Speaking for himself, Mr. Sisson 
says that he doe' not "subscribe to the 
evident intent of this proposed bill, 
which, while changed very slightly in 
wordjng,Js eyidently designed, to 
throw the burden Of proof of intent to 
do wrong upon the prosecuting auth­
orities, and its "adoption would, I be-{ 
lieve, in practice, nullify the effect of 
any law, now in force against gamb­
ling or betting on race tracks or in 
pool rooms." 

Mr. Sisson says: "It is manifestly 
impossible for a person to suggest any 
amendments without exhaustive study 
of the entire situation and all laws 
now in force, relating to this particu­
lar subject."
