
Ordinances of The Village of 
Potsdam, N. Y. I 

CHAPTER I. 
Of Street., Sidewalks, Etc. 

Section 1. No person shall place, or 
leave, or cause to be placed or left, or 
allow to be left upon any sidewalk in 
this village, any goods, wares, merch­
andise, boxes, show stands; papers, 
dirt, sweepings, litter of any descrip­
tion, or. any refuse matter whatever, 
or in any manner to obstruct any such 
sidewalk;or to throw, put, or cause to 
be thrown or put in or upon any street , 
or alley in this village, any ashes, pa- ' 
per, or other rubbish or material what- , 
ever, under a penalty of five dollars for • 
each offense; to be forfeited and paid ' 
by any person guilty of violating any 
of the provisions of this section; and 
irj addition to the penalty a violation of 
t&is ordinance shall' constitute, disord­
erly conduct, and the person violating 
the same shall be a disorderly person. 
, This section shall not be construed 

to include the temporary occupation or 
use of so much of the sidewalk in front, 
of any building or premises so far as 
may be necessary in receiving and de­
livering articles or property to or 
from such.premise's. 

.§ 2.' The President' of the Village 
may grant permission in writing to any 
person to keep any building material 
in any of the public streets of the 
village for the purpose of building or 
repairs, for a period not exceeding 
three months, but such permission 
shall not authorize the obstruction of 
more than one-half the sidewalk and 
one-half the street opposite the lot on 
which the erection of a building or the 
repairs are to be made,.by the person 
to whom such permission may have 
been granted, and such permission 
may be revoked by the Board of Trus­
tees of the Village on two days' notice. 

§ 3. The preceding first section 
shall not be construed as preventing 
the temporary deposit of wood in the 
street, in front of any house, store, 
shop or other building, for. the use of 
which such wood is so deposited, pro­
vided the same is not suffered to re­
main in such street more than forty-
eight hours from the time of being 
first deposited, and provided the same 
is piled in a compact manner, as near 
the sidewalk as possible, and provided 
further that such persons shall clean 
up the gutter and street immediatiy 
after removing such wood or other 
substance therefrom. Any person fail 
ing to so clean up the gutter and street 
shall be liable to a penalty of two dol­
lars to be forfeited and paid by any 
££J3°n 55 failing to clean up such gut­
ter or streef. - _ _. . 

§ 4. All persons .firms or corpora-" 
tions, owning or occupying or having 
charge of any premises in this village, 
snail keep thoroughly cleansed from 
all dirt, filth, snow, ice and all other 
matter, any and all sidewalk adjacent 
to such premises. In case any such 
person, firm pr_ corporation shall fail 
to comply with the provisions of this 
section, it shall be the duty of the 
Street Commissioner to cause the 
same to be cteareiLand:«lr e"xpfcffs< i»-+ 
curred shall be paid by such owner, 
occupant or person having charge of 
such premises, who shall also be liable 
to a penalty of Five Dollars for each 
violation of the provisions of this sec­
tion, to be forfeited and paid by the 
person violating the same. 

§ 5. The owner or occupant of ev­
ery building or lot, and the owner or 
pccupant of every vacant lot within the 
limits of this village, shall keep the 
sidewalks in front of such premises in 
good and sufficient repair for the gen-

. eral use of the public. Any Trustee 
of this Village, or the Street Commis­
sioner, by.a written or printed notice, 
may require' the .owner, occupant or 
agent of any premises to repair-any 

. sidewalk adjacent to said premises, 
and whoever so notified shall for more 
than forty-eight hours thereafter re­
fuse, neglect or fail to comply with 
said notice, shall for each day of said 
refusal, neglect or failure, to be com­
puted, from the time of such notifica­
tion, forfeit and pay a penalty of One 
Dollar. 

In Case persons notified to repair 
sidewalks in front of their premises, as-
above provided, shall fail to do so, it 
shall be the duty of the Street Com­
missioner to immediately repair said 
sidewalk,, or cause the same to be re­
paired; and all expenses incurred by 
the Village in repairing such sidewalks 
Shall be- paid by the owner, occupant 
or agent of such premises;' which ex­
pense shall be collected in any manner 
provided by law, to be determined by 
the Board of Trustees. 

§ 6. No person shall suffer any wa­
gon, sleigh or other vehicle to stand 
in any of the streets of this Village in 
such a manner as shall obstruct the 
free passage of the same, or upon any 
side, or crosswalk. Any person viola­
ting this Ordinance -shall forfeit and 
pay a penalty of One Dollar for each 
offense. 

§ 7. No person shall at any time fas­
ten "any horse or team.to any shade 
tree, lamp-post, hydrant, watering-
trough, park fence, or railing, nor fas­
ten or stop the same in such manner 
that such horse or team, or the reins, 
lines, halter, or vehicle attached shall 
be an obstruction to the free use of 
any street, side qr crosswalk. Any 
parson violating this'Ordinance shall 
forfeit and pay a penalty of Five Dol­
lars for each offense. 

§ 8. No person shall drive, lead or 
ride any horse or other animal, or pro­
pel any cart, wagon, sleigh or other 
vehicle on any side or cross-walk, ex­
cept in crossing the same, for the pur-

i pose of necessarily entering or coming 
from .a yard nr lot, under a penalty of 
One Dollar fcr each violation of any of 
the provisions tf this Ordinance. 

S 9. It shall be unlawful for any per­
son to ride or drive any horse or other 
animal on any street of this Village at 
a greater rate cf speed than one mile 
in six minutes. Any person violating 
this Ordinance shall forfeit and pay a 
penalty of Five Dollars for each of­
fense; and, in addition to the penalty, 
a violation of this Ordinance shall con 
stitute disorderly conduct and the per­
son violating the same shall be a dis­
orderly person. 

S to. It shall he unlawful for any 
person to operate or drive any motor 
vehicle or motorcycle on any street of 
(his Village at a greater rate of speed 

than one mile in four minutes. Any ' 
person violating this Ordinance shall 
forfeit and pay a penalty of Ten Dol­
lars {or each offense; and, in addition 
to the penalty, a violation of this-Ord- . 
inance shall constitute disorderly co:i- ' 
duct and the person violating the same , 
shall be a disorderly person. | 

§ t i . It shall be unlawful for any* 
person to operate or drive any motor 
vehicle or motorcycle in any cemetery 
or grounds used for the burial of the 
dead situate, within the limits of this 
village. Any person violating this Or­
dinance-shall forfeit and pay a penalty 
of Fifty"Dollars for each offense; and, 
in addition to the penalty, a violation 
of this Ordinance shall constitute dis­
orderly conduct and the person violat­
ing the same shall be a disorderly per­
son. 

§ 12, No person shall put, or erect, 
of suffer to remain, any sign, or other 
thing projecting into or hanging over 
the street or sidewalk, without first 
having obtained' permission from the 
President of the Village so'to do, in 
writing, under a penalty of Five Dollars 
for each offense; and the further pen­
alty of Five Dollars for every twenty-
four hours such thing shall be suffered 
to'remain after notice given by any of 
the Trustees of the Village or Street 
Commissioner, to remove the same. 

§ 13. Any person, persons or cor­
poration who shall tear up or injure 
any pavement, planking, flagging, con­
crete or macadamized way, bridge, side 
or cross-walk, drain, gutter or sewer, 
in any street or public ground, or 
shall dig or cause to be dug any ditch 
or hole,-or otherwise disturb the same, 
without permission first received from 
the President, or Trustees of the Vil­
lage-in writing, and not then except 
under the supervision of the Street 
Commissioner, at their own cost and 
expense for the time of said Commis­
sioner, shall forfeit and pay a penalty 
of Ten Dollars for each offense. 

§ 14. .No person shall, without per­
mission, in writing, of the President or 
one or more Trustees of the Village, 
construct or cause to be made any 
leading ditch for a main, or side water 
pipe, or for a main or branch gas pipe, 
any sewer, vault, cistern, or well, in 
any of the streets of this Village, nor 
then except under the supervision of 
the Street Commissioner, as specified 
in the last section above, under a pen­
alty of Ten Dollars for each offense. 

§ 15. No person shall erect or place, 
or cause to be erected or placed, any 
building or structure extending or pro­
jecting over any street, under a penalty 
of Ten Dollars for each offense; and 
the further penalty of Five Dollars for 
every twenty-four hours the same shall 
be allowed to remain after notice from 
the President or Trustees of the Vil­
lage to remove the same, provided, 
.however, that said penalty shall not be 
incurred by reason ef any cornice, piaz 
za, window cap, or ornamental mould­
ing, projecting into the street three 
feet or less, or any swinging awning 
attached to such buildings for purpose 
of shade, providing the same shall not 
be less than seven feet in the clear 
above the sidewalk. 

§ 16. No person shall, without the 
permission of the Board of Trustees of 
the Village or,th& Street Commission­
er, "in wrtffngr'aTfer ihe grade of anyf 
sidewalk heretofore established, or 
which may be established by said 
Board of Trustees, under the penalty 
of Five Dollars for every week such 
grade shall remain so altered, after no-1 
tice from the said Trustees or Street' 
Commissioner to restore) the same. 

§ 17. It shall be unlawful to leave in 
any of the streets, alleys, or other pub 
lie places in this village, any horse or 
team unattended by a driver or other 
competent person, unless such horse 
or team be properly fastened. Any 
person violating this Ordinance shall 
forfeit and pay a penalty of Five Dol­
lars for each offense. 

§ 18. It shall ,be unlawful for any 
person without the permission of the 
Board of Trustees or Street Commis­
sioner in writing, to dig, remove or 
carry away any stone, earth, sand or 
gravel from any street, lane, alley or 
other public grounds or places of this 
Village. Any person violating this Or 
dinance shall forfeit and pay a penalty 
of Ten Dollars for each offense. 

§ 19. No person shall wantonly cut, 
or otherwise injure in any manner, any 
ornamental or shade tree, shrub or 
plant in any street, park, or other pub­
lic place in the Village, under a penalty 
of Five Dollars for each violation of 
any of the provisions of this Ordinance 
and in addition to the penalty a viola­
tion of this Ordinance shall con titute 
disorderly conduct, and the person vi­
olating the same shall be a disorderly 
person. 

§ 20. No person shally'tflthout au­
thority from the Board of Trustees or 
Street Commissioner, in writing, put 
any earth, stones or other -rnaterial in 
any sluice, drain, culvert or gutter, or 
otherwise obstruct the same in any of 
the streets under a penalty of Fve Dol­
lars for each violation of any of the pro 
visions of this' Ordinance; and in addi­
tion to the penalty a violation of this 
Ordinance shall constitute disorderly 
conduct, and the person violating the 
same shall "be a disorderly person. 

§ 21. No person shall coast or slide 
down hill, or skate upon, into, ever, or 
across any street or sidewalk in this 
Village, under a penalty of One Dollar 
for each violation of any of the provis­
ions of this Ordinance; and in addition 
to the penalty any violation of this Or­
dinance shall constitute disorderly con-, 
duct, and the person violating the same 
shall be a disorderly person, 

§ 22. No person shall ride any bicy­
cle or tricycle upon any sidewalk of 
this Village. 

No person shall coast upon any side­
walk or street in this Village. 

Any person violating any of the pro­
visions of this Ordinance shall forfeit 
and pay a penalty of Fhie Dollars (S5>. 
and in addition to the penatty any viola 
tion tf this Ordinance shall constitute 
disorderly conduct and any person vio­
lating the same shall be a disorderly 
person. 

§ 23. No person shall ride any bi­
cycle or tricycle upon any street in 
this Village at any time unless there 
shall be attached thereto a bicycle bell 
or gong, which must be rung by the 
rider of such bicycle or tricycle before 
passing any other vehicle; and no per­
son shall ride any bicycle or tricycle 
upon any street in this Village after 
dark unless to such bicycle or tricycle 
be attached a lighted lamp or lantern. 

affording reasonable warning of the 
approach of said bicycle or tricycle.' 
Any person violating this Ordinance, 
shall forfeit and pay a penalty of Five 
Dollars for each offense; and in addi­
tion to the penalty a violation of this 
Ordinance shall 'constitute disorderly 
conduct and. the person violating the 
same shall be a disorderly -person. 

CHAPTER II. 
Of Nuisances,' Disorderly Houses, Etc. 

Section 1. No person shall deposit, 
or sufferhjs servant or family or other 
person over -whom he may have con­
trol, to deposit any dead 'carcass, car­
rion, 'putrid' m'e'at, s'poileU vegetables, 
fish, entfaJls;~o'ffal or oilier substances 
upon any !pt within this Village, or in 
any streeV.or lane, upon the; bank of 
any river or stream,.' or jn* any river, 
brook, rivulet or pond, Tinder a-penalty 
of Five Pollars' for each violation 'of any 
of the provisions of this" 'Ordinance. 
And in addition to the penalty a viola­
tion of this Ordinance shall Constitute 
disorderly conduct, and the per:oh vi­
olating tfie same shall be a disorderly 
person." ,i * y ' 

§ 2. No person shall keep, or be an 
inmate of, any house of ill fame, house 
of assignation, house for the resort of 
gamblers, gambling house or other 
place where gambling is or may be 
carried on; or other disorderly house, 
within the limits of this Village, under 
a penalty of Fifty Dollars for each of­
fense. 

§ 3. It shall be unlawful for any per 
son as owner, or agent, to let or demise 
any house, room or, tenement in this 
Village for the purpose of its being 
used as a disorderly house, or gaming 
house or house of ill fame, or assig­
nation, or for any other disorderly pur 
pose, under a penalty of Fifty Dollars 
for each offense; and in addition to the 
penalty a violation of this Ordinance 
shall constitute disorderly conduct, 
and the person violating the same shall 
be a disorderly person. Every such 
house or place is further -declared a 
public nuisance, and the Trustees of 

• the Village shall cause the same to be 
abated. 

§ 4. It shall be unlawful for any per 
son or persons" to make! or assist in 
making, any riot, tumult, or disturb­
ance, or aid, or be engaged in any noisv 
quarrelsome or disorderly assemblage, 
or to make any loud or boisterous 
noise, or use any profane language up­
on any of the streetjs or in any other 
public place in this Village, or to other 
wise disturb the peace and quiet of the 
Villageor any part- thereof. - Any per­
son violating any of the provisions of 
this Ordinance shall forfeit and pay a 
penalty of Five Dollars for each offense 
and in addition to the penalty a viola­
tion of this Ordinance shall constitute 
disorderly conduct, and the person vi­
olating the same shall be a disorderly 
person. 

§ 5. It shall be unlawful for any per 
son to publicly swim, or bathe, in the 
day time, in any river, pond, race, riv­
ulet, or flume in this Village, except 
in a suitable bathing dress or covering. 
Any person violating this Ordinance 
shall forfeit and pay a penalty of Five 
Dollars for each offense-, and in addi­
tion to the penalty a violation of this 
"Ordinance-ahall constttrfte disorderly 
conduct, and the person violating the 
same shall be a disorderly person. 

§ 6. It shall be unlawful for any per 
son or persons to practice ball playing, 
kite flying, or other open or field 
sports on the streets of this Village at 
any time; or at any place within said 
Village on Sunday; or to bit or throw 
stones or other hard substances in any 
of the streets or other public places in 
this Village at any time. Any person 
violating this Ordinance shall forfeit 
and pay a penalty of Five Dollars for 
each offense; and in addition to the 
penalty a violation of this Ordinance 
shall constitute disorderly conduct, 
and the person violating the same shall 
be a disorderly person. 

. § 7. It shall be unlawful for any per 
son keeping, or having in charge any 
stallion, to let him, or permit him to 
be let, to any mare, and no person 
shall put, or permit a mare to be put, 
to such horse within the limits of this 
Village, except -within- an -enclosure suf 
ficiently high to screen them from pub 
lie view. Any person . violating this 
Ordinance shall forfeit and pay a pen­
alty of Ten Dollars for each offense; 
and in addition to the penalty a viola­
tion of -this Ordinance shall constitute 
disorderly conduct, and the person vi­
olating the same shallbe a disorderly 
person. 

§ 8. It shall be unlawful for any per 
son in any way or manner to exhibit, 
train or parade, or cause or permit to 
be exhibited, trained or paraded any 
stallion in any of the streets, public 
squares, lanes or alleys of this Village. 
Any person violating this Ordinance 
shall forfeit and pay a penalty of Five 
Dollars for each offense; and in addi­
tion to the penalty a violation of this 
Ordinance shall constitute disorderly 
conduct, and the person violating the 
same shall be a disorderly person. 

§ 9. It shall be unlawful for any per 
son to mutilate, deface, or tear down 
any notice or business card, posted up 
for public information in this- Village. 
Any person violating this Ordinance 
shall forfeit and pay a penalty of Five 
Dollars for each offense; and in addi­
tion to the penalty a violation of this 
Ordinance shall constitute disorderly 
conduct, and the person violating tha 
same shall be a disorderly person. 

§ 10. It shall be unlawful for any 
person without a permit from the Pres 
ident of the Village, to ring or caus; 
to be rung, or sounded, any bell or 
other instrument for the purpose of 
giving notice of any auction, or to cry 
the sale of goods or wares, in the 
streets of this Village. Any person 
violating this Ordinance shall forfeit 
and pay a penalty of Five Dollars for 
each offense; and in addition to the 
penalty a violation of this Ordinance 
shall constitute d'^-rderly conduct, and 
the person violating the same shall be 
a disorderly person. 
. § 11. It shall be unlawful to offer 
for sale, or to sell in any of the streets, 
lanes, alleys, by-wavs, parks or othe-
public grounds of this Villape, any art­
icle within which is concealed, or claim 
ed to be concealed, or which contains, 
or is claimed to contain any innney, 
jewelry or other article or device, thi" 
Purpose of which is to make more rea­
dy sale or disposal of the goods, wares 
or merchandise to be d'spfsed of. Am-
person violating this Ordinance shall 
forfeit and pay a penalty of Ten Dol­

lars for each offense; and in addition 
to the penalty a yiolation of this Ord­
inance shall constitute disorderly con­
duct, and the person violating the same 
shall be a disorderly person. . 

§ 12. It shall be unlawful for any 
person to run, or assist in running, or 
to be interested in running, any gamb­
ling game, or device whatever, in any 
of the alleys, public streets of grounds j 
of this Village. Any person violating 
this Ordinance shall forfeit and pay a 
penalty of Twenty-five Dollars for 
each offense. 

§ 13. It shall be unlawful for any 
person to stick, or otherwise attach, 
any card, bill or advertisement on any 
tree, building or fence in, adjoining, or 
along any street, lane, alley, or square 
in this Village, without the consent of 
the owner or occupant of the property 
or premises; and no person shall, in 
any case, stick or attach, any such bill, 
card or advertisement, on any of the 
telephone, electric light or telegraph 
poles in said Village. Any person vio­
lating this Ordinance shall forfeit and 
pay a penalty of Five Dollars for each 
offense; and in addition to the penalty 
a violation of this Ordinance shall con­
stitute disorderly conduct, and the per 
son violating the same "shall be a dis­
orderly person. 

§ 14. The owner or occupant of any 
lot adjoining any of the streets or pub­
lic grounds of this Village shall keep 
the trees along the same in front- of 
said premises trimmed up "at least ten 
feet above the sidewalk; in case- any 
person shall violate the provisions of 
this section it shall be the duty of the 
Street Commissioner to so trim said 
trees, or cause the same to be done, 
and the expense thereof shall be paid 
by such owner or occupant, together 
with a penalty of Two Dollars. 

§ 15. It shall be unlawful to slaugh­
ter any animal in any building, yard or 
any place whatsoever, within the limits 
of this Village. Any person violating 
this Ordinance shall forfeit and pay a 
penalty of Twenty-five Dollars for 
each offense;; and in addition to the 
penalty a violation of this Ordinance 
shall constitute disorderly conduct, and 
the person violating the same shall be 
a disorderly person. 

§ 16. It shall be unlawful to dis­
charge any firearm at any time within 
the limits of this. Village. It shall al­
so be unlawful to discharge, explode 
or set off any fireworks, firecrackers 
or torpedoes within the limits of this 
Village, except on the second, third 
and fourth days of the month of July; 
and it. shall be unlawful to discharge, 
explode or set" off within the limits of 
this Village at any time any firecreck-
ers, commonly known as cannon fire­
crackers, and exceeding three inches 
in length and one-half of an inch in 
diameter. Any person violating this 
Ordinance shall forfeit and pay a pen-| 
aity of Five Dollars for each offense; 
and, in addition to the penatty, a viola­
tion of this Ordinance shall constitute 
disorderly conduct, and a person vio- J 
lating the same shall be a disorderly 
person. 

§ 17. No person who owns or has 
the care of any domestic fowl shall suf­
fer the same to run at large on any 
public street, square, park or place, or 
upon the lands owned or occupied *y 
another in this Village. <• 

No person who owns or has the 
care of any horse, mule, cattle, sheep, 
swine or goat shall suffer the same to 
run at large on any public street, 
square, park or place in this Village. 

No person- who owns or harbors a 
dog or bitch shall suffer the same to 
run at large in this Village without a 
license and metal tag as herein pro­
vided. 

No person who owns or harbore a 
dog or bitch shall suffer the same to 
run at'large in this Village without 
there is about the neck of every such 
dog or bitch a strap or collar, marked 
with the name and address of such per­
son and without there is attached to 
said strap or collar a metal license tag, 
as herein provided. 

No person who owns or harbors a 
dog or bitch which is of a dangerous 
or ferocious disposition shall suffer 
the same to run at large in this Village 
without being properly muzzled. 

No person shall keep or harbor on 
any premises occupied by him or her 
in this Village any dog or bitch which 
is in the habit of howling or whining at 
night; or barking or in any other man­
ner annoying any person. 

No person shall keep or harbor any 
dog or bitch on the premises occupied 
by him or her in this Village or suffer 
any dog or bitch owned or harbored 
by him or her to run at large in this 
Village after notice has been served 
upon such person by the public pound 
master notifying such person that 
there is danger of the spread of the 
disease known as rabies and requiring 
such person to keep said dog or bitch 
tied up on his or her premises or to 
keep said dog or bitch properly muz­
zled; unless such dog or bitch is tied 
up or muzzled as required by said no­
tice. 

The Pound established by the Board 
of Trustees shall be known as the pub­
lic pound and the Chief of Police of 
the Village shall be the public pound-
master and the official dog catcher of 
the Village. , 

The license and metal tag herein re­
quired shall be issued and furnished 
by the Village Treasurer to the owner 
or harborer of any dog or bitch upon 
application and upon payment to him 
by such applicant a license fee of One 
Dollar for every dog and Three Dollars 
for every bitch. The metal license 
tag shall bear the number of the license 
issued and the year when issued. The 
license shall expire on the first day of 
May after the issuance thereof. 

The Village Treasurer shall keep a 
record of the name and address of the 
applicant, the date of the application, 
the date when the license is issued, the 
number of Jh£ license and metal tag 
issued, Hie'fee paid and a general des­
cription of the dog or the bitch licens­
ed- : 

It shall be the duty of the public 
poundmaster whenever he believes that 
there is danger of the spread of the 
disease known as rabies to notify all 
persons owning or harboring any dog 
or bitch to keep the same tied up on 
their premises or properly muzzled for 
such period of time as in his" judgment 
is proper. Such notice may be by the 
personal service of a writteimotice or 
by the publication of a general notice 
once in each newspaper published in 
the Village.

i. Any animal or fowl impounded in 
the public pound may be redeemed by 
the owner or person having the care 
of the same upon application to the 
public poundmaster at any time within 
seventy-two hours after the same has 
been-impounded, by paying to. the 
'public poundmaster the fee for seiz­
ing, impounding and keeping such an­
imal and fowl as herein provided. Such 
application for redemption, however, 
must be made on a week day and not 
earlier than eight o'clock a. m. and not 
later than.seven o'clock p. m. 

The public poundmaster, for seizing 
impounding, detaining, keeping, sell­
ing and killing any animal or fowl as 
therein provided, shall be entitled to 
the1 following charges: 
FOR SEIZING, RECEIVING, AND IM-
. ..POUNDING ANY ANIMAL or FOWL. 
For each horse or' mule Jfi.oo 
Far each grazing animal . . . . . 1.00 
For each swine , . . . 1,00 
For each "dog or bitch l.oo 
For each fowl 25

Any anima) or fowl (except a dog 
or bitch), impounded and not redeem­
ed shall be sold after the expiration of 
seventy-two hours from the time of 
impounding as herein provided. 

Any dog or bitch impounded and not 
redeemed may be killed after the ex­
piration of seventy-two hours from 
the impounding and shall be killed at 
the expiration of one week from the 
impounding, as herein provided. 

Any person violating any of the pro 
visions of this Ordinance shall forfeit 
and pay a penalty of Three Dollars for 
each offense, and in addition thereto 
shall pay all costs and expenses of 
seizing, impounding, keeping and sell­
ing any such fowl or animal as herein 
provided; and, in addition thereto, a 
violation of this Ordinance shall con­
stitute disorderly conduct, and a per­
son violating the same shall be a dis­
orderly person. 

It shall be the duty of the public 
poundmaster in case of a Violation of 
this Ordinance to' immediately cause 
an action to be commenced, in the 
name of the Village and against the 
person or persons violating the same, 
in Justice Court of the Town of Pots­
dam, for the collection of the penalty 
herein prescribed for such, violation. 
And in case it shall be in such action 
determined, that the Ordinance has 
been violated and the person or per­
sons against whom the action is 
brought are guilty of such violation, 
judgment may be rendered by the Mag 
istrate or Justice in favor of the Vil­
lage and against such person or per­
sons, for the penalty prescribed for 
such violation, the fees of the pound-
!n*m«r for- seizintviinpQundlag, Jceep-
i»g, selling and killing the animal or 
fOwl in question, and the costs of the 
action. The Magistrate or Justice may 
also make an Order directing that the 
animal in question be sold for the pur 
pose of satisfying the judgment, said 
order to prescribe the time and place 
for. the sale. 

The public poundmaster shall sell 
tbe animal as directed by said-Order 
and shall out of the proceeds of the 
sale pay the costs of the Court to the 
Magistrate or Justice and pay the fees 
allowed him, as herein provided, in­
cluded in the judgment, to the Village 
Treasurer, and the balance of the mon­
eys realized from such sale he shall 
pay to the person or persons against 
whom the action is brought. 

The poundmaster shall pay over to 
the Village Treasurer all moneys re­
ceived and collected by him under the 
provisions of this Ordinance. 

The poundmaster shall present to 
the Board of Trustees each' month, his 
bill for all fees to which he claims he 
is entitled, for services rendered' as 
poundmaster, under the provisions of 
this Ordinance, said bill to be audited 
by the Board of Trustees the same as 
any other account against the Village. 

A bitch that is spayed Shall for 
the purpose, of this Ordinance be re­
garded as a dog. 
i § 18. It shall be unlawful for any 

person or number of persons to con­
gregate upon, or stand together on, or 
occupy in any such manner any of the 
sidewalks in this Village, or in any 
such manner to obstruct the free use 
and passage for pedestrians of any part 
pf such sidewalks; or to congregate 
upon, or stand together on, or occupy 
ip any such manner any street corner, 
or any part of the sidewalk, or steps, in 
front of the post office, town hall, or 
Other public place or building, or any 
part of the bridges, or approaches 
thereto in this Village. Any person vi 
olating this Ordinance shall forfeit and 
pay a pen.al.ty, of Five .Dollar*, for each 
offence; and in addition to the penalty 
a violation of this Ordinance shall con­
stitute disorderly conduct, and the per 
son violating the same shall be a dis­
orderly person. 

S 19. No exhibition, performance or 
entertainment shall be given in any 
place in this village where liquor is 
sold or drunk under a liquor tax cer­
tificate, under a penalty of Twenty-five 
pollars for each offense, to be forfeit­
ed and paid by the proprietor of such 

I place or the person engaging in such 
exhibition, performance or entertain­
ment, and in addition thereto a viola­
tion of this Ordinance shall constitute 
disorderly conduct, and a person vio­
lating the same shall be a disorderly 
person. 

CHAPTER III. 
Of Licenses, Auction Sales. Etc. 

• Section l; It- shall be unlawful to 
maintain, exhibit, give or take part in 
any circus, theater or other exhibition 
or performance, or to keep any billiard 
saloon, bowling alley, shooting gallery, 
rr similar place of amusement, within 
this Village, for money or hire, and It 
shall be unlawful to give any exhibition 
performance or entertainment In any 
place in this Village where liquor is 
sold or drunk under a liquor tax cer­
tificate; and such maintaining, .exhibit­
ing, giving and taking part in any cir-

this Village where liquor is sold or 
drunk under a liquor tax certificate, 
without first having obtained a license 
therefor, are prohibited. 

Any person violating this Ordinance 
shall forfeit and pay a penalty of Twen­
ty-five Dollars, for each offense; and in 
addition to the penalty a violation of 
this Ordinance shall constitute disor­
derly conduct, and the person violat­
ing the same shall be a disorderly per­
son. 

§2. Uniform license fees for the 
trades and occupations prohibited by 
section one of this chapter are estab­
lished as follows; 

For each and every one-ring circus 
or other show of like character, Twen­
ty-five Dollars for each day's exhibition 
for each and every two-ring circus or 
other show of like character, Fifty Dol­
lars'for each day's exhibition; for each 
and every other circus or show of like 
character, Seventy-five Dollars for each 
day's exhibition; for each and every 
other tent show or exhibition, Two 
Dollars.per day for each day's exhibi­
tion, and Three Dollars for each day 
for each and every side show attached 
to or accompanying any circus or oth­
er show of like character; for hall 
shows Five Dollars for one day, Seven 
Dollars for two days, and Three Dollars 
for each day for three or more days; 
for billiard saloons Five Dollars per 
year for each table; for bowling alleys 
Five Dollars per year for each bed; for 
shooting galleries Five Dollars per year 
for each target; for each and every 
penny arcade show or exhibition 
Twenty-five Dollars per year; for each 
and every moving picture show One 
Hundred Dollars per year; for each and 
every exhibition, performance or en­
tertainment in any place where liquor 
is sold or drunk under a liquor tax 
certificate, Ten Dollars per day? for 
each and every exhibition or perform­
ance not hereinbefore included, Ten 
Dollars per day. -

§ 3. It shall be unlawful for any per 
son or persons to set up any stand or 
booth, or use any stand or booth, or 
use any stand or wagon, cart or other 
device upon any of the streets, lanes, 
alleys, public parks, or grounds of 
this village, for the purpose of intro­
ducing for sale, or selling or disposing 
of any article-of-value, without a spe-. 
cial license therefor. 
, Any person violating this Ordinance 

shall forfeit and pay a penalty of Ten 
Dollars for each offense; and in addi­
tion to the penalty a violation of this 
Ordinance shall constitute disorderly 
conduct, and the person violating the 
same shall' be a disorderly person. 

§ 4. The President of the Village 
may, in like manner as for shows,.etc. 
grant special licenses or permits for 
the introduction or sale of goods up­
on the streets or public grounds of 
the village for such sum as in his judg­
ment he deems proper, over and above 
the sum of one dollar for each kind of 
article thus offered or exposed for sate, 
to be paid in like manner as special li­
censes or permits for shows; pYovided 
however that the license fee for the 
sale or exposing for sale of patent or 
other medicines on the streets or pub­
lic grounds of the village shall not be 
less than Ten Dollars per day. 

§ 5. No person shall engage in 
hawking or peddling any goods (save 
meat, fish, fruit, and farm produce), 
in this Village without a license there­
for, under a penalty of Ten Dollars for 
each offense; and in addition to the 
penalty a violation of this Ordinance 
shall constitute disorderly conduct and 
the person violating'the same shall be 
a disorderly person. 

Licenses to engage in such business 
will be issued by the President of the 
Village at the rate of One Dollar in 
advance for each__and every day such 
business shall be engaged in. 

§ 6. No person, other than a licens­
ed auctioneer, shall engage in the bus­
iness of auctioneering in this Village, 
under a penalty of Ten Dollars for 
each offense. 

Licenses to engage in such business 
will be issued by the President of the 
Village upon payment to the Treasurer 
of the Village of One Dollar per day or 
Ten Dollars for a year. 

§ 7. The President of the Village 
may grant licenses or permits to any 
person to carry on the business or oc­
cupation of -auctioneer within tlie lim­
its of this Village at the rate of One 
Dollar per day, or Ten Dollars, for a 
year; said sum to be paid to the Clerk 
of the Village upon the issuance of 
said license or permit. 

§ 8. No license or permit issued or 
obtained under the provisions of this 
chapter shall be transferable, bu't shall 
be and remain for the proper use and 
benefit of the parties obtaining the 
same. 

§ 9. No person shall engage in the 
running of any public carriage, cab, 
hack, cart, dray, express wagon, mo­
tor vehicle or other vehicle for the 
transportation within the village, for 
hire, of persons or property, soliciting 
or running therefor without a license. 

Licenses for each of such vehicles 
shall be issued by the Village President 
and the price therefor shall be Five 
Dollars for each year or any part there 
of during which such license shall be 
in force, and such license shall begin 
on the first day of May each year. 

The Village Clerk shall record the 
vehicle license, issue and number con­
secutively, and shall supply to each 
vehicle a metal tag upon which the li­
cense number is plainly painted or 
stamped, and such tag shall be fasten­
ed upon such vehicle where it can be 
plainly seen. 

Any person violating this Ordinance 
shall forfeit and pay a penalty of Ten 
Dollars for each offense; and, in addi­
tion to the penalty, a violation of this 
Ordinance shall constitute disorderly 
conduct and the person violating the 
same shall be a disorderly person. 

CHAPTER IV. 
Of Street Hydrants, Etc. 

Section 1. No person shall open 
any hydrant, except with the permis­
sion of the President, or one r,r inure 
of the Trustees of the Village, the 
Chief Engineer or his assistants, the 
Superintendent of Water Works, nr 
one or more of ihe Water nmmlsJton-
ers, under a penalty of Ten Dollars for 
each violation of this Ordinance.

Ordinance. ---....; 

§ 3. No person shall fasten, In any"! 
manner, any horse, or team, o'r other \ 
animal to any hydrant, lamp-post, or 
watering trough within the limits of 
-this Village, under a penatty of One 
Dollar for each violation of this Ordi­
nance. 

§ 4. It shall be unlawful for any per 
son ttr wilfully or maliciously injure, 
break, destroy or meddle with, or in 
any manner render unfit for use any 
watering or drinking post, stand or 
.trough, or place for watering or drink­
ing, which have be n, are now, or may 
hereafter be erected within the limits 
of this Village for the general use and 
accommodation of the public. 

Any person violating this Ordinance 
shall forfeit and pay a penalty of Ten 
Dollars for each offense; and, in addi­
tion to the penalty, a violation of this 
Ordinance shall constitute disorderly 
conduct and the person violating the 
same shall be a disorderly person. 

CHAPTER V. 
Of the Prevention of Fires, Etc. 

Section l. No wood ashes shall be 
kept or deposited in any part of this 
Village, except the same be kept in a 
close iron, tin, or earthen vessel, or in 
a brick or stone ash house, or at the 
distance of at least twenty feet from 
any house, fence or wooden structure. 

Any person violating this Ordinance 
shall forfeit and pay a penalty of Five 
Dollars for each offense. 

§ .2. It shall be unlawful for any per 
son, firm or corporation, without a 
written license or permit from the 
President of the Village, countersigned 
by the Clerk, to store, or keep or de­
posit any gunpowder, or other explo­
sive of any character, in any store or 
building in this Village, unless the 
same be kept in a close tin or iron can­
ister or receptacle, and not then to ex­
ceed twenty-five pounds in any one 
place, store or building. 

Any person violating this Ordinance 
shall forfeit and pay a penalty of Five 
Dollars for each day this Ordinance is 
violated. 

§ 3. Whenever, in the opinion of 
the President, Board of Trustees, Chief 
Engineer of the Fire Department of 
this Village, any chimney, fireplace, 
stovepipe, heating apparatus, smoke 
house, or repository of ashes is In such 
condition as to expose a building or 
other place to take fire, it shall be 
their, and each of their duty, to direct 

dhejjwner or occupant of any premises 
whereon the same is situate to correct 
or remove such exposure within a cer­
tain time to be designated by him or 
them, not less than twenty-four hours 
after such notice. 

§ 4, No owner or occupant of any 
premises shall suffer any unsafe fire-* 
"place, chimney, stove, or stovepipe, 
heating apparatus, smoke house, or 
repository of ashes on such premises 
to continue ip such.condition after no­
tice to correct ihe same, and after tfie 
time limited therefor by such notice. 
' Any person violating this Ordinance 

shall forfeit and pay a penalty of Five 
Dollars for each offense. 

§ 5. It shall be the special duty of 
the person designated for that purpose 
by the Fire Department to diligently 
examine all premises for all exposures 
to fire enumerated in this chapter, and 
to serve the notices, if necessary, 
therein referred to, and to report any 
and all cases of violations of any of the 
provisions of this chapter to the Trus­
tees of the Village. 

§ 6. The Chief Engineer of the Fire 
Department, or the Assistant Engineers 
in command at any fire, or in the ab­
sence of the Chief and his Assistants, 
the President, or any Trustee of the 
Village may direct the Fire Department 
to cut down or remove any building, 
erection, or fence, for the purpose of 
checking the progress of any fire, and 
the Chief Engineer, or Assistant Engi­
neer in command at any fire, with the 
advice and concurrence of the Presi­
dent of the Village, or two or more 
members of the Board of Trustees, 
shall have power to blow up or cause 
to be blown up with powder or other­
wise, any building or erection during 
the progress of the fire, for the pur­
pose of extinguishing or checking said 
fire. 

§ 7. The Chief Engineer or the As­
sistant Engineer in, command at any 
fire may prescribe the limits in the vi­
cinity of any fire within which no per­
son, except those who reside therein, 
members of the Fire Department, the 
President or Trustees of the Village, 
and those admitted by order of the of­
ficers of the Fire Department of the 
Village, shall be permitted to come. 

§ 8. No person shall wilfully neg­
lect or refuse to obey the reasonable 
orders of the Chief Engineer of the 
Fire Department or his subordinate of­
ficer, at any fire in this Village, or ob­
struct in any manner the operations of 
the Fire Department at a fire, under a 
penalty of Five Dollars for each offense 
and in addition to the penalty a- viola­
tion of this Ordinance Shall constitute 
disorderly conduct and the person vi­
olating the same shall be a disorderly 
person.' 

§ 9. No person shall wilfully offer 
any hindrance to any officer or fireman 
in the performance of his duty at a fire 
or shall wilfully In any manner deface, 
injure or destroy any fire engine or 
apparatus belonging to the Village of 
Potsdam or its Fire Department. 

Any person .violating this Ordinance 
shall forfeit and pay a penalty of 
Twenty-five Dollarsi'f.ar each offense; 
and in addition to the penalty a viola­
tion of this Ordinance shall constitute 
disorderly conduct and the person vi­
olating the same shall be a disorderly 
person. 

§ 10. Whenever it shall become ne­
cessary for the preservation of prop­
erty to prevent the spreading of fire, 
or to remove property to prevent the 
spreading of fire, or to protect adjoin­
ing property frAm fire, the Chief En-
•"'".•cr, or the Assistant Engineer, or 
Foreman In- charge, are authorized to 
cause the removal <̂ f all such proper'.v 
as tnav be necessary. 

8 11. It shall be unlawful to ro ov­
er anv unprotected hoje of the Fire r>» 
partment of this Village, when laid 

down to be used it any fire, or alarm 
of fire, with any engine, car„raiIro»d 
train, or any other vehicle whatever 
without first having obtained the con­
sent of the Chief Engineer, or one of 
the Assistant Engineers in command 
A penalty of Twenty-tive Dollars shall 
to iapoMd lor any violation of any of 
t»e piwWons of this section. And 
in^addKloa.thereto the party or person 
offending against any of the provisions 
of this section shall be liable for all 
damages resulting. 

§ 12. The fire limits of. the Village 
of Potsdam shall be and are hereby 
declared to be as follows: 

Beginning in the easterly bounds of' 
the lands in said village leased to or 
held by or under the New York Cen­
tral & Hudson River Railroad, at a point 
due west from the south line of Willow 
Street, and running thence easterly 
and"along said south line to Market 
Streetjthence on a straight line to the 
south bounds of Munson Street; thence 
easterly along the south line of Mun­
son Street to a point opposite the 
northeast corner of the Tappan lot 
(so-called); thence southerly, and al­
ong the east line of said Tappan Jot to 
Elm Street; and thence across film 
Street to the northwest corner of Un­
ion and. Elm Streets; thence continu­
ing along the west line of Union Street 
across Main Street upon a straight line 
to the northerly line of Hamilton 
Street; thence westerly along the north 
line of Hamilton Street to Racquette 
River; thence northerly along the east­
erly margin of said river to the bridge 
crossing said river; thence westerly 
along the southerly line of said bridge 
across the same; thence across Fall 
Island on the southerly side of Maple 
Street to a point opposite to the west­
erly boundary of the Grist Mill lot (so-
called); thence northerly along the 
westerly boundary of said lot to the 
westerly margin of the river;, thence 
northeasterly upon a straight line and 
across said river to the easterly margin 
of said river where the same is inter­
sected by the southerly boundary of 
said railroad lands; thence eastwardly 
and northwardly along the southeast 
bounds of said- railroad lands to the 
place of beginning; and all territory,, 
lots and lands included within the afore 
said bounds are, and hereby declared 
to be, within the fire limits of the Vil­
lage of Potsdam; and no wooden hous­
es, stores or outhouses, or Other struc­
tures of wood or of materials liable to 
take fire shall be built, constructed or 
placed within the fire Jimits aforesaid. 

Any person, firm or corporation vi­
olating any of the provisions of this 
section shall forfeit and pay a penalty

S 13. AH aweirmg nouses or nroccs, 
exceeding three stories in height and' 
to be occupied by more than two fam­
ilies on any floor, all buildings more 
than two stories, in height to be used 
as a hotel, lodging or boarding house 
and containing more than fifteen rooms 
every factory, mill, office building, hos­
pital or. asylum or any .place where in­
valids are treated, and every building 
used in whole or in part as'a place for 
instruction, or assembly, .or public 
dancing, or meetings, shall be provid­
ed with suitable fire escapes or exits. 

All such exits shall be plainly mark­
ed "Exit":'**! numbered.with-tetfers 
and figures at least six inches in length 
and all such exits in places.of assem­
bly, public dances or meetings shalt 
be further marked by the presence of 
a red light, which shall be kept .burn­
ing at all times whenever there is an 
assemblage of persons in such build­
ings and there is not sufficient light 
from" without to clearly disclose the 
location of each "Exit" from all parts 
of the floor, upon which such "Exits" 
may be. 

All such "Exits" and "Fife Escapes" 
shall be 'provided with doors opening 
outwards, which shall always be un­
locked throughout each and every time 
of any assemblage, dance or meeting 
in such buildings. 

All such fire escapes shall be con­
structed of iron, with -suitable balco­
nies, at each point of "Exit" from the 
building and stairs .with railing of suit­
able width to allow the speedy egress 
from the building. 

it shall be the duty of the Chief of 
the Fire Department of the Village, to 
inspect all such buildings and to see 
that the provisions of this Ordinance 
are carried out and enforced and 
whether or not such fire escapes and 
exits, balconies and exits shall be suit­
able and sufficient shall be determined 
by him. 

Any person, firm or corporation vi­
olating any of the provisions of this 
section shall forfeit and pay a penalty 
of Twenty-five Dollars. 

§.14. It shall be unlawful to set fire 
to any pile of shavings or other mate­
rial, or to build any bonfire in any 
street, lane, alley, or public square, 
or elsewhere after sundown. 

Any person violating this Ordinance 
shall forfeit and pay a penalty of Two 
Dollars for each offense; and, in addi­
tion to the penalty, a violation of this 
ordinance shall constitute disorderly 
conduct and the person violating thi 
same shall be a disorderly person. 

CHAPTER VI. 
M'w-olljueou* Provisions. 

Section 1. tt sh*n be and Is hereby 
declared to.be unlawful for any minor 
under the age of sixteen years to be 
abroad in any of the public streets, 
lanes, alleys, parks, or other public 
places in the Village of Potsdam, N.V., 
at night time after the hour of eight 
o'clock p. m., from the 1st day of Oc­
tober to the 31st day of March inclu­
sive, and after the hour of nine o'clock 
p. m. from the 1st day of April until 
the 30th day of September, Inclusive, 
unless accompanied by the parent or 
guardian or other adult person haying 
the authorized charge and control of 
such minor, except that such minor 
shall show to any official who shall de­
mand it a statement In writing, dated 
that day, signed by such parent or 
guardlan or other custodian, that such 
minor Is on a lawful errand, or except 
that the business or employment of 
such minor or guardian or other cus­
todian of such minor makes It neces­
sary to be upon the street or other 
public places In said Village it the 
hour specified therein; rrovlded, how­
ever, that these exceptions shall not 
apply when »uch minor shall be play­
ing or unnrcf««rl1v loitering in or up­
on any street, land, alley, park or puh-
lic place in said Vllage.
