A bill now before the legislature in­
serts a new section in the highway 
law providing that hedge fences shall 
not be, maintained along the boundar­
ies of a highway. Town superintend­
ents, except during the months of 
November, December, January, Febru­
ary and March of each year, shall serve 
notice upon the owners or occupants 

• of land having a hedge fence on its high 
way boundary, .to remove and destroy 
such fence, including the roots, within 
30 days. If the owner or occupant 
falls to remove the fence, the town su­
perintendent may do so at the expense 

-of the owner. The growing or placing 
of any hedge fence hereafter along the 
highway boundary shall constitute a 
misdemeanor.
