It 
is" true perhaps that we have gained 
many new frills in the past two or 
three thousand years but their exact 
value to us is as yet extremely prob­
lematical. We have steam heat, elec­
tric lights, automobiles, motor boats, 
telephones, complicated mechanical" de 
vices, railroad trains and a thousand 
and one things of like nature that we 
call necessities. But our bodies are 
not one whit better, if in fact as good, 
as those of the ancient Spartansj our 
art and expression are no better, if in 
fact as perfect, as that of the ancient 
Greeks; our minds and intellects are 
no keener, if in fact as keen, as those 
of Aristides and Cicero; and our teach­
ers do not begin to measure up* to 
Christ,. Confucius, Buddha or Socrates. 
Undoubtedly the sole purpose of exis­
tence in this life Is progress, but that 
as human beings we are really progress 
ing in any marked degree is a matter 
of considerable doubt. We have done 
some things in discovering nature's 
laws and applying them to our alleged 
needs, it is true, but-man himself is 
Jast where he has always" been. When 
we feel like getting chesty over our 
progress, a little retrospective intro­
spection is good for the soul.

The Saturday Evening Post, which 
is as constructive in its general policy 
as it is destructive in its editorial ef­
forts, says in a recent article: 

"Probably, in the United States, a 
dozen laws to restrict business are pass 
ed or proposed for every law to pro­
mote business that is passed or pro­
posed. It seems time to reduce the 
balance a bit." 

This is unquestionably so, only the 
Post article has put the percentage far 
too low. Probably a hundred laws are 
proposed to hinder business for every 
one that is proposed to help it. We 
are certainly an ignorant, foolish, and 
short sighted race of beings. This an­
tagonistic policy to business prosper­
ity is well exemplified in an editorial 
in the same issue of the Post which 
says: 

"There is no question whatever that 
the country wants a reasonable reduc­
tion of tariff duties; but, as long as a 
standpat Republican is left in Washing­
ton, all tariff reduction, no matter how 
moderate, will be resisted to the last 
ditch. Another election—another and 
still moreydecisive defeat of that fac­
tion—may be necessary before we can 
get any downward tariff revision." 

In other words in spite of the res­
trictive legislation which we have im­
posed upon business, it has still flour­
ished somewhat, so we must hit it an­
other whack by reducing the tariff 
which has made it possible for business 
enterprises to succeed irt this countryl 
The "standpat Republicans" are at­
tempting to stand between business 
and ruin, so defeat them at the polls!

ROADS TO COST COUNTY $100,000. 

MRS. JESSE REYNOLDS. 

/ The death of Mrs. Jesse Reynolds 
occurred at her home- in Potsdam on 
Saturday morning, March 9, 1912. She 
had been in-failing health for more than 
a year, and' for the past week her 
death was expected at any time. 

Elizabeth Hargrave was born in 
Madrid Nov. 9, 1849. Entering the 
Normal School here she graduated with 
the Class of 1872. After teaching a 
few years she became a member of the 
Normal Faculty, serving from 187 7 to 
1883, being successively assistant in 
mathematics, principal'of the Interme­
diate Department and principal of the 
Training School. From 1883 to 1885 
she was Teacher of Methods and Critic 
in the Training Department of the 
Whitewater, Wise, Normal School. 

In February, 1885, Miss Hargrave 
was united in marriage with Dr. Jesse 
Reynolds.' Three children were born 
to them, Mary, Albert and Elizabeth, 
all of whom survive, together with 
four stepsons, Dr. W. H., Leonard, 
James and Guy. All were present at 
the funeral with the exception of Al­
bert, who is now-in South America.

Throughout her entire life 
she endeavored conscientiously to live 
in accordance with the high ideals of 
her religion. 

Funeral services were held in the 
Presbyterian Church, Monday after­
noon at 2 o'clock, Rev. F. B. Cowan 
officiating, with interment at Bayside.

A most unselfish husband and father, 
a devoted friend and kind neighbor will 
be with us. no more only in blessed 
memory. 

MRS. MARY HURLEY. 

The community learned with sorrow 
of the death of Mrs. Mary Hurley, wife 
of Jeremiah Hurley, whose death oc­
curred at her home in Brasher on 
Wednesday evening, March 6, 19-12. 

Mrs. Hurley had been in poor health 
for the last three months and every­
thing that loving hearts and hands 
could do was done for her and altho'.a 
great sufferer she did not complain. 
Her bright smile and merry words de­
ceived her many friends who came to 
see her. It was only her own family 
whotrealized the end was near and that 
-Hrey-must-paTr'fcrth their dear mother. 

Mrs. Hurley was in the 76th year of 
her age. She was united in marriage 
to Jerry Hurley on Feby. 9, 1862, and 
they had passed 50 years together and 
though many crushing sorrows had 
come in 50 years her noble christian 
spirit could always say: "God's will be 
done." She leaves to mourn her loss 
her husband, two sons and two daugh­
ters, Michael, Dennis and Miss Josie of 
Brasher, and Mrs. C. H. Barnard of 
Lawr'enceville; two brothers and. two 
sisters, who have the heartfelt sympa­
thy of the community. 

About eighty teams followed in the 
funeral procession from her late home 
to the Catholic Church at Brasher Falls 
where a requiem mass was celebrated 
by Rev. D. J. Sullivan, who spoke 
words of comfort and cheer to the 
sorrowing family. The remains were 
laid to rest in the Catholic cemetery 
beside her six children who had gone 
before. 

The Good Roads Committee of the 
Board of Supervisors at its session on 
March 6th completed five resolutions 
recommending the construction of five 
different parcels of road throughout 
the county. 

The resolutions were submitted to 
the Board of Supervisors who approv­
ed them and voted that the towns and 
county raise the funds necessary for 
their construction. 

The roads to be constructed are 
from Morristown village to and thro-
Brier Hill to the Hammond town line, 
6.53 miles from the Oswegatchie town 
line, through Morristown toward Og-
densburg, until it meets the state road 
already completed; 4.08 miles from the 
Morristown, Hammond town line, thro' 
Hammond to South Hammond and to 
the Jefferson county line; 10.26 miles 
from Waddington village on the direct 
road to the Madrid line, and 4.04 miles 
from Norwood to Norfolk through the 
hamlet of East Norfolk 3.30 miles. 

The entire cost of these five pieces 
of road is estimated at $365,600, of 
which the state will pay $215,364, St. 
Lawrence county $102,368, and the 
towns $47,868. 

The first road of 6.53 miles will cost 
$81,600, the second of 4.08 miles $60, 
900, the third of 10.26 miles $138,800 
the fourth of 4.04 miles $48,200, and 
the fifth of 3.30 miles $36,100. This 
makes the average cost per mile about 
$12,900. 

The county and several towns that 
are benefitted by these roads must 
bond themselves and the towns turn 
their funds ever to the county treas­
urer, who will pay it out. The ro?ds 
are all to be constructed this year. 

The committee also believes that the 
5,457 miles of county roads could be 
built less expensively if the state, the 
ccunty ard town officials tofether 
would consider the local condition* 
and requirements before the plans and 
specifications are made. 

They believe that the Legislature 
and the peonle of the state should ac* 
that the additional $50,000,000 shall 
be made available as soon as possible, 
and that the officers of the Hirhway 
Department should greatly.'accelerate 
the rate of the past in building the 
county and state roads, so that the peo 
pie of the state shall have them to use 
at the earliest possible date.
