FRANK H. BALDWIN. 

Frank H. Baldwin was born on a 
farm on the Stockholm road in 1862. 
His parents moved to'this village, and 
after a course at the Normal, Mr. Bald­
win entered business in 1876, being 
employed as clerk in various stores. 
In 1883 he became a partner with his 
father in the coal and feed business, 
under the firm name of H. K. Baldwin 
& Co. Here by industry and energy, 
he built up a large trade, and on the 
retirement of his father a few years 
ago he became the sble owner. 

Mr. Baldwin was always willing to 
do his part in village matters and serv­
ed on the Board of Trustees in 1893 
and 1894, and as Village President in 
1895 and 1896. 

Mr. Baldwin was a man of naturally 
affable disposition, with a wide circle 
of acquaintances and a prosperous bus 
iness, and no reason except temporary 
aberration can be assigned for the rash 
deed which ended his life. 

Mr. Baldwin was united in marriage 
with Miss Maud Moore, whose death 
occurred last July. He is survived by 
three children, his father, a brothe' 
Fred and a sister Minnie. 

Funeral services will be held at the 
house Thursday at 2 p. m.
