COMMITTEES AND DELEGATES 

Appointments Made Under New Law. 

The Congressional Committee of 
the Thirty-first Congressional District 
of New York met in Ogdensburg, on 
Tuesday Feby. 27, 1912, at one o'clock 
p. m. They organized by electing 
William H. Daniels, of St. Lawrence 
County, Chairman and Hon. Harry E. 
Owen, of Essex County, Secretary. 

This Committee meeting was held in 
pursuance to Chapter 891 of the Laws 
of the State of .New York, better known 
as the Direct Primary Law. The du­
ties of this Committee of five (one 
from each Assembly District in the 
Congressional District), originally ap­
pointed by the last Congressional Con­
vention, held in 1910, were simply to 
issue the calls at the proper time for 
the Republican Congressional Conven­
tions. The new law however changed 
this and on assembling on the 27th of 
February it was found necessary to 
designate two names to represent this 
Congressional District as delegates to 
the National .Republican Convention to 
be held in Chicago June lSth next, and 
two.alternate?, designate •oic n,anje for 
Member of the State (Jommittee from 
this Congressional" District, and desig­
nate a new Congressional Committee 
consisting of three from each Assem­
bly District, in this Congressional Dis­
trict to form a new Congressional Com 
mittee. All designations made by the 
Committee are to be placed-upon the 
ticket and voted for at the coming Pri­
mary Election. The Committee did 
not pass any resolutions of instructions 
considering it was better for the inter­
est of this Congressional District and 
the Party that' the delegates go to 
Chicago uniustructed. They will then

VILLAGE ORDINANCES. 

(Continued from Page 2.) 
§ 2. It shall be unlawful for any pa-, 

rent, guardian or other custodian Of 
any such minor to permit any such 
minor to be abroad in the streets, 
lanes, alleys, parks or other public 
places of this village after the hours 
aforesaid, contrary to the provision; 
of this Ordinance, or to permit such 
minor to violate the provisions of this 
Ordinance in any manner. 

Any person violating this Ordinance 
shall forfeit and pay a penalty of Two 
Dollars for each offense; and, in,addi< 
tion to the penalty, a violation of this1 

Ordinance shall constitute disorderly1 

conduct' and the person violating the 
same shall be a disorderly person. 

§ 3. Each member of the police 
force, constable or peace officer, while 
on duty, is hereby authorized to arfesf 
Without warrant, any person wilfully 
violating the provisions of Section i 
of this Ordinance, and detain such pei 
son for a reasonable time-in "•whtcl 
complaint can be made and a wirrin 
canTie issued and served. Be. rttfiir -
ther ordained that no child or minor 
person arrested under the provisions' 
of this Ordinance shall be placed in 
confinement until they have first been 
taken home, nor until the parents, 
guardian or other person having the 
legal control or custody of such child 
or minor person shall have been per­
sonally notified of such arrest, and 
shall have refused or shall omit to be­
come responsible for the observance 
of the provisions of this Ordinance by 
said minor person. 

§ 4. It shall be the duty of the Po­
lice Justice, or of any Magistrate or Jus 
tice of the Peace having jurisdiction in 
the premises, upon the arrest of any 
child or minor person, where the par­
ents or guardians have refused tq be­
come responsible for said minor per­
son for violations of the provisions of 
Seition 1 of this Ordinance, to inquire 
into the facts of said arrests and the 
condition and 'circumstances of such 
child or minor person, and if 
it shall appear that said child 
or minor person, for want of pro­
per parental care, is growing up in 
mendicancy or vagrancy or is incorrig­
ible, cause the proper proceedings to 
be had and taken, as authorized and 
provided by law in such cases. 

§ 5. The Board of Trustees of the 
Village of Potsdam shall provide from 
time to time for the ringing of a bell 
in said Village, to be designated by res­
olution or otherwise, ar.d such bell 
shall be rung as a Curfew Bell, and 
such ringing of such belt shall desig­
nate the hours herein mentioned for 
the purposes of this Ordinance. 

§ 6. Any person, against whom a 
poll tax shall have been lawfully assess­
ed and who shall refuse to pay the 
same, shall forfeit and pay a penalty 
of Five Dollars; and, in addition to the 
penalty a violation of this Ordinance 
shall constitute disorderly conduct and 
the person violating the same shall be 
a disorderly person. 

§ 7. It shall be unlawful to run any 
railroad car or locomotive within the 
limits of this village at a greater rate 
of speed than ten miles per hour; and 
any person or corporation who shall 
violate the provisions of this section, 
shall forfeit and pay a penalty of Twen­
ty-five Dollars. » 

§ 8, It shall be unlawful to permit 
any railroad car or locomotive to stand 
upon any street crossing within the 
limits of this village longer than three 
minutes at any one time. Any person 
or corporation who shall violate the 
provisions of this section shall forfeit 
and pay a penalty of twenty-five Dol­
lars. 

§ 9. Any and all ordinances, rules 
and regulations heretofore made, or­
dained, passed or adopted for the gov­
ernment of the Village of Potsdam, 
which in any manner conflict with the 
foregoing ordinances, are hereby re­
pealed. 

The foregoing ordinances, rules and 
regulations were duly approved, adopt­
ed and enacted by the Board of Trus­
tees of the Village of Potsdam, at a 
regular meeting of said Board on the 
26th day of February, l « t 2 .
