President Taft in a speech-last week 
made answer to the propaganda for the 
recal' of judges and for the more recent 
proposal for the recall of judicial de­
cisions. His topic was "The Judiciary 
and Progress." He made nd direct ref­
erence to Colonel Roosevelt. 

Utterly without merit or utility, and 
reactionary instead of progressive; 
crude, revolutionary, fitful and unstable 
were the terms in which the president 
referred to the recall method of revers­
ing judicial̂  constructions of the con­
stitution. 

''1 have examined this proposed meth 
od of reversing judicial decisions on 
constitutional questions with care," 
said President Taft, "I do not hesitate 
to say that-it lays the axe at the foot 
of the tree of well ordered freedom 
and subjects the' guaranties Q{ life, lib­
erty and property without remedy to 
the fitful impulse of a temporary ma­
jority of an electorate." 

Senator Spooner'says: "I have read 
more or less, as have you, latterly, of 
discontent with .the restrictions of the 
constitution of the states and the Unit­
ed States. 'Back to the people' is the 
thing we are reading every day. I say 
•back to the constitution. 

"1 think it never could have entered 
the minds of the men who framedthe 
constitution that there could be found 
in all time men who would favor the 
recall of the judiciary. To me the 
proposition is unthinkable. It would 
make a coward of every judge on the 
bench. . I will change that and put it 
this way. No self respecting man 
would accept judicial office under such 
conditions. The. recall of judges is 
only equalled by that twin devil, the 
recall of judicial decisions. I'm a firm 
believer in the people, In the sober sec 
ond thought of the people, but I have 

-seen the people, when-appealed to by 
some gifted and attractive demagogue, 
go wild. I've seen them vote for meas 
ures which a few' years later they want­
ed wiped from the statute books. 

"No American citizen has' a right to 
tolerate doctrines so wild and revo­
lutionary. It is no more a question of 
politics than the preservation of the 
•Union was a question of politics." 

"There can be no question whatever 
that to abandon representative govern­
ment and to take up in its place legis­
lation by direct vote is to return from 
a high stage of evolution to a lower

Iwltb failure." 
" Representative government and 

liberty," he said, "faded away together 
and the executive became all powerful. 
Therefore in these propositions now 
made tojis there isjiothing new. They 
are old propositions. We" are today 
asked to'lay aside the great advance­
ment the government'has made, as his-
"tory shows, b*y the representative sys­
tem and return to earlier forms. 

"The greatest safeguard of human 
rights in the long run is to be found in 
independents courts, which .can be 
swayed neither by the whisper of the 
bribe giver, by the clamor of the mob, 
by the command of the autocrat or by 
the dark "threats of secret organiza­
tion." 

DON'T WANT TO BUY AT HOME. 

Editors Courier and Freeman: 
In regard to what was said in the 

paper last week, about so much money 
going to mailorder houses for worth­
less goods, if the farmers who send, 
and most of them do, to mail order 
houses were questioned as to why they 
do not buy their goods at the, stores, 
they would reply that the dealers and 
middleman's profits might as well1 be 
in their (the farmers') pocket as in 
the dealers'. If the village and city 
people care anything about thefarmers 
welfare, they should let the farmers 
buy their goods where they please, 
and say nothing.

The dominant note Is 'Trust the peo­
ple!" In taking this position he is on 
solid ground. While he advocates lit­
tle in the way of reform that Demo­
crats, have not advocated for years, 
still It is gratifying to have his influ­
ence thrown into the balance in favor 
of the direct election of senators, the 
initiative and the referendum. These 
reforms are distinctly and emphatical­
ly Democratic. The proposition to 
submit to the people judicial decisions 
on constitutional questions is of Dem­
ocratic origin." 

If there could be any better evi­
dence than this that Roosevelt has left 
the Republican party we would like to 
see it produced. The dominant note 
may be: "Trust the People," but the 
people from now on will no more trust 
Mr. Roosevelt than they would trust 
Mr. Bryan.

Mrs. Margaret Allen, widow of the 
late Elijah I. Shaw, died at the Itumc 
of her daughter, Mrs. Geo. Empey, 
near Eben, March 7, l«M2. Mrs. 
Shaw was born in Edwards, N. Y. Apr, 
22, -1828. She was a daughter of 
George Allen, a Scotch pioneer who 
came from Edinborough to Edwards at 
the instance of Joseph Pitcairn and in 
1819 took up the duties of land agent 
for that-gentleman's extensive holding 
in that part of the county; a responsi­
ble position which he faithfully filled 
during the balance of his business ca­
reer. Her mother was Sally Chapin, 
the daughter of another 'pioneer, and 
the marriage of her parents was the 
first on record contracted between the 
white people in the town of Edwards. 
When Mrs. Shaw was 1.3 years old her 
mother died, and the care of the home 
and of several younger children fell at 
once largely on her young shoulders. 
She was united in marriage with Mr. 
Shaw Oct. 15, 1851, and they madea 
home in her native town, and there-all 
their children, four in number, were 
born to them. One of these died in 
infancy, another at the age of 16, and 
two survive, Allen of Parishville Cen­
ter, and Delia, Mrs. Geo. Empey of 
Eben. They afterward lived a short 
time in Waddington, and from-there in 
1879 removed to Parishville Center, 
and became identified . with • the com­
munity of that place. 

Mr. Shaw died in 1903, and shortly 
after his death Mrs. Shaw went to 
make her home with her daughter who 
tenderly cared for her during her de 
dining years. 

Wherever Mrs. Shaw went, her true 
Christian character, kindness of heart, 
geniality of disposition, ready sympa­
thy and( ever present tact made a 
warm friend of every acquaintance, 
Even with the failing of her mental 
faculties in-the last years of her life, 
there was no dimming of the qualities 
which had- made all her life so lova­
ble. When the present became al­
most a blapk to her and her mind went 
back to the years of her youth and 
early womanhood, it was to dwell on 
the bright spots, the kindnesses of 
those about her; or if she recalled sot-
rows her" "chief grief was for the af­
flictions of others. During this period 
of her life, she often talked pathetic­
ally "of the early loss of her mother, 
but always with sympathy for the deep 
mourning of her father uppermost in 
her mind, and never with a note of 
self pity for- the little girl tktnt^mt 
so" bravely with the hurderrall— too. 
heavy for her tender years. 

Such was her life. May Its exam­
ple be an incentive to those who have 
known and loved her.
