William F. Benham, a noted guide 
and woodsman, died in Saranac Lake 
last week. He was almost the last of 
the old time guides and had charge of

wilderness days. He is said to have 
known the trails and lakes of the nor­
thern Adirondacks as no one else did, [ 
and his services were in constant de­
mand for many years. He was 77 
years old.

Miss Abble McMillan dropped dead 
Thursday evening about 6:30 o'clock 
at her home in Ogdensburg. She had 
been in poor health for a long while 
and was a sufferer from heart trouble. 
After partaking of the evening meal 
she sat down at a desk and started to 
write a postal to a friend. She had 
written but a few words when she 
dropped back in her chair dead. Cor­
oner Stillwell was called In and deemed 
an inquest unnecessary. She was ab­
out 75 years'of age and lived with Mrs 
Hugh McMillan. Miss McMillan was 
well known to the business people of 
Ogdensburg for years. 

The New York Central railroad has 
posted "no trespassing" signs at the 
junction of Main St. and the lane lead­
ing to Harrison St., In the village of 
Canton. For many years a street or 
lane had been maintained alongside of 
the railroad track at this point, and 
owners of property adjoining the track 
have built houses facing the track, 
which can only be reached by going on 
railroad property. About two years 
ago the company began demanding" 
rent of the property owners along the 
lane. Some property owners paid, 
while others refused to pay, and the 
company erected fences on Its line In 
frorit of the houses where no rent was 
paid.

The work of 
putting on the finishing touches of the 
big job is proceeding steadily and the 
end of the work is almost in sight.'The 
most difficult part of the contract, of 
sinking and concreting the pipe under 
the Oswegatchie, is now almost finish­
ed. The'work of installing the switch 
board in the new.electric pump station 
at the shipyard is now being done. The 
change from Oswegatchie to St. Law­
rence w'ater will be made without spe­
cial ceremony. Workmen last week 
dug up from the bed of the Oswegatch 
ie river two boxes of old style cannon' 
balls.. One box was badly decayed, 
but the other was intact. The boxes 
are supposed to have been thrown in­
to the river from the old Arseira, which 
stands on the bank' opposite where 
they were found. They were intend­
ed probably for use either during the 
War of 1812 or the Civil War, as ac­
tivities were carried on at the Arsenal 
during both struggles.

BRUSHTON. 

The Thousand Island Steamboat'Co. 
is having a new boat built at Toledo, 
Ohio, and it will be completed by June 
t. The company has not secured a 
name for the new vessel, says the King 
ston Whig, and have decided upon a 
little plan to secure the name. The 
sum of $25 in gold will be given to the 
person whose suggestion is adopted as 
the name for the new steamer. It is 
essential that the name be suggestive 
of the route and the territory to be 
served. The names of the present 
steamers in the fleet must not be du­
plicated. H. B. Mills, the general pas­
senger agent, Is looking after the re­
plies. The new vessel will be a twin 
screw steel ship of the observation 
type. It will be 175 feet long, with 
32 feet beam, and will have a carrying 
capacity of 1000, with a speed of 17 
miles per hour. The steamer will be 
equipped with a powerful searchlight.. 

Nearly 10,000 bushels of potatoes 
were shipped from Chateaugay station 
last week.
