The spectacle Teddy is making in 
fcis effort to recapture the1 Presidency 
makes it more than ever desirable that 
car system shoald be changed so that 
a man coald only hold'that high o:Ec.-
for one term and that term shoald b£ 
for six years. ' The third term idea \i 
pretty generally opposed in this coun­
try and ri|htly so. bat it is also pretty 
generally coaceded that a President 
has a good right to rua for a second 
term. This system causes a President 
to spend most of his time daring his 
first term in doing those things which 
shall strengthen his political fences for 
kls renomination. Instead of giving 
i i s entire attention to the efficient ad­
ministration of the affairs of govern­
ment, a President is compelled, fre­
quently against his will, to play poli­
tics, as the saying is, ia order to head 
ciF the efforts of his enemies to des­
troy his chances for a second term. 
Tie country would be vastly better off 
if the President had six years in which 
to carry oat his policies unhampered 
by any thought of politics and uu-
tempted fcy any prospect of a second 
term. The sentiment of this country-
is about ripe for such a change. 

The demarid.of the people that pub­
lic officials shall be men of honesty and 
integrity and that graft -in the admin­
istration of public affairs must altcn 
{ether cease, is of course a proper de-
aiand and some time in the future 
SfCh a complete condition of strict 

. hpnesty may be brought about. As a 
matter of fact the great majority of 
men in public positions today are hon­
est ' But in considering this question 
it may be well .to remember that a 
stream can ri$e no higher than its own_ 
source. Public? officials 'always come" 
fPwn the people—there is no other 
pjice from which, they can come. The 
nmckrafcers have told us many lurid 
tales of graft and dishonesty in publi. 
life, but they h^ve failed to make, it 
pjain that the graft and dishonesty in 
private life far exceeds the other. In 
ivery line of basiness or endeavor 
there is some crookedness; in the 
building and contracting line there is 
graft from top to bottom; in the legal 
profession there is a too frequent ten­
dency to assist guilty clients to evide 
the laws; there are women of all ages 
and classes who do not hesitate to en­
gage in dishonest smuggling opera­
tions; there are manufacturers who 
give us impure and adulterated goods; 
there are storekeepers who swindle us 
by means of false and dishonest scales 
or measures; there are milk dealers 
who water their milk or use poisonous 
preservatives in it; big department 
stores are compelled to wage in'ever­
lasting conflict against an army of pet­
ty thieves and shoplifters; many seem­
ingly decent people who patronize ho­
tels and restaurants show an amazing 
tendency to purloin even-thing from 
towels to teaspoons; there are railroad 
employees who rob freight cars of 
many valuable goods: there are labor­
ing men who put in a dishonest day's 
work and who turn out dishonestly 
made wares: there are spiritual leaders 
who try to make us believe things thf y 
don't believe themselves, and in iict 
there is no walk in life or class of peo­
ple on earth which seems entirely fret 
from the curse of dishonesty. When 
you hear a man discoursing volubly 
upon the dishonesty 'of public men. 
just look him over and see what brand 
of dishonesty he practices himself. 
There are no'ite of us who are absolute 
ly, un'equivocably and intrin'sicailv 
honest in every word and deed. ir.d 
oar idea of honesty seem to be largely 
a question of degree. Afthou eh at 
heart all men believe in and prefer 
honor and integrity above all else, .yet 
at some, time ,ot place or.ia .some meas­
ure or degree they are prone to fai! in 
a strict interpretation of these quali­
ties. If public life is to be made above 
criticism, private life must set the pace 
and the example. Old Confucius once 
said: "The perfecting of one's self 
is the fundamental base of ail progress 
and all moral development." 

One of the early fruits of the at­
tacks upon the judiciary and the ad­
vocacy of the proposition to recall un­
popular judges and reverse unpopular 
decisions, was the court house slaugh­
ter ia Virginia last week. The family 
<i i convicted criminal did not like 
the Judge cor the verdict, so, doabt-
!ess impressed with the .views of some 
oi our prominent men on this question 
they recalled the judge with a bullet. 
They also attempted to set aside the 
judicial decision by murdering the 
prosecuting attorney, the sheriff, some 
of the jury and an innocent bystander. 
Co!. Poosevelt and other enemies of 
the courts, will probably not contem­
plate this concrete and successful ex­
ample of a judicial recall with any 
great degree of satisfaction, and if 
they have any semblance of reason left 
in them it will produce some ' hard 
thinking on their part. Even in our 
own state of New York Judge Eosalsky 
against whose decision in the Brandt 
case there had been much criticism, 
came very near to being murdered 
last week. Some vicious advocate of 
the recall seat him-an explosive ma­
chine which however failed to explode 
at the momeat the Judge opened i t 
A few minutes later it went off badly 
wounding the officer who was in 
charge of it. These things are bat 
samples of what we may expect in this 
country if the ideas of the demagogues 
the muckrakers, the progressives, and 
the apostles of unrest are allowed to 
gain the ascendancy in our affairs. If 
the majority of the people in this 
country are still sane this is a good 
year in which to prove it.

The big strike of textile workers at 
Lawrence, Mass.. has finally been end­
ed and most of the strikers have gone 
back to work. Of course the raak 
and file of these more or less misguid­
ed and unfortunate people suffered a 
considerable misery and privation from 
the prolonged deprivation of their 
weekly wages. They were paying the 
penalty that many hard working and 
industrious people pay -when they get 
into the bands of unscrupulous labor 
leaders. There has been.a good.deal. 
of inflated and highly colored senti­
ment worked off by many good people 
concerning this strike and even the 
editors of a few generally sensible pa­
pers have allowed their sympathetic 
biood to, boil over the alleged wrongs 
committed upon the strikers by the 
police and soldiers in their efforts to 
protect property and maintain a sem­
blance of order in that uneasy city. 
Whit these good people failed to real­
ize was that the situation called for 
extreme measures being a war not oaly 
against capital but an internecine war­
fare of rival labor unions. One W. D. 
Haywood who attained notoriety as 
one of the officers of the Western Fed­
eration of Miners at the time when 
that organization was promoting a pro­
gram of dynamiting and murder, aided, 
and_ abetted by an agitator named Ei-
tor, appears to have used these poor 
creatures in Lawrence to farther cer­
tain schemes for building up a new 
national labor trust known as the In­
dustrial Workers of the World in op­
position to the American Federation 
of Labor. In these iabor wars, no 
matter how much disorder, is raised 
nor how much suffering among thj? 
poor and the public is caused, the la­
bor leaders always come out of the 
straggle with good clothes and a fat 
bank account and the greiter the dis­
turbance the more prosperous are the 
leaders. The sympathy of the good 
people was not misplaced bat their in­
dignation was misdirected.
