—The State Highway Commission 
has approved the specifications sub­
mitted by the Board of Trustees for 
the new State road through Potsdam? 
The road will be bituminous macadam 
and will be about 12,000 feet long in 
the corporation. It will be 16 feet 
wide from the west corporation line 
to Pine Street, 20 feet wide from Pine 
Street to the bridge, 24 feet wide be­
tween the bridges, 24 feet wide from 
Market up Elm Street to the Robinson 
Store, and 16 feet wide from there to 
the east corporation limit. The. state 
pays for a 16 foot road, and the vil­
lage pays for the additional width, the. 
cost to the village being estimated at 
13500.- The State also brings the 
sides of the road up to grade. When 
conipleted this will make a splendid 
boulevard through the heart of the vil 
lage, and will add greatly to the beau­
ty of the place. 

—One of the many heroic exploits 
in the recent Chinese rebellion was 
the work of an expedition of nine 
men, one of whom was Morgan Pal­
mer of Plattsburg, in rescuing thirty-
three missionaries. The. , expedition 
was gone seven weeks, Starting out 
from Tientsin' and going into the in­
terior of China. Several missions had 
been destroyed, but the party succeed 
ed in rescuing thirty-three missiona­
ries two-thirds of them being women 
and children. Ghastly sights were wit 
nessed on the return trips, rows of 
heads being suspended in wicker cages 
at many villages, and scores of corpses 
lying along the highways. The mem­
bers of the expedition received great 
praise for their bravery and the suc­
cess of their efforts. Mr. Palmer is 
a distant relative of Mrs. Erwin and 
Miss Dart.

She was the daughter of Major Ed­
mund Kirby, and was born in Brown-
ville, N. Y., about 73 years ago, mov­
ing to Maryland after her marriage. 

, Her husband,-Dr. John Contee Fairfax, 
refused to assume his hereditary title 
and lived as plain Dr. Fairfax. Since 

.his death, twelve years "ago, Mrs. Fair­
fax had "nearly every year spent the 
winter in New York City. Her son, 
Albert Kirby Fairfax, the present Ba­
ron Fairfax of Cameron, desired to 
bear his title, and in 1908, after his 
claim had been investigated by the 
Committee on Privileges of the British 
House of Lords, he was recognized in 

Jngland as a peer. She was a sister 
of the late pr. R. M. Kirby, and has 
made frequent visits to Potsdam, her 
daughters,.

It would be a "boosting" cam­
paign and in addition to advertising 
our village, it is expected that it would 
bring many- summer visitors here who 
would necessarily leave with our pep-. 
pie a portion of their surplus moneys. 
Ogdensburg, Gouverneur and Canton 
have pledged their support and assist­
ance. In order to • determine what 
Potsdam will do a meeting of the Bus­
iness Men's Association will be held at 
Lenney Hall on Thursday evening, 
March 21, at 8 o'clock. A discussion 
of this and other matters will be had 
and a large attendance is important.

—A little blind girl sat in the Senate 
desk beside Lieut. Gov. Conway last 
week, during the passage- of the Coats 
bill providing that blind babies and 
children under 12 years may be sent 
to the institution of-the Sunshine So­
ciety, and their transfer after reaching 
a suitable age to institutions for' the 
blind in New York or Batavia. It is 
called "the blind babies' bill," and ev­
ery legislator was willing to be enroll­
ed for the bill. Miss Rachel Askenas 
was the name of the young lobbyist. 
She is totally blind, but at the age of 
seven has been taught to read and to 
talk, play the piano and work the type 
writer by the Sunshine Society teach­
ers. She was about the Senate and 
Assembly chambers Monday night 
frankly asking legislators to vote for 
the bill to help blind babies to go to 
school, and even went down and bold­
ly a'sked Governor Dix to sign the bill 
for the blind babies. The little girl 
was taken by the Sunshine Society 
when she landed as a baby and has 
been educated in its homes. She was 
in charge of Mrs. Cynthia WestoVer 
A'lden. and Mrs. John D. Whish while 
at the dapitol,' and was a bright and 
attractive child. Potsdam people are 
particularly interested In this bill as a 
blind baby from here is now in the 
Sunshine Society Home. A similar 
bill, passed last year, was vetoed, and 
if those interested here would write to 
Gov. Dix urging him to sign this one, 
It might help in securing it.
