,'An' Acf'to' amend an act passed by 

the Board of Supervisors of St. Law-
rejice County on the 13th day of Dec­
ember, 1911. entitled An Act to auth-
orizethe town of Piercefield to borrow 
money for highway purposes pursuant 
to the provisions of the County Law. 

Passed by the Board of Supervisors 
of St. Lawrence. County on the 7th dav 
of March, 19,12, thirty-three of the 
members elected thereto voting in fa­
vor thereof and none against it. 

The Board of Supervisors of St. Law 
rence County do enact as follows.-

Section "l. Section 2 of said act is 
hereby amended so as to'read as fol­
lows: Said bonds shall be dated May 
1st, 1912, and shall be coupon bonds 
of the denomination of five hundred 
dollars each, numbered from eleven to 
thirty-six, both inclusive, with princi­
pal and interest payable to the bearer 
in current" New York funds, at the Tup 
per Lake Natipnal Bank in the village 
of Tupper Lajke, Franklin" County, N, 
Y., as follows: 

Interest i\ the rate of four and one-
fourth per cent.' per annum on all sums 
unpaid, payable semi-annually on" the 
first days of November and May in 
>ach year, the first payment being No­
vember 1st, 1912, and two thousand 
dollars of the principal sum payable on 
the first day of May in each of the 
years 1916, 1917, 1918, 1919, 1920, 
and 1921, and one thousand dollars 
of the principal sum payable on the 
first day of May in the yejir 1922. 

And there shall be levied and''col­
lected from the taxable -property of 
the said town of Piercefield in each 
year, such sums as shall be required 
to pay the interest of said bonds and 
the face thereof at maturity. 

Section 2. This Act shall take ef­
fect Immediately. 

The foregoing has been compared 
with the original Act passed by the 
Board of Supervisors of St. Lawrence 
County on the 7th day of March, 1912, 
and is a correct copy of the same and 
of the whole thereof.
