Glorious, silent, holy night, night of 
all nights in the calendar of the year.

JUDGE FREDERICK Wt MAYNE. 

Was Father of Probation System. 

Judge F. W.' Mayne is-a St.' 'Law­
rence County boy. who Vent West and 
made good. An account of some o'f 
his-work follows: 

Among the judiciary of Michigan, 
and especially *h> this true-in northern 
Michigan, Judge Frederick W. Mayne, 
of Charlevoix, judge of the 13th judi­
cial circuit, is recognized as.the father 
of the ""new penology," or the pre­
parole and suspended sentence plan as 

.practiced now, "to a certain .extent, by 
every judge in the state. From the 
first day Judge Mayne ascended to the 
circuit bench..in.. the_cireuit compris­
ing Grand Traverse, Charlevoix and 
Antrim counties, hi sought to discov­
er,., in—the' class he calls the "newest 
criminal,"- just how far he could go 
with the style of leniency that has be­
come so popular with Michigan judges. 
Upwards of 100 men have been placed 
on probation by Judge Mayne in the 
last 13 years^.and less than 5 per cent 
of these have'been called in for sen­
tence. The probation system as- he 
uses it is used alike on old and new of­
fenders and on persons pleading, guilty 
as well as. those convicted by a jury. 

Every offense, almost, on the crimi­
nal calendar, has had this new penolo­
gy applied to it. In cases where finan 
ical loss was sustained, through the 
crime committed, sufficient money has 
been returned by the offender, ro~c6"v-
er the loss. Several thousand dollars 
have been returned to persons, in this 
manner who wou ld "have ios t ft'1 other­
wise. Judge Mayne Relieves that 5p 
.percent of all those arrested for com­
mitting crimes can be.dealt with "with­
out sending' the offenders to prison. 
The judge believes. that he has been 
amply repaid for saving more .than a 
hunderd men.the stigma of wearing a 
prison stain. Judge Mayne practiced 
the probation system years before the 
act was passed under the guise of sus­
pended sentence. 

Judge Mayne is 5+ years pf age. He 
was born in St. Lawrence' county, N. 
Y, .and his boyhood was passed in the 

,usual "daily round and common task" 
of a farmer's boy. Later he taught 
school ""aitdHke--s.ucce'ss he attained al-

-eng this line of .work led him to enter 
the ministry of the--'Presbyterian 
church He got no further than the 
preachi- g of his trial sermons before 
the presbytery of Philadelphia, when 
though he had been accepted, he de­
cided that his vocation was not" that 
cjf a-preacher. Mr. Mayne then came 
to Ann Arbor, and entered the law de­
partment of the university. After ob­
taining his sheepskin he settled inChar 
Ievoix, his present home. 

There he practiced law and ertered 
into political life as well. His first 
public office was that of city attorney-
He was later elected to the office of 
county .attorney and from there step-' 
•ped into the judge of probate chair. 
Thirteen years ago he was selected by 
the voters of the 13th judicial circuit 
as their judge and has held the office 
continuously since then. Judge 
Mayne's friends hope to see him on 
the. supreme bench. 

Judge -Mayne was interviewed, by. 
The News Tribune in his home at 
Charlevoix and gave the following 
facts concerning the probation system 
and it's phases as practiced by h im: 

"I. have occupied the posi t ion 'of 
circuit ju#ge a littfe over 13 years. 
Prior, to my elecffSri to the .bench I 
had held the positions of judge of pro 
bate and prosecuting attorney for 
Charlevoix county. 

"By reason of my experience in in­
sane and criminal cases while di'scharg 
ing the duties of these offices. 1 be­
came convinced that our system of 
dealing with- law violators was defec­
tive in -at least two important particu­
lars: ' It did not protect the p u b l i c 
and in many cases was not just to the 
offender. -• . 

"In the work of criminal reform we 
may consider mankind as divided into 
two classes, the normal and.the abnor­
mal, the latter including both defec­
tives and degenerates. The normal 
person. Is less liable to commit crime 
than the abnormal. This statement 
needs no proof. Experience teaches 
that the .treatment of the offender 
should depend largely upon the class 
to which he belongs. 

"Society must be protected. This 
is of the first importance. That pun­
ishment may be just, the mental and 
physical condition of the one to be pun 
ished must be considered. While the 
defective & degenerate must frequent 
ly be restrained of their liberty, to be 
just, .jt should hot go beyond the point 
necessary for the protection of socie­
ty. Many yet consider prison" walls 
as essential to protection as formerly 
the dungeon and extreme physical pun 
ishment was thought to be. 

"Some time must elapse before we 
can arrive at a conclusion bastd upon 
statistics of our own experience. We 
have, however, the results of the prac­
tical working of. the probation system 
in 'England. ,In the 'British Weekly of 
date'Sept. 19, ; '1912,-it is reported that 
in proportion to population the num­
ber of prisoners has reached the low­
est point within" statistical reco.d. 
Within the limits of the probation law 
covering a period of 20 years, the de­
crease has been in male offenders 50 
per cent, and.in female 75 per cent.' 
Is there any reason why we should 
not expect these results to be duplica­
ted or exceeded under our system? 

"My personal experience has satis­
fied me"-that'.we may expect such re­
sults under our probation law. Prior 
to its enactment I often suspended a 
sentence, .continuing the case from 
term to term until satisfied that a nom 
Inal fine would be 'sufficient-' punish­
ment. Since the law became operat­
ive,- I make* use of it in about, ( one-
fourth of, the cases, -whether;: pleading 
guilty or convicted by a jury, in 'all 
about 100.'cases. -Of this number, 
probably not to exceed 5 per cent have 
I been obliged to call In and commit 

- t o prison. 1 have applied the law to 
nearly all offenses, and to the old as 
well as the 'young, and to second and 
third offenders, as well as first. Al­
though 1 may have extended the letter 
of the law, the results justified the act. 
Every case must be determined upon 
the' facts it presents. The offender' is 
always restrained of his- liberty to 
some extent. A boundar.y'line' is" Es­
tablished beyond which lie cannot pass 
It may be. a city block, or the city, the 
township, the county or the state \{m 

its. He is also limited i s to his'.asso-
ciates. He cannot communicate with 
prohibited persons. He must- make 
freqyent reports of his conduct, alio 
his- receipts and expenses, bo th . of 
which are under the direction and cori 
trol of the court. If married, he must 
support his family; if "unmarried, he 
must accumulate a bank account, pay 
his debts, abstain from- the use of in­
toxicating liquors, and work regularly 
at SMA employment as he,can obtain.; 
If necessary, the probation officer will' 
aid him in securing a job, and collect 
.his pay when so ordered. When prac 
ticable, he must repair the wrong done 
Being satisfied that he -may safely be 
intrusted with his liberty, He is dis­

charged, and usually such sum is as­
sessed and collected as will reimburse 
the.taxpayers, in iwhoje- if possible, if 
not, at least in part. Probation is 
punishment, legal imprisonment, and 
at any time, if circumstances demand, 
may be changed to 'actual imprison­
ment. 

"The problem presented by' the 
criminal is one of the 'first importance, 
and one of the most difficult with 
wheih we have to deal. The usually 
recognized agencies in combating of 
crime must be relied upon as here­
tofore, but we must make use of other 
menas, and these must be provide'd by­
law. The^ criminal comes largely of( 
the class-of persons designated herein" 
as abnormal—the defective and the 
degenerate. -The remedy must lie in 
decreasing this class and in increasing 
the"class called normal. Everyone 
knows how .difficult it is 'in any case 
"to" accomplish this, result in the ' indi ­
vidual. The upward development is 
slow .and laborious, in the most favora-

'ble cases, and impossible in the major­
ity of the others. Common sense tells 
us' that in some way we .must control 
•and lessen the supply of defectives and 
degenerates, if we would lessen crime. 
Race suicide is more likely to result 
from defect in quality than f.om de­
crease in numbers. 

"The indeterminate sentence law 
and the probation law can only reach, 
and aid in'dealing' with'criminals who 
are or who approach the normal and 
when the normal man turns criminal, 
his lapse may generally be traced to 
Ms" environment,, and probation will 
usually, by changiiTg""nTsM--enwo£,m^rit, 
furnish a .remedy. Not so with tffe" 
degenerate when'he becomes criminal,. 
His natural condition being abnormal, 
he does not fit into normal conditions 
consequently there is irritation. He 
seeks to change conditions- and- be­
comes a .'criminal. To the degree that 
the offender departs from the normal 
does the remedy offered "by these laws 
fail. The danger arising from-addi­
tions to "the degenerate class is an in­
creasing rather than a decreasing one. 
Adequate steps to protect society from 
the threatened peril'must soon be tak­
en, the sooner the better. - , ' - , -

"Has it not been clearly demon?.. 
strated by "our-experlence that the ag­
encies heretofore relied upon to com­
bat crime are insufficient un^er exist­
ing "conditions? .They are reasonably 
adequate"' when dealing.with offenders 
from the normal class, but necessarily 
fail when applied to the abnormal, the 

-extent of the failure depending upon 
degree of degeneracy of the offender. 
Additional remedy, if any, must come 
from legislative action. With our pres 
ent knowledge, changes-is, the present 
system can be made that in my opinion 
will reduce our present prison popula­
tion So per cent in the reasonably"ne"aT 
future.--.. 

_"I may be, too optimistic as to the 
beneficial effects of the indeterminate 
sentence and parole system, and refer-
the same to . the board of pardons and 
our very efficient prison, officials, but 
of this 1 am quite certain, that with an 
improved system of probation at least 
50 per cent of those convicted can be 
cared for without imposing -a prison 
sentence, and this with advantage to 
both fhe~sTate and the offender. 

"Any further reduction in the popu­
lation of our penal institutions, asy­
lums, etc., must come 'by the applica­
tion of some remedy to me hereafter 
supplied.- The entire question of how 
to protect society from degeneracy re­
sulting in poverty",, insanity and vice, I 
would refer to .-a commission to be ap- : 

pointed by the governor, to report at 
the coming session of the legislature. 
In this I would include the allied ques--
tion of marriage and divorce. While, 
the time would be short in which to 
prepare and-submit a report with rec­
ommendations, yet we may have many-
men who have -given this subject such 
consideration that the time interven­
ing would be adequate. Other states 
have.been -working upon this problem 
and the results of their efforts can be 
readily ascertained. Indiana is trying 
a remedy along'advanced lines. . The 
results should be observed. Other 
states have adopted her systern. Might 
not we?. 

"Whether such a commission be ap­
pointed or not, action should be taken 
by our next legislature loolcing toward 
the protection of the state from the 
threatened burden of the defective and 
the degenerate. While at the present 
time we might not be able to say what 
that remedy should be, let it- be along 
the lines suggested by our present sci­
entific knowledge and in accordance 
with the principles of modern science 
oft criminology."
