Fleet Is In Charge of American. 

The program followed by the 'Turk­
ish fleet in It's s,orti'e from the Darda­
nelles was "drawn "u p by an American, 
Admiral Bucknam, who was recently 
called to Constantinople from London. 

Admiral Bucknam is said to .be a re­
tired officer of the American navy who 
"assisted in reorganizing the Turkish 
fleet under the reign of Ab'duJ Hamid. 

During the battle he watched ' the 
fighting from the heights behind Fort 
Kum. Kaleh. 

Admiral Ransford D. Bucknam, 
who formerly, lived in- Clayton, owes -| 
his rank in the Ottoman navy to his 
work in reorganizing that organization 
under the reign of Abdul Hamid.-After 
a long career as skipper of coastwise 

\essels in. the United States, skipper 
of a Standard Oil whaleback on the 
Great Lakes and captain in the service 
of the Pacific Mail' Steamship Compa­
ny, he was employed in Cramps' ship­
building yard in Philadelphia! He lived 
at Clayton when he was connected 
with the Great Lakes boats. ' 

When the cruiser Medjidje was' built 
there in 1904 Captain 'Bucknam was 
selected to take -her to the Aegean and 
deliver her to the Ottoman authorities 
So well did he carry out his mission' 
that he was invited t o Join trre-.'Turk-
ish navy. He accepted the offer and 
soon became a vice admiral. He was 
a rear admiral when Abdul Hamid fell 
from power and was confirmed in that 
position under the new regime. • He 
was made a full admiral several years 
ago. •

New York, a heroic s.tatue of Major 
General Newton Martin Curtis, which 
is to be set up in Ogdensburg next 
spring. . . 

The monument was to have been 
put in position last autumn, but a de­
lay was made necessary by the compli­
cations ivhich led to the ret'rem.ent ol-| 
General Daniel Sickles as chairman of 
the^commission and the election • o? 

Colonel^ Lru-'s F. Steeman to the post. 
The stati'e. which is being cast in 

bronze, is nine feet tall. It represents 
the hero of Fort Fisher as he appeared 
in 1SA2, wlie-i. aced. he"led'the assault 
on the stronghold. 

The stalwart figure is erect and the 
heavy heard of the.old warrior gives 
him a commanding appearance. One 
hand rests upon his sword, and with 
the other hand he draws his army-
cloak more tightly around his neck as 
he watches the troops under his com­
mand. 

•The movement for a monument to 
General Curtis originated in Ogdens­
burg, whose troops he led in the Civil 
War and which district he represented 
in Congress for several "years after the 
close of the conflict. , The Legisla­
ture two years ago directed the Mon­
uments Commission to erect the sta­
tue. 

For several years Mr. Perry has been 
known for his military sculpture and 
among his' works-of this sort are the 
statue of General George S. Greene at 
Gettysburg, the New York group for 
the "Reconciliation" monument on 
Lookout Mountain and the New York 
bas relief plate for the Aridersonville 
monument.
