The history of the stolen letters 
whfch Hearst has been publishing from 
time to'time was exposed by Senator 
Foraker in. Congress last week.' It 
had already _been shown that a portion 
of these Hearst 'letters* were forgeries, 
and the.evidence before^ihe Congres­
sional Committee show-ed that the bal­
ance Were stolen- from the office of 
the Standard Oil Co. officials. The' 
thieves were encouraged and aided by 

. the Hearst gang" and received thou­
sands of dollars /or the purloined let­
ters. 'It is a sad commentary on mod 
ern journalism that the press as a 
.whole,has shown itself to be in sym­
pathy' with the 'crime, this kind of 
work being in line TvH-h the policy of 
a majority of newspapers. These 
forged and stolen letters amounted to 
little, but they served the yellow press 

_ and the muckrakers with sensational 
topics for^use in blackmailing, black-

- ening and bullying public men. .The-
press of the country has potential 
'powers for accomplishing good which 
are- vast in their scope and possibili­
ties, but, although 'a portion of the 
press._s.eem at times to be sincere and 
honest in its efforts to further justice 
and right,-it's work as a whole is nulli­
fied by its inherent dishonesty and im­
morality. ' If to'day the press has little 

. influence and less respectability it is 
Jjecause it cavils at human indiscre­
tions while guilty of genuine iniquity 
itself. " .

THE SUPERVISORSHIP. 

I have noted during Hie many years 
I have been a resident of the Town 
that former Supervisors have been con 
tinued in office'until they either re­
tired of their own accord or were pro­
moted to political positions in thes-.gjft 
of the people, and although I was 
given- notice just after the last old-
time caucus held in the town that 1 
would be remembered at the next 
town caucus, and have had "absolutely 
reliable information that a certain 
county official, whose 'bill for extra 
clerk hire 1 opposed, because he had 
entered into a contract to dp this 
woik for. a certain, salary/' which 
included all of the clerical 
work and had made a private agree­
ment with his associate in office where 
by he was to receive $500 from him 
to pay for this extra work,' that he had 
arranged -with certain parties in this 
town -to, eSact the retirement of- the 
present Supervisor and .believing that 
the voter can be depended'on to make 
their-own selection without outside, 
interference or pressure,. I now pre­
sent my name for your consideration 
for a renomination for Supervisor. 

During the four years I have been 
your Supervisor 1 have tried to give 
the affairs of the town a business ad­
ministration and have never, allowed 
preference, prejudice or politics to 
influence me in considering an award 
or purchase for the Town or County, 
for as a member of the Purchasing 
Committee for the County, many proD 
ositions involving -the expenditure of 
large sums of the taxpayers' money 
haW to be determined. 

In the matter of local road building 
the Town Board and Town Superin­
tendent agree 'upon the particular 
piece of highway..,ta.be. improved and 
the .Board appropriates the"money and 
also a certain sum for repair work, 
but. the Boards control ends here and 
it can only'advise but cannot direct 
thereafter. 

No restrictions have ever been plac­
ed on the Town Supt. for repair work, 
if performed in proper season but it is 
almost an absolute waste of the tax­
payers' money, if done with other than 
crushed stone or gravel after the first 
or middle of July and theje has been 
but few years since"adopting the mon­
ey system that the Board has not-had. 
to provide funds for taking care of a 
.deficit in the highway fund as the state' 
does not allow any .debit accou'nts to 
follow into the next fiscal year. 

Of the five County roads mapped 
for improvement and the two State 
roads centering in the Village of Pots­
dam, two County roads are .completed 
one of the tfunk line' roads is com­
pleted, the remaining trunk line road 
is under contract as- is also the third 
County road while a fourth was des­
ignated at the last session of the Board 
of Supervisors. 

On the day of the meeting of the 
Good Ro*ds- Committee to 'listen to 
the claims and arguments of the rep­
resentatives of the 32 towns for road 
designations through their sections, I 
appeared alone, although the chair­
man of the large delegatjph from Pots­
dam was notified the day before of the 
day, time and place of. this meeting. •! 
advocated . the choice v of the Madrid-
Potsdam Wad but' was told, that in a 
spirit of fairness to the many towns 
that had highways mapped for improve 
ment with none improved, Potsdam, 
with her six, must delay any further 
recognition until a later date. ""''. 
" As t-hje increased tax rate will be a 
matter of interest^to many, I will say 
that we have not carried Over ¥fiy' debt 
or obligation to another year, as. is .the 
•custom in some towns at this particu­
lar time before a Town Meeting. The 
increase in our Town Schedule is due 
to the added vcost of conducting the 
primaries and additional days of regis­
tration,- for we. had them- for the first 
time last year an4 while we had two 
primaries then we will hive but one 
in- the future. The decimal for high­
way tax has not 'befn increased and 
•the ite'ms 1, 2 and 3 for highway pur­
poses .remain about the same. There 
is an increase of over $3000 in our 
County tax which is almost wholly 
chargeable to our New Election Law 
as the Commissioner of Elections in 
his report sh'&ws the cost of his office 
was $36,000. 

Our share of the State tax for 1912 
is $5,554.88, while in ,19*10 it was 
nothing. "During .the past four years 
we have had three new.offices created 
by 'Legislation which a^Tcosts'- the 
County about SSOOCper year and .an­
other appointdve one which will cost 
not less than $1800. 
• Bonds.for $75,000 were issued by 
the County for highway work last 
year and authority for $5.0,000 again 
this year for roads designated then. 

No estimates have yet been._made._of 
the amount necessary to bond the Co. 
for the designations made this last fall 

Tills explanation of 'die increase in 
our tax rate (which can be verified 
by an examination of tlie official rec­
ords) ought'to convince any fair-
minded taxpayer that it Is due to caus­
es over which the Town officials have, 
no cortrtoj. 'During the many years 1 
have been a member of the Town 
Board I have been 'in constant attend­
ance at every meeting but two and I 
have missed but one session of the" 
Board of Supervisors, and if my past 
record in the administration of the 
Town's affairs h_Jve proved satisfac­
tory I would appreciate the support 
of all favorable 'to™ my renomination.

Superintendent of Highways Ball of 
Jefferson \county is opposed to the 
use of a scraper on the roads save in 
the spring.\The scraper, Mr. -Bill 
states, created a pile of sno.w at the 
side of the road. The first wind 
Jtorm drifts th^- road full to the „top 
of this bank. Further plowing "raises^ 
the bank and thexdriftin-g process "Is" 
repeated until the road attains a con­
siderable elevation. \ n the spring the 
plows should be usedvto cut them 
down to good, hard footing.
