i-.-.-. These,.figures, are_ the result of. a. 
compilation' "From the official publica­
tions of about seventy leading coun­
tries recently made by the statistical 
division of the Bureau of Foreign and 
Domestic Commerce. 

This estimate of the probable aggre­
gate, of world commerce fn 1912 is 
based upon the official figures of trade 
of", the various" countries "during" stieh 
portions of the year,, as can be' shown, 
covering in most cases the first .si;t 
months and in some instances extend-, 
ing down to the end of September. 

' Nearly all- the important countries 
•"•'show larger totals for 1912 than tn 

1911 or any earlier year. 
Reducing the figures to a common 

basis, the monthly average for such 
parts, of the year as are available, im­
ports into the United Kingdom increas 
ed from 265 hiillion dollars per month 
in I ' m to 286 million in 1912-,.the 
United States, from 126 .million to !4S 
million dollars; Austria-Hun.gary, from 
5\1 to 59 miilib'AI.'d&'ll'a'rs'i'Belg'ram from 
67\ to 70 million, dollars; Canada from 
3 o \ o 52 milltori 'dollars; Japan, from 
26 to, 28 mill'ion dollars; Switzerland, 
from V r ' t o 30 .million dollars, and 
Indiafi from -34 to 40 million dollar*. 

A few countries show a decrease in 
their monthly importations.

0$Utes..-fgwC*l.S9. ,to- 177 million dol­
lars; 'while-that of, Argentina decreas­

The-total value of imports into the 
70 principal' countries .and colpnies'df 
the world in 1911 approximated t7 
2-3 billion "dollars. , Deducting from 
this the imports of the United States 
leaves a tptal of 16 billion dollars as 
the value of the foreign market in-
which American products and manu-e 
factures may be sold. Of this total-of 
16 bYllion, imports from the United. 
States amounted to two billion, or one 
eighth of their total imports. 

The countries taking the largest pro 
portionate share of their imports from 
the United States are: . Haiti 69.5 per 
cent, Honduras' 6.S.2 per cent, Canada 
61.7 per cent, Santo Domingo 60.6 
per cent, Panama 56 per cent, Mexico 

. 54.9 per cent, Cuba 52.8 . per cent, 
and Costa Rica 51.3 per cent. ">'"'The 
United Kingdom take* 17.3 per cent 
of its imports from us, Germany 13.3 
per cent and France S.6 per cent of 
her total. . 

The largest markets for American 
products, measured by their valuation 
of imports from the United States, are 
the United Kingdom 5 72 billion dol­
lars. _ Canada 2S5 million, Germany 
2S3 million, France n o million, Neth 
erlands 117 million,'Italy 70 million, 
Cuba 5 7 million, Mexico 56 million, 
Austria-Hungary, Argentina and Bel­
gium,' between 45 aha 50 million each, 
and Australia, Brazil. Russia and Japan 
sums ranging downward from 32 to'27 
milr'bn-doHars.- , . 

.Of the South American countries, 
Colombia, Ecuador, Venezuela and 
Peru take from 20 per cint to 3Cb>per 
centroT'flielFTe'sp^cfive'Tnipbrts from 
the United States,' while the remainder 
take smaller proportions, ranging from 
13.8 per cent of those into Argentina 
and 12.8 per cent of those-in Brazil to 
but 2.8,per cent of those into Bolivia. 

American imports into China, in 
1910 constituted but 5.2 per cent of 
her total imports; into India 2.7 per 
cent, Morocco less than 1 per cent, 
Servia 1.3 per cent, Turkey 1.3 per

Mary'Heaton Vorse, writing a, fic­
tion story in the January 'Woman's 
Home Companion, makes one of her 
characters say: 

"While all other businesses,,.in,.the,„ 
world have been improved, and waste 
of every kind eliminated, the home of 
today remains just what it always was. 

'Instead of having one tine, central beau 
.tiful kitchen, or a few of them in ev­
ery town, from -which food would be 
economically distributed, a wasteful, 
drrt-and-smell-producirig cook stove 
impedes the development of our spir­
its in every household in the land. 

"Wash day, with its confusion and 
disturbance, still darkens the lives of 
innumerable families. Modern life, 
however, has removed most house­
hold industries from the home, but 
housewives do not help to remove 
them. They cling to them. If.thev 
wanted to,-the wash tub and the cook 
stove could go, along with the spin-

.ning wheel and loom, but they do not 
wish to. Two thihgs darken the 
home of today: it is the servant prob­
lem and the lack of standardization. 

"If women had only made, a real 
business of housekeeping there would 
not have been any servants left today 
at all. Efficiency means getting things 
done in the minimum amount of time 
•with the minimum amount of effort 
consistent "with thoroughness. In­
stead of studying how many actions 
are absolutely necessary to make a 
bed or wipe a plate, everybody does it 
hit or miss; and when you try to save 
the hired girl's steps by studying how 
she runs around the kitchen, walking 
unnecessary miles, she only ge tsnraa"

"Very recently a fair minded cler­
gyman, driven' to the Wall in, a argu-_ 
ment, admitted that the re ' a re times' 
when lying is justifiable. It is true, 
he insisted the occasions are very rare 
Every human being who has arrived at 
a reasoning age has met these occa­
sions, and has been sadly troubled. 
You know people who may. be well-
meaning, but who make truth tellina 
almost a vice. New Year resolutions 
not to lie may snund'fine, and coming' 
from one who constantly ]uggles with 
truth, especially for personal advan­
tage, might be applauded if we had 
any confidence in the resolution bejp^, 
made effective. Only a very brave, a 
very ignorant, or "a very dishonesfper 
son would make sue lw- resolution, es-
pe'ci'aiTy if there are little children in 
the family.

January. 

Does It By "Raising Mushrooms. 

\ In an article in the current issue of 
Farm and Fireside which explains how 
to \» ise mushrooms, appears a story 
about, a Kansas City minister who has 
gone into the business as a side-line. 
The story" sjjggest a possible use fo.-

.ainused basements, caves, potato-beds, 
etc. Those having the proper ' lad l i -

•ties for mushroom culture should not 
overlook."the\>pportunity. The story 
fol.lows: 

"A Kansas City minister, Dr. A. F. 
Osborn, derives considerable recrea­
tion arid great profit from his home­
made mushroom farm. At present he 
is daily gathering frornVSO to 100 lbs. 
of these delicacies and selling them to. 
loca-1 clubs, hotels and restaurants.at 
60 cents per pound, his gross daily in 
come from -his wage earntni pastime 
"varying j r^nTJ4o ' to* 560. .This- side­
line farmer has been delving inXmush-
room culture and experimentingVvith 
the .plants for the past six years, but 
his work was greatly handicapped on 
account of lack of space until he lo­
cated an old street-car tunnel, which 
had an "area of ten thousand squa-re ft. 
which was adapted t o ' t h e . culture' of 
this novel crop. By installing four 
tiers of shelves the length of the tun­
nel, this grower increased the mush­
room bed area to 100,000 square feet 
subsequent to his leasing the deserted 
tunnel from the car company that" ow­
ned it. 
__^ALthQu,gb_t)xexe._isj an_^exceJ.I.enj_oj^ 
porfunity to gain attractive profits' in 
the mushroom growing -business, it is 
not the simplest thing in the world to 
successfully mature and market a crop 
of this vegetable de luxe. This pecu­
liar, plant will grow only under certain 
conditions, such" as an equable temper­
ature ranging between fifty and sixty 
degrees Fahrenheit, ,'plenty of ventilla-
tion, adequate moisture and in a shel­
tered place which is protected against 
-winds, draft and sunshine. Severe 
heat, especially, spells death" to the 
young plants, as it kills the spawn, 
while extreme -cold causes the beds to 
become dormant. Ever}* under" judici­
ous management, it often .happens that 
the mushroom beds are maintained at 
too high a temperature, with the re­
sult that the spawn germinate too soon 
and the yield' and quality of the crop 
are seriously curtailed. 

"It is necessary to raise the plants 
in secluded, sheltered spots—cellars, 
basements, caves, abandoned mines 
and other underground places being 
particularly adapted to the production 
of bumper yields of superior quality."

Last May the Conservation Commis 
sion called at Albany a Conference'for 
the discussion of the forestry problem 
of the State. This conference Was 
inade up of representatives from near­
ly all of the Colleges and Experiment 
Stations interested in—an-y~"phase - of 
Forestry. There were representatives 
from the S.tate Agricultural Experi­
ment Station at Geneva, the Depart­
ment of Forestry in the College of 
Agriculture at Ithaca, the Schools -tif, 
Agriculture at, Alfred, Canton and Mor 
risville, .from the Department of Agti-

•-otrl-taTe-af'A-lba'ny and the New York 
State..CplJej!e=of_.Forestry at Syracuse 
University. A committee was appoin 
ted. to consider the organization of a 
State Forestry Association and Dr. 
Hugh P. Baker, Dean of the New York 
State of College Forestry at Syracuse 
University,' was elected Chairman. 

Di(r:ng t-he sumnier and fall this 
committee sent out over 1000 letters 
to members of the American Forestry 
Association^, the National Conservation 
Association', the Camp Fire Club and 
others in Jtew York interested in For­
estry. They were simply amazed at 
the interest shtwn in the large num­
ber of.replies received. Almost with­
out exception these replies were in fa 
vor of a Sta*e Forestry Association 
formed upon, liberal and absolutely 
non-political lines, whose interests 
will be Forestry only and whose V o r k 
will be the very general development 
of Forestry throughout the state and 
the bringing^together of all the people 
interested in any way in this subject. 

The various organizations interest­
ed in" the protection of the Adirond-
acks and in the protecJic#'''ahd propa­
gation of our fis-h—Sfia game -animals, 
have taken the very liberal ..attitude 
that the State and the need ausJarge 
enough to justify the formation of a 
strong Forestry Association. It may-
seem advisable for the Association to 
publish a paper or magazine .monthly 

-or quarterly devoted entirely to the 
•interests of New York and it is be­
lieved that everyone interested in any 
way in the development_of our forests 
will support this movement. The As­
sociation will have for its field not on­
ly the development- of Forestry in the 
ASirondacks and CatsEills but will aim 
especially to help t h f small-land own­
er and the farmer in the -proper utiliz­
ation of the great area of 7,000,000 
acres of idle lands now enclosed with­
in the farms of the state. 

An 'attractive program will be pre­
sented at the one day meeting which 
will be held in Syracuse on Jany. 16. 
Mr. Gifford Pinchot of Washington 
and many other notable workers along 
Forestry lines, will be present. As 
soon as definitely outlined, the pro­
gram will be issued and sent broad­
cast through the state and it is believ­
ed that many will come for this first 
organization meeting.
