AVAY TO STOP SMOKE NUISANCE. 

*Must Have Properly Built K u m a c e . . -

Setting the good example of operat­
ing its own power plant smokelessly 
in a city that is attempting to combat 
the nuisance, the United States Buremr 
of Mines is out with the statement that 
the smoke, of cities can be largely, re­
duced and perhaps entirely prevented.' 
The power plant is connected with the 
experiment station of the bureau at 
Pittsburgh, Ph.,. and ' i t has been con­
ducted without objectionable smoke 
for more than two years. 

The . bureau's report destroys the 
popular- no'tion that smoke may be less 
ened by. the use of a so-called "smoke 
consumer," some special device, that 
if placed in the stack or in the smoke 
passages, will in • some way consume 

.the smoke. Samuel B. Flagg, engin-. 
eer in charge of the smoke investiga­
tions declares that although such....a. 
method may not be"'a"h"Th7p"ossibifity, 
it is impractical. Smo'ke, he says, is 
caused by the flames from the coal 
coming into contact with the cool sur­
faces of a boiler. • As an illustration— 
place a saucer in the flame of a»candle, 
and the bottom of the saucer Just ab­
ove the flame will be covered with the 
smoke. Hold the sauces Just above 
the flame and there.mill be no smoke. 
Coal can be burned smokelessly. En­
gineer Flagg insists, If you give the 
coal the proper chance to burn. That 
is all there" is to it. . 

The Buereau of Mines is charged* 
with conducting tests to Increase the 
efficiency with which the fuels pur­
chased by the government are used, 
and incidentally it has found that fed­
eral buildings throughout the country 
are not only wasting coa|.but are add­
ing to the smoke' nuisance of the cities 
This led to taking up an i n v e s t i g a t e 
of this troublesome problem. 

It was discovered by Engineer 
Flagg that no two- cities in the coun­
try were attacking the problem from 
the same'angle, and he soon came to 
the conclusion that many of them were 
wr,ong and were wasting their efforts 
He found drastic ordinances in some 
municipalities that could only serve to 
make- the citizens fight them; he also 
found in other cities, laws that could 
rtGjkpossibly be" enfprced. _As a result 
o f ' h i s investigation, he", declares that 
the most progress can,he made in cit­
ies by the authoritiies insisting that in 
all new buildings furnaces shall he in­
stalled that are absolutely smokeless. 
In'- his report he quote's- a number of 
the different smoke ordinances, ex­
plains where they are good and bad, 
and builds up a series of ordinances 
that m'cht prove of value to municipal 
ities of various sizes. 

Mr. Flagg says: ' 
, "It is qlaite certain that the greatest 
advance in smoke abatement in our 
cities have come in the past and must 
come in the future, through the organ 
ized effort of the city smoke inspection 
departments, supplemented by the ac­
tive co-operation of citizens". A strong 
public sentiment in favor of smoke 
abatement is almost an absolute neces 
sity, if satisfactory results are to be, 
accomplished. The time may come 
when public sentiment against permit­
ting tro? escape of dense smoke will 
be so strong that every plapt owenr 
or operator will,feel obliged to pre­
vent such escape of smoke, regardless 
of the existence of an ordinance or of 
his own personal feeling or inclination 
This condition does not prevail today 
in any city In the United States. 

Just as soon as each .individual real­
izes that it Is not only his duty, but 
that it will work to his own benefit t'o 
co-operate in that which will result in 
the greatest good to all, Just so soon 
will the necessity fo r ' a smoke, ordi­
nance disappear. 'In- the meantime, 
however, or until the present methods 
of iburning bituminous coal areradical-
ly changed,- such a necessity will exist 
in these localities where large quanti­
ties of such coal are consumed. 

"Under present conditions It Is too 
often" the case that buildings are , so 
designed as to-leave insufficient room 
for the proper equipment. • Boilers 
are so.>Taced that they cannot be prop­
erly cleaned or. operated; hence they 
are forced, or additional capacity is 
crowded in, and smoke producing con­
ditions result. It is therefore impor­
tant that the situation of the boiler 
plant and the providing of adequate 
space for it shouTd receive considera­
tion no less that the proper design of 
furnaces. Obviously, to accomplish 
these ends, persistent and systematic 
as well as scientifically correct meth­
ods must be adopted. In other worjjs 
organization is necessary, and the or­
dinance should specify not only how 
{he work is to be organized, but, also-
the necessary qualifications of those 
who are to be appointed to carry it on. 
Satisfactory progress will- seldom be 
made unless the organization is such 
that certain officials or employes give 
thejr entire attention to the work of 
smoke abatement and are held responsi-j 
ble for the results produced. If' the 
installation of improperly designed fur­
naces is prevented, the policing duties 
of the inspectors will eventually be 
reduced to a minimum... The advisa­
bility of making' this sort.of provision 
Is* clearly" shown In nearly any one of 
the cities where this protective work 
Is not dope, by the ' fact that some of 
the 'newest plants have, been so con-' 
structed that dense smoke ft emitted 
a large part of the time, even though 
the firing may be done with a fair de­
gree of care and Intelligence. TJie 
smoke ordinance should therefore re­
quire that plans and specifications for 
all construction work *n furnaces be 
submitted to t h e s m t s V inspector and 
tie approved by him »*tore work. Is be­
gun. W this protective feature Is to 
be Included, the smofcl inspector mustj 
be in aagineer, qutllfled by technical 

. 1 r _ 
training and experience for the duties 
of the office, and the ordinance should 
_sp_edfy that; these, qualifications.are re­
quired. -

"The most important conclusion 
reached is that smoke'abatement by 
ordinance can not hope to succeed 
unless supported by public sentiment, 
and that a smoke ordinan'ce should 
look to future prevention rather-'thair 
an immediate prohibition. In othe' 
words,- strict control of furnace ...con­
struction offers much greater hope for 
smoke abatement than desultory im­

position of severe penalties on the es­
cape of 'dense' or 'black' smoke." 

The r.eport Just issued by the bu­
reau is entitled; "Smoke. Abatement 
and City Smoke Ordinances.""

Potsdam, N. Y., near Crary Mills in 
Auigust, 1844, and grew to-' manhood 
in his native state. He came'tdiOsce­
ola county in the early 70's and set­
tled upon a farm in East Holman town­
ship which he never left. 
. Mr. Harvey was a man of the strict­
est probity and a very useful citizen. 
;In his early life he taught school. Irv­
ing Bacheller, the author, was one of 
his pupils. All his days hiSwfciinter-
ested in educational affairs ana^^for-
many years served his neighborhood 
as a school director. For the past six 
ye.ars, ever, since Osceola county was 
made a representative district, he -rep­
resented the county in the general as­
sembly of Iowa. He was of sane judg­
ment, a strong but not bitter partisan, 
not easily moved by excitement, nor 
given to moods; frank in the expres­
sion of his opinion, but .tolerant of the 
views of others, with a large capacity 
for friendship and abounding charity,

JUDGE SWIFT WINS CASE. 

Decision May Affect Many Insurance 
Cases. 

That many insurance policies»hava 
been forfeited illegally to the insurance 
comp"ahies is made apparent by a de­
cision of Supreme" Court Justice Alden 
Chester.in the case of representatives 
of Arden A. Flint against the" Provi­
dent Life and Trust company of Phil-, 
adelphla. The former notification by 
the company to holders of policies, in­
forming them-of the, date on which 
premiums are due and"that policies will 
be forfeited in case of non-payment, is 
declared to be insufficient,an.d to, con­
stitute an illegal notice. 

Arden A. Flint was killed by the over 
turning of his automobile. He had 
two policies, each amounting to $10,-
000. The pr'e'mium was. due Decem­
ber 30, 1911, and had not been paid 
on the. 7th of March, 1912. Proof of 
the death of Arden A. Flint was made, 
but the company refused to pay the 
policies, declaring them lapsed and 
forfeited on account of non-payment 
of premium. The formal notices were 
submitted as proof of the voidance of 
the policies and as a legal justification 
for refusal to pay. 

The insurance law provides • that an 
insurance company shall not. forfeit a 
policy for non-payment-of-the-premi-
um within one year after the premium 
is-due;'"it'hless, at least fifteen and not 
more than forty-five days before the 
premium is due, it serves notice upon 
the insured, stating the place where 
the money shall be pa:d, jhe name of 
the payee, the company to which It 
shall be paid, or the name of its legal­
ly authorized agent and such agent's 
name, must appear on the face of the 
notice as,its legal representative. 

There was no dispute about the 
facts in the case. The only question 
was one of law, as to whether the no­
tice constituted a legal notification, un­
der the requirements of the statute. 
Justice Chester held that while the 
notice did state the day clearly on 
which the'premium fell due, it did not 
show the place "where the paymefit was 
to be made", nor wtien it was to be 
made, nor the corporation or duly'au­
thorized agent to which the premium 
should be remitted. , . 

The law firm of Swift and Clement, 
too State Street, Albany, represented 
the plaintiff, and a New York City firm 
the defendant company. The decision 
Is of importance because of the effect 
it may have upon policies forfeited in 
the past. 

WANT TO FORM NEW COUNTY.* 

Three Lakes Would Like To. Be 
-Together. 

The project that has been frequent­
ly' brought forward for several years 
past by residents of the Adirondack 
towns, looking to the setting off of the 
southern corners of St. Lawrence and 
Frinklin counties, the western side of 
Essex and the northern ends of Homil-
ton and Herkimer and possibly the 

(..northwestern corner of Lewis county, 
for the.formation*of a new county to 
be composed of the heart of the great 
wilderness and to be known as Adiron 
dack county, is again being agitated at 
Tupper Lake, Saranac village and o t h e ^ 
mountain towns. 

.Dr. Lawrason Brown, of Saranac 
Lake, .holds that that place should* 
work to secure the formation of an. 
Adirondack county. "Lake" Placid,' Paul 
Smiths, Tupper Lake, Sa'ranac Inn, 
Bloomingdale and Saranac Lake have 
interests identical and should become 
a unit In county government. 

Until this step is ' taken, he main­
tains, these town's will never get thei*, 
full Just deserts. Saranac Lak£ and 
Tupper Lake in Franklin county and 
Lake Placid in Essex county are sim­
ply the tails of kites flown by Malone 
and Elizabethtown. Saranac Lake is a 
health and a pleasure resort and has 
nothing in common with the- greater 
part of Franklin county—certainly 
nothing, in common with Malone and 
other communities like it.' The same 
is true ofWTupper Lake, Paul Smiths 
and Saranac Inn. In Essex county 
Lake Placid is in the same relative po­
sition as Saranac Lake in Franklin. 

Such a proceeding would undoubt­
edly meet with powerful opposition. 
Franklin county would lose two of her 
"plurns" in Saranac Lake and Tupper 
Lake, while Essex county would lose a 
prize in Lake placid, but for the best

A STUDY OF RURAL PROBLEMS. 

Business Methods Needed in"'Country 
Life. 

The time 'seems ripe to adapt mod­
ern business methi.ds to country life. 
Thus far in our study of rural-pxotV 
lems we have d-eaH-wirty-wit-h the edu­
cational: -• As an illustration Grange 
leadership has said almost since the" 
establishment of the Order that only 
•educational subjects could safely be 
deiilt with in the Grange. The very 
suggestion of discussing any kind of 
business brought terror, but we are 
now facing a condition of affairs de­
manding business as well as education-
"ana^furfQieimore we -must have a mo e 
concrete expression of things .preached 
. The town, be it large or small, h"as 
been the recipient of all of the busi­
ness favors. Methods of business co­
operation have -been confined with per­
haps one exception to the centers of 
population. Our cheese factories and 
creameries as far as they go tepresent 
business co-operation. Aside from 
this one thing the open country is 
working single handed, every man in 
his own place. ; 

The town has co-operation, banking, 
schools, churches, lights, water and 
sewage. The farmer has been accus­
ed of possessrh/g-a— lack of co-opera­
tive spirit, -well probably that is so. 
He really could do n o other way than 
to develop his own individuality to a 
point where, he could depend upon it 
and ,so long has this necessity been 
forced upon him thaTthe has acquired 
habits which in this_day of co-opera­
tion are a stumbling block. But it 
seems to me we. are wasting our time 
in talking about what was and what hr 
and "sTiou'ld now begin to construct bus 
irress machinery which will fit country 
conditions, that is to fit the farm with 
its methods and the individual with his 
or her peculiarities just as well as the 
present town business organizations 
fits the town. 

We have been scolding for a good 
while, saying that the farmer was a 
poor business man. May be he was, 

f-roeasa«aiJtiy_ihe^.tQMUs.tan.darAJju.t.L 
venture to say that not one townsman 
in ten who has scolded the country­
man because of his method could "Have 
taken his own. put on the farm and 
make it fit as well as the farmers meth.

|. ods are poor that most of us have come 
to believe it. Now as 1 said before, 
the-, great problem which town and 
coaiato! people must solve together is 
to work out methods that will permit 
country people to work together when 
they desire to do so. and if it is profit­
able for them they will very soon fi id 
it out. The countryman has beep 
slow often because the thing offered 
to Irm has not fitted his case. 

We want a system -applied to the 
country that will permit of co-opera­
tion along engineering lines Just as the 
present system in the town makes it 
possible by a majority vote' to lay a 
sewer and water pipes. Not necessa­
rily to connect one house -\Vith another 
by engineering processes, but to take 
up land drainage and land improvement 

] co-operatively with aj financial plan b,e<-: 

Fhind it, working as smoothly as the 
well recognized plans of financing a 
city sewerage -system!' -> *
