DECEMBER WEATHER REPORT. 

Local Office U. S. Weather Bureau at 
. Canton,- N. Y. 

The .month of December 1912 was 
unusually warm, -but not quite so 
warm as December M i l . The aver­
age -monthly temperature was 26.9 de­
grees,-which, was 4.2 deg. abpve| nor­
mal, but 3.5 degrees below Dec. Il911. 
The highest temperature for month 
was 59 'deg. on the 6th, and the low­
est, 3 deg. below zero on-the 9th. The 
absolute monthly range-in tempera­
ture was 62 deg., the greatest daily 
range -3,3 deg. on the 9,th. and the 
least daily range 7 deg. an the 3Cith. 

The precipitation was deficient, be­
ing 2:5 5 Inches,-which was 1.04 be­
low normal-and 0.22 below Die. 1911. 
The greatest pricipitation in any 24 
consecutive hours was 0.71 in. on the 
18-l9th. 1.47 in. of the total pre­
cipitation -was in the form of snow, 
and the remainder, 1.08 in. in form of 
rain. The total depth of-, snowfall for 
the month, was 12.7 inches, the great­
est amount on the ground at any,one 
time was 10.0 in. on "the first, and the 
amount on the ground at the end of 
the month, only a trace. There was 
little good sleighing during month. 

The prevailing winds were from the 
southwest, and the average hourly 've» 
locity was 12.7 miles, 0.9 miles" above 
normal. The highest Velocity for any 
5 minute period was at the rate of 64 
miles per hour from the southwest on 
the 6th. The average relative humid­
ity at S a. m. was S6 per cent, which 
was 1 p'er cent below normal. vThe 
sunshine for the month was-6 5 per 
cent of the total possible, -which was 7 
per cent above normal. There were 6 
•clear days, S partly cloudy1,'17 cloudy, 
and 16 with a measurable amount of 
rain or snow. During 'the greater 
part o'f th"e month, the Grass River was 
frozen over in places, but there was 
nearly always some open water.
