One 
of.the first steps along the line of a 
better system is the abolition of the 
evening studying, some even going so 
far as to seek laws prohibiting a.ll the 
home study on the part of school chil­
dren, not ' even permitting them to 
take their books home with them. It 
is physical arid mental folly for a ch'ijd 

, to study at night and it is strongly urg 
ed that all the school work that is nec-

-e'ssary caVi be .accomplished during the 
school hours. A school principal, in' 
writing for the Ladies' Home Journal, 
puts the matter' rather ..trenchant1..- as 
follows: 

"In a million homes all over the. 
country tTs re is acted nightly the com­
edy of fathers and mothers teaching 
tlie children their lessons, with the 

-. teachers plav'ng the detective the next 
morning to see how well the-parents 
have done the work of instruction. The 
ordinary interests of the home are su­
perseded, young children are kept up 
nights, and, perhaps worst of all, thi 
children 1n the schools are kept par-
roting.off textbooks without ever.learn 
ing how' to go to the heart of the les­
son, In this Some study everything 
flattens out into a dead level of listless 
ness. The child in unfortunate cir­
cumstances loses interest, fails, accepts 
failure as his lot in life and leaves the 
school as soon as .possible. The child 

— whose parents can help in the prepa­
ration of lessons.is. coddled along from 
day to day without.learning,the most 
important lesson the school., should 
teach—namely, how to study." . . . , - ,—'

The splendid Long Sault power de-' 
velopmerii project, which has had -a 
long and rough road to follow, has 
just received another body blow which 
may set it back considerably. 

In response to a resolution, passed 
by the Senate last year Attorney Gen-

ierai''CarmcSa'y has just rendered an 
opinion that the grant to the Long 
Sault Complny of power rights in the 
St. Lawrence river below Waddington 
is unconstitutional. Mr. Carmody's 
opinion is of course in no wise firal 
but it may result in adverse action by 
the legislature. This Long Sault proT 
ject-.is a large arid ambitious one and 
engineers'have estimated that Soo.ooo 
horse power could be developed at 
this point. 

During Gcjv. Hughes' term the bill 
permitting" the company to 'construct 
a dam in the St. Lawrence" and develop 
the power, became a law; but the gran! 
was not complete without the further 
consent of the governments"of the Un­
ited States and Canada. The success 
of this enterprise would be a big thing 
for Northern New York and Congress­
man Malby worked'faithfully and long 
to secure the, necessary governmental 
consent. The measure was pending 
in Congress at' the time of his 'death. 
The project has met with many obsta­
cles and has been opposed by many 
envious people, to u s i a mild expres­
sion, who seemed to think it was a 
good thing and who wanted to "get 
fn" on it".
