What these 
changes shall be must be left to pro-
feslonaf educators to. determine, but 
the people want results and the edu­
cational systems-must supply tlfe meth 
ods to accomplish these results. One 
of the first steps along the line of a 
better system is the abolition of 'the 
evening studying, some even going so 

• far as to seek laws prohibiting all the 
,' home study on the part of school chil­

dren', not even permitting them to 
take Weir books home with them. It 
is physical and.mental folly for a child 

• to study atn-rght and it is strongiyuTg" 
ed that ill the school work that is nec­
essary can be accomplished'during the 

.school hours. A school "principal, in 
writing for the'Ladies' Home Journal, 
puts the matter rather trenchant1/ as 
follows: 

"In a million homes all over the 
country there is actednightlythe com--

edy of fathers and mothers teaching 
the'ahildren their lessons, with the 
teachers playing the defective the next 
morning to „see how well the-parents 
have done the work of instruction. The 
ordinary interests of the home are su­

perseded, "young .children are kept up 
... nights, and, perhaps worst of all, the 

children in the schools are kept, par­
roting off textbooks without ever learn 
ing how to go to the heart of the les­
son. ,ln this nome study everything 
flattens out into a dead level of'listless 
ness. The child in unfortunate cir­

cumstances loses interest, fails,.accepts 
failure as his lot in life and leaves, the 
school as soon as possible. The child 

. whose parents can help in the prepa­
ration of lessons is. coddled along from 
day to day without learning the most 
important lesson the school should 
teach'—namely, how to study." 
• And i 'tired mother makes-foe fol-. 
Iowjng proposal: -

"1 have four little, girls attending 
your schools. I am up at five o'clock 
in the morning to get them off to 

, school ,,and myself off to work. It is 
six o'clock in the evening when r get 
home again pretty well worn out, and-
after we have had dinner and have tid­
ied up' the house a bit it is eight 
o'clock. Then, tired as I am, I sit 
down and teach the little girls the. les­
sons your teachers will hear them say 
over on the following day. Now, if it 
is all the same to you, it would be a 
great help and favor to me if you will 
have your teachers teach the lessons 
during the day, and then ail 1 would 
have to do at night, wotrhHre to hear 

*' them say them ovefe We would ail 
\ get to bed earlier." — • — 

It is argued that home study is not 
• only a waste of time and' energy but 

that It is positively detrimental to the 
health and the efficiency of the child. 
A system of education that will make 
for sound health arid right living,is the 
system that must be adopted in the 
future, arid it will come as soon as ed­
ucators can find. the way.' The prob­
lem of home study is only one of the 
details to be worked out. , 

ments and fosters the semblance" of 
wrong doing-for the sake of profitably 
exploiting it. It is a sort of endless 
chain in which the morals of the peo­
ple are prostituted for. the profit of 
the publishers. Everybody in this day 
and generation reads, but unfortunate­
ly their reading is of a kind that does* 
t h e m . m o r e harm than good. The 
more salacious, the more corrupt, the 
more libelous, the more untruthful the 
publication the more the people read 
'it. This rule has its notable, excep­
tions, but the admitted point ofview 
of-the magazine from which the above 
quotation was taken does, not make it 
one of 'the exceptions, and the splend­
id growth-of its circulation tends to 
confirm the diagnosis. 

An editorial writer in a current mag­
azine, discussing the old theme of cor­
ruption in politics, says: -

', sands' to a campaign fund was innocent 

in the. frankness with which he made 
1 this confession. Undoubtedly he tho't 
. he had done nothing wrong. He had 

. not sinned against the standards of 
public morality 'which existed at ' . the 
time when scruples were fixed in his 
conscience. Yet, as a man of sense,' 
he must have known that the most po­
lite use of vast campaign funds is the 
bribing of voters. If the money does 
not go to the voters, it must be em­
bezzled by the managers." 

In reading the magazines of the day, 
as well as the newspapers, one is nat­
urally impressed with the volume and 
the quantity of such stuff as the above. 
Of course men can be hired to do any­
thing. There is no line of .human ac­
tion from murder to muckraking that 

- has not its force of professionals ready 
—*<Murn the trick if pay is in sight. 

But these men could not ply their 
trade unless there was profit in sight 
for their employers. It is therefore 
evident that the reading public wants 
such stuff or else the magazine pub­
lishers would not hire men te produce 
it. As to the above quotation even 
Roosevelt and the Bull. Moosers would 
deny the truth of it, for there isn't 
any truth in it, either implied or ex­
pressed. The expenses of any.,kind of 
public organizations or campaigns, 

•from religion to politics, have to be 
met from voluntary contributions, and 
the men who contribute are phiianthro 
pists, patriots or 'public spirited citi­
zens, a s t h e case may.be. It Is grant­
ed that there Is corruption-in politics, 
but unfortunately this is 'true to some 
extent in every form of enterprise with 

•which rn.apki.nd concerns itself., 
.But the "eider of a church", who 

contributes to a campaign fund does 
so because he believes his cause is just 
and'his money is rarely if eVj?r employ, 
ed in any but legitimate ways. .Why 
then.is the pu-bltej-wttling tn read any­
thing and everything in print that con­
demns 'and blackens the acts of their 
fellow men? ' The. Ifriswer seems to be 
that they have been educated to this 
point of-vjew by the periodicals and 
the press. It is' probable, that In no 
line of endeavor is there, more of evil, 
corruption," blackmailing and graft 
than in thf inurnalistic world today, 
and this profession <•• deliberately fo-

"For many years the foreign press 
has noted the fact that in those public 
problems we may call,the human ques­
tions America is almost a generation 
behind other modern nations, and that 
our hanr/ing of such grave subjects as 
the tariff and the trusts is almost child 
ish in its crudeness. Yet i t .was ad­
mitted that there 'was a live and grow­
ing movement to take ail these things 
up, as other advanced,countries have 
done; bViftiiat movement did not 
make-much headway because it had to 
work through two', old parties, which 
seemed strangely—unwilling to deal 
with these questions. , .

POWER DEVELPPMENT HINDERED. 

The Big Long Sault Project Declared 
Unconstitutional. 

t h e splendid Long Sault power de­
velopment project, which' has had a 
long and rough, road to follow, has-
just received another 'body"blow which 
may set it back considerably. 

In response to a resolution passed 
by the Senate last year Attorney Gen­
eral Carmody has just rendered "an 
opinion that the grant to the Long 
Sault Compariy of power rights in the 
St. Lawrence river below W'addington 
is unconstitutional. Mr. Carmody's 
Opinion is of course in no wise final 
but it may result in adverse action by 
the legislature. This Long Saulr pro­
ject is a large and ambitious one and 
engineers have estimated that 500,000 
horse power could be- developed at 
this j o i n t . 

During Gov. Hughes', term the bill 
permitting the company to. construct 
a dam in the St. Lawrence arid develop 
the power, became a law, but the grant 
was not complete wjthoht„the further 
consent of the governments of the Un­
ited States and Canada. The success 
of this enterprise would be a big thing 
for Northern New York and Congress­
man Malby worked faithfully and Ion/ 
to secure the necessary governmental 
consent- The.'measure was pending 
in Congress at-the time of hi,? death. 
The, project has met with many obsta­
cles and has been opposed by many 
envious people, .to use a mild expres­
sion, who seemed to think it was a 
good thing and who wanted to "get 
in" on it.
