I bel ieve, 
however , that the Legislature has the 
power in this case either to repeal the 
act o r direct the attorney- general t o 
bring act ion t o procure a judgment va­
cating the act of incorporation. 

"ThS latter power of the Legisla­
ture can be expected only if the Leg­
islature reaches 'the conclusion that 

The act -was procured by' fraudulent sug­
gest ion of the concealment of a mate­
rial fact made by or wi th the k n o w l ­
edge and consent of the persons or 
any o f them,- incorporated."
