To the Honorable Board of Supervisors, 
of St. Lawrence County: | 

Your special committee appointed 
•to consider the report made by. the ! 
special examiners of the Comptroller, | 

* and report thereon to the Board, would 
respectfully report .that owing to pub-1 
lie 'business which required attention 
during the annual session, it was una­
ble to thentake up ~the matter and be 
stow upon it the time and attention it 
r^9HLffi4>.,„.!?,uJ.,.",e Thursday following 

""the""adjournment of the Board it met 
and began its labors, which were con­
tinued until the various matters men­
tioned in the report had been thorough ' 
ly investigated, and the officials whose, 
conduct was criticised by the report 
had been examined.' Your Commit-

' tee believed that the gravity of the 
charges warranted'it in taking testi­
mony which should be preseived, and 
accordingly employed a stenographer, 
and after administering oath to the sev 
e'ral witnesses, "look their testimony 

7wTrich has-feeen. transcribed and which 
is filed with" this report for the fuTler 
information of the "public, and your 

"honorable body. . | 
Y,our Committee would report that 

the various county officers have freely 
and without concealment or evasion, ' 
answered all questions put to them, 
and have been permitted to make in 
addition such statements as they might 
desire in reference to the matters con­
tained In the report referred to your 
committee and which pertained to 

•their respective offices. 
Your committee is satisfied that the 

report contains many criticisms as to, 
matters of form which are we-Il found­
ed, and ought to.'be obviated, particu-
larly in reference ,to«the action of the' 
Board of Supervisors in auditing ac­
counts. It recommends a careful stu-f 
dy of-the report of the examiners,-and 
of this report, by every member of 
the Board, in order that these cr.iti-1 

. cisms may be obviated, and believes 
that such study will be well repaid. | 

Your committee finds that most of 
' the criticisms made, though not all, 

are technically accurate. H finds, how 
ever, that the acts complained of were 
in every instance don» openly, and, 
with the widest possible publicity, and 
does not find the slightest evidence 

, that any county official has knowingly 
done any act which was improper. In 
fact, two of the items of criticism were, 
that the Board had annually audited 
bills for small sums for furnishing the 
newspapers of the county a daijy re­
port of the doings of the Board, for 
the information of the taxpayers of the 
county, and for printing the report of 
the County Treasurer in pamphlet 
form, tliat the taxpayers might have a 
detailed statement of every financial 
fansaction of the county. Of course 

"•iVow'thai the attention of the county 
officials have been called to alleged im­
proprieties, they should when well 
founded be promptly corrected, and in 
fact the testimony taken by your com­
mittee shows that in almost every in­
stance they were at once corrected as 
soon as pointed out, in several in­
stances to the knowledge of the exam­
iners, thought the Comptroller's re­
port nowhere contains any statement 
<of any such corrections. While your 
committee has not taken up" in this 
report absolutely-each and every crit­
icism made, it has reported on every 
ciass of criticism, and on most individ-

, up and treat separately each county of­
fice the conduct of which is criticised, 
which it has done as follows: 

County Qlerk. 
The office of County Clerk Is a sala­

ried, one, the Clerk receiving $2500 
per year. It is the duty of the County 
of St. Lawrence ten furnish him with 
the necessary means to run. the office 
for the public welfare. No duty de­
volves upon the Clerk to pay fo'r any 
supplies whatever necessarily and prop 
erly used in running the office. Dur­
ing the year, thousands of papers are 
received by the Clerk for record, most 
of which have to be returned by mail 
to the person from whom received. 
Searches made by him also-are sent by 
mail in most instances to the party or­
dering them. It is not practicable to 
keep track.of the sums paid'for pos­
tage in the case of each-instrument, 
and the Clerk :has.been accustohied to 
add to the recording fee in the case of 
each paper two cents for return pos­
tage. Under the law the fees of the 
office are turned over by the Clerk to 
the County Treasurer, including these 
sums charged for .postage. The out­
lay for postage in the year runs into 
the hundreds of dollars. There are 
also necessary disbursements for ex­
press, and other minor items. The 
Clerk is unable to purchase stamps up 
on the credit of the county, but is fore 
.ed to pay for them when purchased. 
Neither will the express companies 
wait and put in a bill to the county 
once a year, but require payment at 
the time the service is rendered. Con­
sequently, either the Clerk must pay 
the sums out of his own pocket, ana 
wait the audit of the Board of Super­
visors at the end of the year, which in 

• practice amounts to a diminution of 
his salary,'or some other arrangement 
must, be made. It might appear at 
•first thought that a stock of postage 
stamps could be purchased in the fall 
to ritn the office a year, but this is not 
feasible for the reason that many pat­
rons of the office pay fees'* due from 
them, where the amounts are small, in 
stamps; these stamps are used .for pos­
tage, and their equivalent in money is 
paid by the Clerk to the Treasurer. 
This being the situation, the Board of 
Supervisors for some years, in order 
that the Clerk might run the office for 
the convenience of the'public without 
paying his -personal funds, appropria­
ted a sum of money, which was' left in 
the hands of the County Treasurer, 
and. which he was directed to expend 
as follows: Each"" month the - Clerk 

presented a verified and itemized' state 
ment of his disbursements of the char­
acter above set forth, to the Treasurer, 
who thereupon, if .satisfied the account 
was correct, R'aid"-JriM" fHe "amount" he 
had so disbursed. For the year 1912 
such an appropriation was made but 
the' Treasurer directed by resolution 
of the Board to pay only three-fourths 
of the disbursements of the Clerk from 
the fund so set aside. 

The'examiners of the Comptroller 
say that this practice is iffe-gal in that 
the Clerk or the Treasurer, or both, 
are made auditors of this expense ac­
count, which is a power vested in the 
Board, and which it cannot delegate. 
The-Clerk take's-the position that he 
has not acted as an individual, but a,s 
the agent of the county in making the 
purchase mentioned, from the legal 
standpoint, the examiners, may be 
right. There is neither claim nor sug­
gestion in their report, .that this prac­
tice has resulted in any loss to St. 
Lawrence County. There can be no 
question whatever that it is unfair to. 
the Clerk to a-xk him to put up a por­
tion of his salary for the benefit of 
St.- Lawrence County: Your, commit­
tee near the close of this report make 
a recommendation which it believes 
will remedy the situation, if adopted',, 
and while conforming strictly with the' 
letter_oXJle_itB^_at4h^ (same time in 
practice work opt the same as the me­
thod _ conderrirfjar- No appropriation 
for .such "contingent expenses was 
matte the past fall, and the Treasurer 
will not pay these expenses as hereto­
fore. 

Section 3314 of the Code of Civil 
Procedure provides for an allowance 
to jurors for each day's attendance at 
a term of a court of record, a sum to 
be fixed by the Board of Supervisors, 
not exceeding S3-.00 per day. The 
Boajd of Supervisors of- St/ Lawrence 
County has fixed the compensation, in 
this county .at $3.00. From the geo­
graphical conditions of the county, 
andd its somewhat unsatisfactory train 
service, it frequently happens that 
when jurors and court officers are ex­
cused late in the day, it is impossible 
for them to reach their homes until 
the following dav. , It has been the cus 
torn liTtn'e 'county, in'Such cases, to 
act on the assumption that the juror 
was in attendance upon court until he 
could reach home, andTo lllow him an 
extra day's pay. The Clerk has never 
certified this extra day without care­
ful inquiry, and. evidence satisfactory 
to him that the juror/would in fact be. 
away from home for the time covered 
by the certificate issued to Mm. In 
many cases the presiding Judge from 
the bench has ordered the Clerk to 
certify an extra day in the cases ab­
ove mentioned. During the year cov­
ered by the examination, it is reported 
that 51 days extra have been certified, 
and that such certification was illegal. 
As the court officers, jurors, etc., dur­
ing the year numbered over 300, it 
would seem that the__Clerk had been 
careful as to the certificates issued by 
him. We are informed that the chief 
examiner stated that this practice pre­
vailed in each of the counties he had 
conducted examinations in. something 
over thirty. • Since the attention of 
the Clerk has been, called to the claim 
that these payments we're .illegal,1 he 
has ceased to issue such certificates. 
Your committee is obliged to. confess 
that it is unable to understand how 
the examiners arrived at the figures 
they presented. The committee took 
pains to trace out carefully two cases 
•citedvwhich if correctly stated, seemed 
to. show carelessness on the part of 
the Clerk, one-being that of a ju-rdr, 
Silas D. Jenkins, who had been allow­
ed two extra days according to the 
report. The Court minutes showed 
.that Mr. Jenkins was ift attendance on 
the first day of the October term "of 
County Court, and was excused by the 
court. 'He lived at Winthrop, and. 
presumably could not reach home that 
night, to the personal knowledge, of 
the committee he could not unless he 
was excused in time to take the half 
past two train, and court does not"o*p*en 
until-after one. The Clerk issued a 
certificate that ..Mr. Jenkins was enti­
tled to pay for two days and two only. 
He certainly was in attendance the 
first day. The committee is unable 
to understand on what theory he would 
be deprived of pay altogether. . At 
the same term the report states .that 
the crier was paid for an extra day. 
The official minutes show that the 
term opened the 16th and closed the 
23 rd, and the crier received a certifi­
cate for eight days. 
. The report states that the clerk has 

issued improper . certificates to the 
Grand Jury Stenographer. The Clerk 
denies emphatically that any certifi­
cates at all have been issued-by Jlim to 
this stenographer, and the examination 
ljy the committee sustains him in this 
position; the stenographer having been 
paid by the County Treasurer upon a 
bill certified by the District Attorney. 
If there has been any. irregularity in 
the payment of this stenographer, the 
fault is not that of the County Clerk. 

Criticism is made that improper cer­
tificates were issued for teams to ena­
ble the Grand Jury to visit the County 
House, which is distant between two 
and three' miles from Canton, and for 
board of jurors. It is a part of the 
duty of the Grand Jury to visit the. 
County House; no one contends that 
the jurors should walk; where noard 
of jurors was paid for, ii was in cases 
where the court had ordered the jury 
kept together and fed, and where th? 
county was clearly liable to pay. the 
bill. It is contended not that these 
bills should not be paid, but that they 
should be audited by the Board, in­
stead of. paid oil certificates. Tiie Cle/k 
contends, and with some reason^ tjiat_ 
lie properly issued the certificate, andf 
that if there is any criticism, it is Up­
on the payment, which he did not 

make. Without passing on this.ques­
tion, the committee finds that no cer­
tificates have .been issued either for 
board or livery, save-to persons who 
furnished-the one or the other, and 
that- the price certified in each instance 
was reasonable. ' The prastice of issu­
ing these certificates was.discontinued 

-as-soori as the critic.sm was made pub­
lic. 

In reference to the item of. unauth­
orised issuance of certificates to wit­
nesses in the amount of $2794.3 7, the 
committee has investigated with great 
care, and finds the fact to be that the 
clerk used a form of certificates, at 
one time proper, but. which,, by an am­
endment which had escaped his atten­
tion, was made improper, the impro­
priety being that it did not itemize the 
mileage and attendance, but stated it 

jjj, a lump sum. This certificate, how­
ever was issued upon an affidavit which 
contained in itemized form the'infor­
mation required. . Upon the.,, attention 
of the Clerk being called to this form 
he promptly informed the examiners 

"that it would be at once corrected, im­
mediately prepared a form, submitted 
it for their approval, secured such ap­
proval, and at once caiised-a supply to 
be printed, which have since been in 
use. The Comptroller's report con­
tains no mention <3t this prompt cor--

| rection by the Clerk, but on the con­
trary contains the statement '.'-why the 
County Clerk did not draw proper cer­
tificates does not appear." The Clerk 
is now using the correct form of cer­
tificate; had he used it during the pe­
riod of time covered by the examina-

L.tion, he would have issued the same 
| number of certificates, to the same 

people, for the same'service and in the 
same amount, as he did in fact issue, 
and. the expense to the county for wit­
nesses-would hiv'e been the same to a 
cent. No loss whatever has resulted, 
to the county from the use of this im-

' proper form of certificate. 
I Another criticism made is that cer­

tificates have been issued to persons 
for attendance as court officers, who 
were also drawing salaries at the jail. 
The committe'e has investigated this,, 
and finds that it is the fact, but that 
the act of the Clerk in issuing such 
certificates was ministerial, and that 

I he did it upon the designation by the 
sheriff of these persons, with others, 
as court officers, and that-at the time 
he had- no official knowledge as to 
what capacities these people were serv 
ing ,in at the jail. This committee 
condemns the practice of such designa 

I tion on the part of the sheriff, and 
such designations have not been made 
or certificates issued since the criti-

I cism. While the committee sees, no. 
impropriety in these persons serving 
as court officers if they can do so with 
out conflict with their other official 
duties, it should be without expense 
to the county of <St. Lawrence, from 
which, they .are already drawing sala­
ries..- The e'ommittee -at this point 
would also record its conviction that 
if such officers perform any duties 
whjch" are "charges against any town in 
St. Lawrence County, the compensa­
tion belongs to the county. ' It would 

'recommend, to the-incoming ' sheriff 
that he do not designate as a court of­
ficer to draw pay, anx employee .at the 
jail, and that if such employee per­
forms any work for which compensa­
tion is received, d'utside hte strict, du­
ties at the jail, that his attention be 
called to the fact that such compensa­
tion is the property- of the County of 
S't. Lawrencer"and that it will require 
-it. , . 

Sheriff. 
In the fall of 1910 a resolution pass 

ed by the Board'of Supervisors auth­
orized the sheriff, to employ a- guard 
at a compensation of $540 per year 
It is true that the act making the of­
fice of sheriff a salaried one,- provided 
what the titles of the persons serving 
under hjm' should be, and fixed their 
compensation. It provided for two 
male employees; in the year 1910 the 
Legislature amended the law, vesting 
in the Board of Supervisors the abso-
lute»power to fix the salaries of these 
employees; there was only one other 
male attendant at the Jail at th"e time 
of. the passage of this resolution; un­
der a resolution previously passed, he 
was receiving something more than 
the regular salary the act fixed for eith 
er turnkey or jailor, this course hav­
ing been adopted on the theory that 
he was a valuable man and worthy of 
it, while his successor might be less 
valuable, and it was not wise to raise 
the salary of the .position. So,after 
the passage of this resolution and the 

"employment of the so-called "guard", 
there were but two,male employees at 

„the jail,- the exact number allowed by 
the act; the Board had absolute con-
trol_oyer their salaries, and might 
have fixed'them at a much larger sum 
than they were .in fact; the sheriff 
never called this person guard save in 
the pay roll. It must be admitted that 
the Board of Supervisors did not have 
the power to do just what it. did do, 
'but it had the power to fix the sala­
ries of, two male employees at the jail, 
and it did; so in fact, no more was 
paid these employees than the Board 
Of Supervisors intended; while using 
one wrong designation, and permit­
ting one __man to draw more than the 
original act contemplated, no loss re­
sulted to the county, for the Board 
had absolute power to fix these sala­
ries, and while it may not have used 
this power in the manner pointed out 
by the statute, it used it understand-
in gly. So far as the action of tie. sher 
iff in employing a so-called "guard" is 
concerned, he followed the direction 
of the Board;,no criticism is made that 
either of the persons employed were 
not needed, or that the compensation 
paid was excessive; in fact, ill that 
was necessary to obviate this criticism 
was pointed out by the examiners, and 
their suggestion- at- once adopted, by 
calling the person who had therefore 
been called "guard", thereafter "turn­
key" and \he axaminers advfsed the 
Treasurer that it would be proper to 
pay under tliat designation. The exam­
iners report that the sheriff had failed 
to give the bond required by the spe­
cial act "making the office of sheriff a 
salaried one; ihe\ committee finds that 
this failure was the result of inadver­
tence,-and the sheriff at once gave a 
bond on the' omission being pointed 
rut. This fact does\not appear in the 
report of-'the examiners, however. 

The sheriff'is criticised in-the re--
port on account-of his'farming opera­

tions. Under the statute!! is the duty 
'of the. sheriff-to work prisoners under 

sentence. No particular method of 
employment is pointed out'by the'st'af-
ute, though certain kinds are prohibi 
ited. It seemed to the sheriff that as 
large quantities of vegetables wete 
consumed in the jail, that he would 
•not only be able to obey the injunc­
tion of the statute,which required ihim 
to work'the prisoners, but would also 
be able, to produce a considerable por­
tion of the supplies required for' their-
maintenance, by renting a piece of 
land near the village. The sheriff did 
not act upon his own ideas' solely, but 
did what he did with the full knowl­
edge arid approval of the Purchasing 
Committee, and with the full knowl-' 
edge and consent of the Board of Su­
pervisors. . A small farm was rented 
east of the village, upon shares. Up­
on it since has been raised large quan­
tities of,vegetables, and hay and grain. 
The labor has been performed by pris" 
oners, and the venture has proved a 
good financial one for .the county. It 
has •be'eii'dbne with the knowledge of 
the Prison Commission and its exam­
iners have called attention to the work 
being done in this county in their,re­
ports, and commended_ it to other 
counties as an example" for emulation. 
To some extent other work has been 
done by the prisoners, and it is claim­
ed lihat this other work and these farm ' 
ing Operations have constituted a vio-' 
lation of., the State Constitution. -It 
is charged that grain, hay and vege-| 
tables have been sold, and that it has | 
been the custom to use the labor of, 
the prisoners in digging sewers, paint­
ing houses, shoveling walks and work-, 
ing upon highways. The Sworn-tes­
timony before the Committee, shows 
that the only sale o'Pregetables made 
by the sheriff was that--one._filI_af.ter. 
digging the potatoes raised they com­
menced to rot, and "it was a 'question 
of selling some before they rotted, or 
letting them spoil; he promptly sold 
such as he could not 'use before they 
spoiled, and later-on bought, at- least an 
equal quantity. No grain-has been 
sold by.the sheriff. Having more hay 
than the stock kept at the jail requir­
ed, he has two falls at least.sold a con:' 
siderable quantity of hay; tK£»_:ounty. 
of St. Lawrence has received'every cent 
of the money it brought. The pris-

i oners did help to cut it, to stack it, 
and to draw it. The testimony shows
