A TUBERCULOSIS HOSPITAL. 

Facts' of the Disease and Its Treatment 
Make Situation Clear. 

It has been felt by friends of the 
movement to control tuberculosis in 
St. Lawrence county that some people 
have not actively given their support 
because they have not become inform; 
ed of the terrible' ravages of the dis­
ease and'the best measures for its pre­
vention. Consumption- has caused an 
average of 87- deaths*annually in the 
county for the past ten'years. A few 
years ago this 'would have been con­
sidered largely a matter'of fate against 
which- it would be useless to contend. 
Modern discoveries have proved that 
the disease is not only curable, espec­
ially in its early stages, but above all 
preventable. 

Smallpox, diphtheria, typhoid fever, 
and many other diseases have lost-or 
are losing their terror for the average 
citizen. >.• . ' 

In 1.911 one person died from smail 
pox in fh'e entire state while 14,179 
died-of-consumption. Yet one case of 
the former disease in the county 
would create more stir than the' hun­
dreds of oases of the latter disease now 
in -the county create. 

Institutional care of the consump­
tive has long been proved to be the 
most effective measure of cure and 
prevention. County tuberculosis hos 
pifals now in' successful operation fur­
nish figures for construction and main­
tenance which prove them for from 
prohibitive.

Such kindly thought.- of creatures 
which in the circumstances are left 
helpless and whose plight mankind in 
general is too likely to neglect in the 
strife for personal advantage and gain 
that characterizes this age, is highly to 
the credit, pf a public official who- is 
presumably kept so busy with his du­
ties that he might be far less expected 
than many others to give thought to 
the birds of the fields. 

But how strange it seems to us here 
in the East, to read that there are yet 
in this country places where thousands 
of wild birds appeal for human care in 
winter. 

•Excepting the sparrows that are al­
ways with us, a-few-passing crows, and 
an occasional solitary woodpecker, 
there are no lon'ger birds that come to 
us seeking food in the winter, even in 
the rural districts.
