That articles 
which it. is believed, can be purchased 
at advantage -from wholesale houses, 
have been ordered by the fclerk of the 
Purchasing Committee, but' never with 
out the request of "the .sheriff that-they 

In this connection the 
testimony of the sheriff is that • the 
clerk has. never purchased anything 
without ibeing requested to and has 
purchased everything he has been re­
quested to. It would seem to . 'the 
committee that this criticism has 
been sufficiently answered by the state 
ment of the sheriff. It/is further stat 
ed that the purchases are to be made 
and the sheriff to be' reimbursed month 
ly only for "furniture, implements ma-
terial, 'food and supplies of whatever, 
nature for the custody, care and main­
tenance" of the Jail resident and in­
mates, but that--never,rhetess- this pro­
cedure has been used for the monthly 
payment of other bills not contempla­
ted by the law, and which properly 
ought 'to 'be brought to the Board of 
Supervisors for audit. Then the ex­
aminers give instances of articles that 
they think fall within this category. 

The first instance cited is a set of 
new gra tes . . TbA,„testimony—SJKUKS 
that .these were grates for the boilers 
which heat the jail; that the old ones 
were worn out, and that some more 
must be procured if the jaiI"was"Heat-
ed. The committee belie"ves that this 
item falls within both the letter and 
spirit of the act; similar criticisms are 
made in reference >to the purchase of 
stone for the prisoners t o break, a cow, 
fodder for it, fertilizer for the.farm, 
paint used on ' the jail, and other items 
of like character. The testimony ta­
ken by us shg.ws_, that milk is needed 
at the jail for the family and inmates; 
that it is more economical for thecoiin 
ty to keep a cow and produce the milk 
than to purchase it; if the' cow is kept 
it must be fed. In the judgment of 
the committee the pqrchase price of a 
cow which produced milk to be used 
at the jail, and the necessary feed-for 
the cow, are just as properly paid for 
under, this -act as the milk would be if-
no cow was kept and it was necessary 
to buy the milk. 

Criticism is also made that the dis­
bursements of the sheriff for items like 
postage, car fare in serving subpoenas, 
etc., have .been audited by the Purchas­
ing Committee instead of the Board. 
Both,the committee and the Board had 
supposed that the act authorized such 
audit. It is not claimed that the au­
dit would have been made at any dif­
ferent figure if, made by the Board, and 
cannot well be, as these items are for 
actual money expended. That there 
may be no. question .about these audits 
or the legality of the purchase and the 
payment for such supplies as new 
grates or a cow,, the committee would 
recommend the amendment of the spe­
cial act making the office of sheriff a 
salaried one, so thaf these points shall 
be covered beyond question or contro­
versy^ 

' Superintendent of the Poor. 
Three criticisms are made respect­

ing this office; that tne superintendent 
has paid unverified bills, that in ..some 
instances he has paid claims on "bills 
rendered", and that he has audited Ms 
own claims. These can be disposed 
of briefly. The superintendent ad-' 
mits that he has In the past paid some 
unverified claims, but the testimony 
shows that the bills rendered were for 
the contract price of the articles pur­
chased; In a very few instances claims 
have been paid on bills rendered, but

No' such 
claims,, or unverified "bills have been 
paid by 'him since the examiners, called 
his attention to them. The claims of 
.his own which he has audited are his 
own actual disbursements in the per­
formance of his official duty, not th.e 
claims for any services. He has • in 
each instance made out an itemized 

• and-*erified-bill-for-these-ex-pensesri"t-
is true that he has audited the bills in 
the 'sense that he has paid them, but 
each year the committee on /Poor 
House and Superintendent of the~"Poors 
accounts has gone over all the,bills, 
and had complete, power to disallow 
any of these expense account if they 
found anything improper in them. The 
superintendent, however, in deference 
to the criticisms,,will the coming year 
present his expense ,account for audit 
to t h e Board. No pecuniary-loss has 
been sustained by the county on ac­
count of dnyof the matlers-.cr-iticised, 
and every criticism has 'been obviated, 
for the future. ^ 

Expense Accounts. 
. The County Superintendent of,High­

ways, the County Sealer of W-cights 
•and Measures, and the Districr Attor­
ney, Have each had expense accounts, 
and in the case of each the coifnty ap­
propriated a sum, to be used in pavr 

ing these expenses, tfo. County Treas­
urer paying the verified bills of these 
officials-for expenses, if satisfied of 
their correctness, the same as in the 
case of the County Olerk. The same 
criticism is made as to these payments 
as in the case of the County Clerk. 
The committee finds that these pay­
ments were made without audit by 
the Boa.d and that the practice inthafr 
form, should be and has been discon­
tinued, but solely upon the ground 
that it is a short cut not authorized by 
the statute. In fact the bills of the 
County Superintendent and Sealer 
were audited at the end of that year, 
and the payments..made were simply 
on account. Nothing has been paid 
to any or either of these officials that 
they were not in fact entitled to, and 
no pecuniary loss-has been sustained. 
Some arrangement should be made by 
which these expenseaccounts can leg­
ally, be paid from month, to. rn.ontIi.___ 

Board of Supervisors-
Section 51 of the County Law re­

quires the Clerk of the Board to annu­
ally publish an abstract of the town 
and county accounts in a newspaper 
printed in the county. According to 
the Comptroller's report before the 
committee, this has not been done. In 
fact, for some years past when the 
Purchasing Committee has arranged 

-for the.publication of the pamphle.t, it 
h;is embodied in the contract in addi­
tion, the publication of these accounts 

..And of the official "anvass, arid as 
both of these appear in the pamphlet 
and have to be set up- hy- whoever 
prints it, by this arrangement the pub­

l icat ion of these accounts and of the 
official canvass has cost only a very 
small sum. The Clerk has always ad­
opted this contract, and certified the 
accounts, and they have-becp publish­
ed within the time and in the manner 
required by law. V - has not formally 
in .writing desigr , u d a paper. The 
committee assumes that the purpose 
of.the publicatir ''• for the public in­
formation; the publication has been 
had, and the information made public, 
and by a method which"has saved the 

^county considerable money. The re­
quirement of the statute has. in sub­
stance been complied with, whether 
or not the strict letter has been fol­
lowed. The pamphlet of proceedings 
has annually been certified by the clerk 
hut not by the chai.man. This last 
session both have certified. The com 
Inittee is unable to find th'at the public 
has suffered from this 'omission, thb' 
it has' now been corrected. 

Abstracts of warrants are required 
to be furnished to the county treasur­
er by the clerk of the board. The law 
piovides that they contain the name of 
the collectors, the amount of money 
which each is to collect, the purpose 
for which it is to be collected, and the 
persons to whom and the time when 
it is to be. paid. Abstracts were fur­
nished, but the criticism is made that 
they did not contain the names of the 
collectors .or the time when the pay­
ments were to be made, In fact, in­
stead of putting the name of the col­
lector on each abstract, the clerk fur­
nished the treasurer .on, a single sheet 
the names and post office addresses of 
every town collector in the county. It 
seems to the committee that this satis­
fied the statute in that particular. The 
treasurer,had a copy of the law, which 
stated when the payments were requir­
ed to be made. They were not stated 
in the abstract. Tl.is was not accord­
ing to the statute, but the committee 
regards this violation as so technical 
that no further time need be spent on 
it. While the law may require it, the 
treasurer~does not for the- practical 
workings of his office need to have ex­
actly the same' thing before Mm on 37 
different pieces of paper. He had it 
once in the statute itself; had each war 
rant contained it he would have had it 
36 times more. 

. One of the criticisms hiade is that 
the Clerk of the Board did not desig­
nate upon evety account audited and 
allowed by the Board the> amount so 
audited and allowed, and the items dis­
allowed. The propriety and necessity 
of such designation is apparent, but 
under the practice of the Board, the 
accounts go to different committees 
for audit, and the committees have 
placed upon them the amount allowed 
and disallowed. These have not been 
as complete as they should be, but it 
is apparent thai the Clerk cannot be 
before several different committees at 
the same time. The committee rec­
ommends that In future, committees 
be very careful to comply with this 
requirement, and that the clerk return 
to anv committee as soon as it reports 
any bills which have not been so mark­
ed̂  that they may be made to conform 
to the requirements hf the statute. 

fieo. H. Bowers was directed by "the 
Board to furnfsh-a synopsis of,its pro­
ceedings tri the newspapers of the 
county, daily through the session, and 
paid a price agreed upon between him 
and the Board. This has been done 
for several years, and the aggregate 
payments for the six years preceding 
the report, for furnishing this synop­
sis, was $'5 51.30. We find that Mr. 
Bowers was-_lilred by the Board to do 

this ^work, and paid. The Board be*, 
liev.ed that the people of the county 
ought to know accurately each- da) 
what "their servants were doing. Thi 
committee'is unable t o find any statuti 
which authorized the Board to do this 
It finds, however, that the work wa: 
performed, and was worth the prici 
paid. ., J 

Considerable space in the report i s 
devoted to alleged improper audit of 
accounts. The committee has exam-J 
ined into this charge with much, care* 

-aird-ls obliged to state that many -of. 
the criticisms are well founded, though'; 
not all. Many of the accounts were' 
not. properly verified. Of course this! 
goes—to—form rather . than substa'nce_ 
and while the audit of such was. im-
prQ.per„.'.the impropriety did not result 
in any money joss.- Many others did 
not'on their face state that they were 
county charges, and it could not 'be 
determined from an inspection of the 
bill whether they were or not. 'We 
find that in such cases the custonfTia's 
been to ask the ^upervisior-of- the 
town from which -the clajmant-comes, 
for. his knowledge, and if that failed, 
to make inquiry of some county officer 
who knew the facts, and if-the inform­
ation was not forthcoming, from these 
sources to send for the claimant him­
self, and after procuring this informa­
tion, much of which w-as not shown up 
on the bill, the committee acted. Pro­
bably justice was done in these cases, 
but committees should insist that the 
bills themselves are,properly itemized, 

-and contain this information which has 
been picked up elsewhere at a cost of 
much time and temper. We recom­
mend that hereafter the Clerk of the 
Board upon receipt of any bill improp­
erly verified, improperly itemiz'ed, or 
not .showing on its face that it is a 
county charge, return the same at 
once tp the claimant for correction, 
with a statement of the defect to he 
corrected. 

.An_kxa.mi.n.a.tion^of_the-_.biUs_Cjri.ti£iSr_ 
ed* shows also that in a few instances 
town charges we.re audited and pai<J 
by the county. This was due to lack 
of knowledge on the.par t of the com­
mittee-passing upon them. We rec­
ommend that committees use greater 
care in these respects and that if any 
question arises upon which there is 
doubt," that they either consult coun­

se l or refer the matter to the Judiciary 
Committee for determination.

Using a part of the preserves, and— 
well.

But before sending the gift to the 
prisoner I scrutinized it. There were 
preserved peaches', can and label—that 
was all.- The label bore the name of 
the concern that canned the goods and 
a picture.of a tine.ripe peach. A man) 
might miike a saw out of the tin to cut 
wood, but he could not get out of his 
cell without cutting Iron. Besides, he 
could not make a sa"w even out of tin 
without "a file. 

I mention these minutiae as the rea­
sons' why 1 permitted a tin can to go 
into a prisoner .and to show that there 
did not appear to be any harm in my 
doing so. 1 soon had occasion to state 
tbem to° my superiors as I have stated 
them here, for that can' of peaches was 
the first and main feature in one of 
the m o s t ingenious and well carried 
out plans of escape 1 have ever known 
or heard of. On the morning after the 
gift had been given Thompson his cell 
was found empty and two bars at his 
window sawed through. He had for 
some, time been making a rope of his 
bedclothing. by which he let himself 
to the ground. A confederate, prob­
ably Agues Brown, who had by fre­
quent visits become familiar witb_.be 
premises, had thrown a rope over the 
wall, by which he had climbed to the 
top, where he found a ladder on which 
to go down on the other side. '.There 
he had found a bicycle and on this 
scorched away. 

I lost my position as warden of the 
prison, though those who deprived me 
of it could not explain how a can of 
peaches had anything to do with a 
prisoner's escape But, on the whole.

her, and on my promise to take no ac­
tion nga.lnst her she told me the secret 
She had removed the label on the can 
of peaches, put several very thin* high 
ly teiifpered saws under It, the ends at­
tached to the ranhy bits of solder, put 
strips of paper In position to bring the 
whole to the same level and replaced 
the label. She must have done her 
work very deftly.
