He believed tha t the 'unholy 
insistence to the king,' a s . he called 
the Revolution, would ' soon collapse 
and 'the traitor Washington' would 
swing to a gibbet. H e entertained the 
officers of the British, army of occu­
pancy, aiding and abett ing them in 
every way- in his power. 

"Durin'i this time Abbe Spencer, h is . 
daughter, was furnishlijg Information 
to the American forces under Aa'r-o'n 
Burr, located inst beyond the northern 
end of Xlanhattan Island. Another 
matter nsknown to her father was 
that a Lieutenant Brayton in that ar­
my was her ^ lover, and it was to him 
that she was transmitting information 
v. hif'h on more than one occasion she 
carried herself. 

"A Captain Woodhrldge of Howe's ar­
my was in love with' Miss Spencer 'and 
encouraged by her father. In order to 
nv.-il suspicion as to her real s ta tus 
she pretended to listen to Captain 
Woodbridge's suit, though more In def­
erence . to her father's wishes -than, 
fmm Inclination. Whether she took

"When it was learned tha t the Brit­
ish forces were about to evacuate New 
York, Spencer determined to go with 
them, or, rather, to sail for England. 
A3 the Americans marched into toivn 
t h e white wings that were bearing 
Spencer and his family to England 
•would be seen entering the Narrows

«5here-4»Ji-note extant in the Brayton 

family sent by Abbe Spencer—how la 
not known—to her lover Jelling him of 
t h e expected evacuation and that her 
father was about to take her to Eng­
land. But she was intending to disap­
pear just before the ship'sailed, and he 

\ would- flnd-her waiting for him when 
,he arrived.. 

"A packet sailed for England on the 
day the British left the city, carrying 
a number ot Tory families who ebject-
ed to remaining to be under the rule of 
the Continental congress. Indeed, if 
they remained It was probable tha t 
the ' r property would be confiscated. 
Abbe Spencer made no objection to go­
ing, thus throwing her father off bis 
guard. She contrived to elude him on 
his way to the ship wi th the other 
members of the family, she to go with 

^friends in a separate b o a t He got 
aboard the ship, and she was casting 
anchor before he was aware that Abbe
