Proposed Reorganization of 
Labor Department Calls 

For Big Increase. 

Salaries' Will Be Much Higher and 
There Will Be Many 

New Positions. 

Albany. Jan. 21.-0.ne of tl.io places 
where -(Jovernor Sulzer's promised 
economy is not likely to begin Is tUe 
proposed new labor department. 

-The New York state factory commis­
sion appointed during Governor Pix's, 
administration to investigate labor con-1 

ditinus throughout the state and to 
wornfnend legislation for their im­
provement Is still at work on a list of 
thirty-seven bills which, among other 
things, entirely reorganize the state la­
bor department. 

While these bills are _n.Il J iab le to 
amendment, it is fair to assume that 
they represent pretty closely' the line 
of legislation that will be enacted at 
the present session. 

Proposed bill No. ft is the one which 
deals particularly with th,e reorganiza­
tion of the labor department. 

The first change that the bill makes 
in the existing law Is to increase the 
salary of the commissioner of labor 
from sri.non to $ir>,<>nft 

It next adds two deputy commission­
ers nt Sn.ooo each. 
> The present law permits the- com­
missioner of labor to employ counsel 
to represent the department or to as­
sist in the prosecutions of actions or 
proceedings brought under the labor 
Inw. The proposed bill provides that 
tlic commN<U>iier uf labor sbal 
n chief counsel 
and an assistant i-nniisej.at-n salary of ' 
S:!.-fiiTii. It further |.'i-"M'des that t h e . 
chief counsel liui.. -appoint two law­
yers to as>lst him in the, performance 
"of Ids 'J:.i'ies. I 

The present law provides, that there 
shall be not more than VS< inspectors, j 
divided1 into live grades, with compen­
sation ranging from ?l.mii) to S-,.M.M.

The proposed bill provides that there 
shall be not less than lLTi. but fixes rui 
maximum number. It provides for 
Ave tit $3.."iKi. twelve at Sa.."iin. ten ikt 
$2.f>rt). twenty-live at •SI.Siw. fifty at 
Sl.nno and seventy-live at Sl.lIOO. 

In addition to tills bill there is an­
other which provides for the creation 
of an advisory board of seven persons. 
to be appointed by the governor, which 
is given very extensive powers. 

This board is given the power-to 
make rules and regulations and flx 
standards and from t lme' to time mod­
ify the same. Such rules and-regula­
tions and standards may be adopted 
to prescribe the specific means, meth­
ods or practices to carry out the pur­
pose and intent of any provision of 
the law, to define the application of 
any provision of the law to specific 
conditions and to fix and make definite 
any time, period, space, distance, 
height, quantity or quality. The rul­
ings of this board would have all the 
force of law. 

Compensation of the members of 
this board is fixed a t ?20 per day for 
each day?s service. 

DRAGS GUARD INTO POLITIC! 
' — •, i 

Danger of the Hemck-Cuvi l l ier Bill 
at Seen by National Guardsmen. 

Senate bill No. (i,S, introduced bjr 
Senator Hen-irk. and assembly bill No. 
04, introduced'by Mr. Cuvillier, affect-, 
ing the adjutailt general's office, are 
attracting a gi-eut deal of attention, 
from military men and those interest­
ed in the military service. Tills bill Is 
radical and overturns the practice pre­
vailing during the entire*- history qt 
the office. t 

The adjutant general's office has .al­
ways been considered a purely mili­
tary department of the state govern­
ment and has always been omitted 
from any provision of .the- civil service 
laws because of the fact that it w a s 
.administered under the military law* 
and according to military custom and 
usage. The assistants to the adjutant 
general have always been officers IB 
the military service and under the I a # 
as it has stood for many years were 
required to lie -officers of the national; 
-gunr£_or naval militia at the time of 
appointment and were clothed wi th 
all the rights- and privileges' of officer* 
of the national guard under their com­
missions. ' 

The present administration is not to 
be 'bound by such precedents as thW, 
however, ,-yid is apparently determin­
ed that even the few positions under 
the adjutant .general shall become u 
part of the spoils system. 

This measure undertakes to deprive 
the .assistants of the protection ac­
corded all other officers under their 
cominlssions, and hy it they may be 
gumr/rarity removed at any time. I t id 
proposed so to amend -the "law tbalt 
even 'the Dumber .and rank of the .as­
sistants1! to the adjutant general, shall 
be left indeterminate and shall be of 
such graqe and in such numbers as tip 
may desire. 

The constitution and laws now pro? 
vide that officers shall not be deprived 
of their commissions except by tb* 
senate, sentence of a general court 
martini or oil the recommendation of 
an examining\ board. They can only 
be rendered supernumerary w h e n . h e ?

The military law, section 71, pro­
vides a certain eligibility tb secure a 
coinmisslon varyfng for the . different 
grades. These bills give the adjutant 
general the right to appoint such a s ' 
sistants as "may be necessary from 
time to time who' shall be appointed 
and shall be removed by him at his 
discretion." No restriction is placed 

•as to the number or. rank of these as­
sistants; consequently the anomaly is 
presented of officers of a certain rank 
in „the adjutant general's office with 
as different requirement as to fitness 
from those of the same rank in the 
balance of the guard.

"Governor Hughes emphatically de­
clared that it would not be advisable 
to put the solution of New York city's 
traction problems under the control of 
a board with jurisdiction throughout 
the entire state.

One of the. most perplexing prob­
lem's which not only the Supervisor 
but the Town Board and Town Super-
fntendent has to deal with, is the work 
on the roads^ for which they are not 
entirely to blame. 

When the present system was firs't 
adopted no restrictions were placed 
on the manner or methods which the 
Town should apply to this class of 
work but since the Highway Depart­
ment has taken over the contrql of-
the roads, laws, rules and. regulations 
have been nude which makes it al­
most impossible to take the care of 
the highways of a town as large as 
Potsdam with 1S6 m' es of roads with 
the amount of work necessary to keep 
tliern in order. At first we reduced 
the number of road districts from 7 7 
to 32 and made Jhe boundaries con­
form to school districts to allow the 
Beard- to have absolute knowledge of 
the ajnount of money/ each could use, 
and p!a_ced one man in each to do the 
work. About three years ago the De­
partment Supt. of Highways, on learn 
;ns of our method, prohibited the 
Town from using this system in the 
future, but cited the law which pro­
vides that the Town Supt. must make 
li's contract with his force in the 
spring a'nd file it with the Town Clerk 
and. Pmifne us to three such forces 
to 'ake care of the roads. While we 
hive not strictly adhered to this rule 
we have had to conform to 't as far 
a; possible, -for .the State Dept. have 
'•'.tuTU'ed that they would withhold 
sti''e a d unless we did. 

The law also provides that the town 
Board can affirm the recommendation 
of the Town Supt. for a Deputy Supt. 
but as this has never been made the 
Board is powerless although they have 
discussed it favorably several times, 
no recommendation has ever been 
made. While this would lessen Hie 
responsibility."of the Town Supt. it 
might not be, entirely 'satisfactory^ al­
though I believe it would be- a great 
Saving" to the Town, and in the etrd 
with competent men to conduct this 
part of the work, would result- in good. 

AU ready I hear -discussions about

pation and control may be maintained.

Canfon.slander case, andNije-defendant 
through Geo. H. BSweiS, heY.attorney, 
moved for a bill of particulars showing 
to whom the slanderous statements' 
were made, and when, and where. 
Lawrence Russell appeared for plain­
tiff and said he should serve an amend­
ed complaint. The court intimated 
that the defendant was entitled to the 
particulars sought, but held the mo­
tion until the service of the amended 
complaint shduld show whether they 
were forthcoming in that njanner. 

'Lawrence' Russell made a most un­
usual appJicatioii on behalf of himself 
•and Hoi ace O. Ellsworth. It was an 
application for a writ of mandamus to 
compel Charles Y. Fullington, one of 
the justices of the <peace of Canton, to 
determine an,!.action brought before 
him entitled Harry .BTowne .v. Richard 
C. Potter, and tried last fall. Geo. H. 
Bowers appeared for Justice FuIIin-gton 
and said that there had i>een consider­
able delay, but- that the minutes of the 
justice showed that he was to take as 
much time as he found necessary. At 
the time of the trial and for some time 
thereafter he was engrossed by his du­
ties as Secretary of the County Fair, 
and then was ill; the plaintiff had filed 
a.five page brief, and the defendant a 
twelve page one, and each side had al­
lowed that if it was beaten it would 
appeal, and the" justice had tried to 
decide the case right and so it 'would 
stand the test,of an appeal. .The-ap-
plication'was dismissed without costs. 

An uncontested divorce actiotf. No. 
51 on the calendar, entiled John A. 
McDonald v. 'Josephine A. McDonald* 
was tried.. The parties originally hail 
ed from Massena, and the plaintiff had 
ample proof of the misconduct of the 
defendant. Field. & Swan represented 
the plaintiff. 

No. 34, ,Oa*herj,ne A. Silmsoe v. Co­
ry Silmsoe was an undefended action 
to annul a marriage. The parties were 
married at Massena, and the ground 
set forth -in the complaint was that 
the plaintiff was only 14 at the time 
of the. marriage, was_nfitrried' without 
the consent of her parents, and ortly 
lived with her husband a few months.-
The relief sought was granted. Curtis 
L. Bildreth represented the plaintiff. 

Natural'zation- matters did not take 
much time. There were only a few 
oases and they weni-off fast, nearly all 
of the applicants being,admitted. 

TThe list of trial jurors wras called, 
and several had acceptable excuses. 

The first case to be tried will with­
out doubt be the action brought by 
Father Alexander Klauder against Bish­
op Gabriels and'others to recover dam­
ages for Conspiracy and false'impris-' 
onment.
