Monday—Several, .<Jegre.es below ti­
ro this lnorniivg. One' year ago today 

--•was^fre'coldest-erf the'Season, 30 to 3'5 
fcelow zero.- -Gordon -Priest , - -who 
murdered his wife at Evans Mills last 
August, has 'pleaded guilty to murder 
in >the second degree, and the District 
Attorney and the Judge have accepted 
the plea. It was a clear case of mur­
der h\ 'the first degree, but thls^ plea 
will save the coun.ty at least jJ4",000, 
as that is estimated to be about 'the 
expense of a trial. The cr ime 'was 
one of..tbe.most brutal ever committed 
in Northern New York. Priest arose 
about S o'clock in the morning ' and. 
attacked his wife' with a hatchet • as' 
she was sleeping 'beside their infant 
son in bed. He smashed her skull 
and cut her 'body in several places and 
left her and the child in the blood 
soaked 'bed, while he rummaged the 
bureau in the hope of creating a sus­
picion that the crime was committed 
for the purpose, of robbery. Judge 
Emerson, in sentencing him told him 
that he had probably seen the light of 
day for the last"'time, as a free man.

- A Remarkable. Tcce~ -
There grows on Yashion Island, in 

Paget sound, olie of the most remark­
able trees in tlie world. Inside of it 
tweuty adult persons have found room-
to gather at one time and. comfort­
ably seated, to eat their- luncheon, 
which they spread around the won­
derful living spring that bubbles up 
?ontlnuully in the center. Probably 
there Ls no other sfich growth in na­
ture. The circle inside, on the ground. 
Is eighteen feet In diameter, and -the 
tree ls hollow, having been burned off 
at the top. the bark scorched -and t h e 
heart gutted by a forest fire of many 
years ago. The condition leaves what 
ls really a trunk or stump standing, 
about twenty feet high and open a t 
the top, thus making the chamber very 
l ight One can see clear through the 
tree by treason of the holes burnt 
through by the fire,—National Monthly. 

Oil Firaa. 
Two Danish inventors haTe found a 

way to put out oil fire* by applying 
carbonic acid that ia foaming violent­
ly. The foam is produced by a mix-
ture'of two liquids, and i t is said tha t 
when it is thrown on burning sub­
stances, auch aa oil*, benzine and tar. 
it spreads rapidly oTer the surface and 
puts out the flamea by cutting ofT the 
air: Many tanks that contain oil or 
• the r highly inflammable liquids are 
now. permanently fitted with perforata 
ed pipes, through which the foaming 
mixture can be applied directly to the 
surface of the burning materia!. Hith­
erto fires in oil tanks have beea allow** 
ed to bnrn themselves out or the con­
tents have been drawn out from below 
and wasted. According to Chambers' ' 
Journal, many private and government 
institutions have adopted the new sys­
tem. ' 

A Chilly Forecaat. 
The earth is growing in bulk on ac­

count of the meteoric dust that falls on 
it. It has recently been estimated that 
100 tons fall daily over the surface of 
the globe, and that millions of years 
hence this will haVe--. increased the 
thickness of the ear th considerably. 
This would have a tendency to Wing 
us closer to the sun. But centrifugal 
force is augmented at the same time in 
greater proportion and counteracts this-
tendency; consequently the earth wouUI 
be swept away from the sun, with the 
result that its distance from that body 
would be considerably augmented. 
This is spoken of as having possibly 
happened to' soriie of the larger outer 
planets, notably Jupiter, In the remote 
past.—Harper's.
