In the United States we have passed 
through a period of the most_ con­
scienceless, atrocious muckraking and 
defamation that was ever perpetrated 
in a supposedly intelligent nation.

And this intolerable condition came 
about because the city authorities 
wanted to cater to a latior union. A 
little handful of men working for-- the 
railway company formed a union, and 
the city passed an ordinance prevent­
ing the railway company from employ­
ing outside men in case of-a strike. 
Then with things fixed up to suit them 
the men struck Jdst to show their pow­
er, and 'without any grievance -what­
ever. T-he railway could not bring In 
new men and so the people swore, lost 
money in their business and walked 
{or sixteen days. Inasmuch as the 
public did not force the repeal of the 
offending ordinance it must be con-
